FINAL DESTINATION: After nearly six weeks in Lakeland, a pit stop in Scottsdale last week for a pair
of exhibition games against the Colorado Rockies at Salt River Fields at Talking Stick and a series
win to open the regular season in San Diego, the Detroit Tigers tonight play the first of three games
against the Arizona Diamondbacks at Chase Field ... by winning two of three games in San Diego,
the Tigers won their season-opening series for the second time in the last three years.

e  The Tigers are opening up a season with consecutive interleague series for the first time in
franchise history, a run the Tigers will extend to three-straight interleague series when they
host the St. Louis Cardinals for their home opener this Friday.

e  Tonight marks the second of three home openers in which the Tigers will partake this season,
joining last Thursday in San Diego and this upcoming Friday at Comerica Park ... the club will
enjoy additional pomp and circumstance in Boston on Patriot's Day Monday next month.

e The Tigers entered this season as one of only four teams in all of baseball to advance to
at least the Division Series in each of the last two years and aim to build upon making the
playoffs in back-to-back seasons for the first time since their four-year run from 2011-14.

REUNITED AND IT FEELS SO GOOD: A mere 3,135 days since his last regular season start in a

Detroit uniform, Justin Verlander tonight returns for his first start as a Tiger since August 30, 2017

... he made the first 380 starts of his career with Detroit before being traded to Houston at the end

of August of 2017, where we went on to help that club win a World Championship that year.

e The three-time A.L. Cy Young Award Winner, nine-time A.L. All-Star, 2006 A.L. Rookie of the
Year and 2011 A.L. Most Valuable Player, Cy Young and Triple Crown winner is back with the
organization that originally selected him in the first round of the 2004 Draft.

e Verlander rejoins the Tigers after spending the first 12-plus years (2005-17) of his major
league career in Detroit ... he was a dominant force during the club’s most-successful stretch
of the past 40 years, helping lead the club to a pair of World Series appearances (in 2006 and
2012) and four-straight playoff appearances from 2011-14, the only time such a post-season
run has occurred in franchise history.

e Verlander returns as Major League Baseball’s active leader with 266 wins, 3,567.2 innings
pitched, 555 starts and 3,553 strikeouts, the eighth-most punchouts in major league history.

RARE AIR: Justin Verlander tonight becomes only the second pitcher in major league history to

make at least his first 380 starts with his original team, go on to make at least 175 starts elsewhere

and then return to make another start with his first club ... Verlander joins Hall of Famer Don Sutton

in achieving this feat, as Sutton made his first 517 starts with the Los Angeles Dodgers between

1966-80 and then made 223 starts elsewhere before returning to the Dodgers in 1988.

e Two other Hall of Fame pitchers came close to this milestone ... Tom Seaver made his first 361
starts with the New York Mets, then made his next 158 starts elsewhere and then returned
to the Mets ... Tom Glavine made his first 505 starts with the Braves, then made his next 164
starts elsewhere before returning to Atlanta ... thanks to Elias.

MANIFEST DESTINY: The Tigers are opening their season "out west" for the second year in a row

after having not done so previously for 25 years ... this marks only the fourth time in the last 59

seasons dating to 1968 that the Tigers have opened up "out west".

e In 2000, the Tigers began their season with a three-game series in Oakland (and concluded
that six-game road trip in Baltimore!) ... the only other instances of a West Coast open in the
last 59 years were last year, in 1995 at the California Angels and in 1993 at the Oakland A's.

e  TheTigers have now opened up their season on the road in four-consecutive years for only the
second time in their 126-season history, the first time since an eight-year run from 1993-2000.

IT'S ONLY A NUMBER: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle last Thursday became the
second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the
starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George
Burns made his major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

e Overall, McGonigle is the fourth-youngest Tiger in the history of the franchise to make his
major league debut on Opening Day, joining Burns at 21 years, 73 days; pinch-hitter Frank
Fuller at 21-103 on April 14, 1915; and relief pitcher Joel Zumaya at 21-145 on April 3, 2006.

e At the other end of the spectrum, Justin Verlander (43 years, 39 days old) tonight becomes
the second-oldest pitcher to make a start in franchise history, trailing only Kenny Rogers who
made a start at 43 years, 309 days old on September 8, 2008.

AND FINALLY: Justin Verlander was drafted by the Tigers on June 7, 2004 and signed with the club
on October 25, 2004 ... the midpoint of those two dates falls within the week of/a few days of
August 18, 2004, which is Kevin McGonigle's birthdate.

« Returns to the Tigers as Major League Baseball’s active leader with 266 wins, 3,567.2 innings pitched, 555 starts and 3,553 strikeouts, the eighth-
most punchouts in major league history.

« Last season with the Giants, started in 29 games with a 3.85 ERA (65ER/152.01P) with 137 strikeouts...ended season with 3,553 K's in his
career...enters the 2026 season with the eighth-most strikeouts all-time according to Elias...he’ll need 21 strikeouts to tie Don Sutton for seventh-most

« Verlander had four wins in 2025 but was in line for seven others upon leaving the mound in 2025 only to see them fall by the wayside...he now has
266 wins in his career, tied for 34th-most all-time with Eppa Rixey and Bob Feller according to Elias...the Giants were 10-19 in the 29 games
Verlander started.

« In the second half of the 2025 season, he posted a 2.60 ERA (21ER/72.2IP) over his last 13 starts dating to July 23, eighth-best in the Majors (fourth-
best in the NL) in that time (min. 60.01P)...he allowed one earned run or fewer in eight of those 13 outings...had a 3.39 FIP in this stretch, eighth-best
in the NL...he was even better over his last six starts of the season, owning a 1.78 ERA (7ER, 35.11P) with 33 strikeouts and an opponent’s average
against of .206.

« Had a four-start stretch from Aug. 31-Sept. 17 where he allowed one or zero runs...the only other pitcher age 42 or older to do that in a four-start span
in the last 125 seasons was Roger Clemens in 2005.

« Struck out 10 Orioles hitters over 5.0 innings on Aug. 31, 2025, in a 13-2 Giants win...it was his first double-digit strikeout game since Oct. 4, 2022,
with Houston versus Philadelphia (also 10 strikeouts)...the last pitcher older than Verlander to spin 5.0 scoreless innings and record a double-digit
strikeout game was Roger Clemens, who did so on July 22, 2005, with Houston (6.0IP, 10K).

« Verlander joined the 3,500+ strikeout club as its 10th member on Aug. 10, 2025, vs. Washington when he struck out Nathaniel Lowe to end the 1st

« Is afour-time All-Star (2016-18, 2023) and has recorded 25 or more saves in each of the last 13 seasons (minus 2020) while eclipsing 40 saves four
times, including as recently as 2022 when he led the N.L. with 41 saves with Atlanta.

« Has qualified for the postseason in 10 different seasons, winning the World Series with the Dodgers in 2020...has gone 12-9 with 20 saves and a
2.20 ERA (16 ER/65.1 IP) in 59 career playoff appearances, averaging 12.9 strikeouts per nine innings and posting a 0.796 WHIP...one of only three
pitchers to make at least 50 post-season outings this century, joining Mariano Rivera and Ryan Madson, while Jansen’s 20 post-season saves this
century trail only Rivera.
