START ME UP: The Detroit Tigers today begin their 126th season of play with their 2026 opener

at the San Diego Padres ... the club returns to action as one of only four teams in all of baseball

to advance to at least the Division Series in each of the last two seasons and aims to build upon

making the playoffs in back-to-back years for the first time since their four-year run from 2011-14.

e  TheTigers will spend their first week of the season on the west coast, as the club plays a three-
game series here through Saturday evening ... after an off day on Sunday, the Tigers play a
three-game series at the Arizona Diamondbacks from March 30-April 1.

e The Tigers will begin their Comerica Park slate a week from tomorrow when they welcome the
St. Louis Cardinals for their home opener on Friday, April 3 ... after a three-game series against
St. Louis, the Tigers are right back on the road for a four-game set at Minnesota.

HISTORY TELLS US: The Tigers enter this afternoon's opener with an all-time record of 61-63-1
in their previous 125 opening day affairs ... despite a loss at the Los Angeles Dodgers to open
last season, the Tigers have still won their season opener in 11 of the last 14 campaigns ... Tigers
manager A.J. Hinch is 10-2 in his 12-career Opening Day contests ... the Tigers are opening up on
the road for the fourth season in a row and for the sixth time in the last eight seasons.
e  TheTigers have now opened up their season on the road in four-consecutive years for only the
second time in their 126-season history, the first time since an eight-year run from 1993-2000.
e March 26 is the earliest regular season game by calendar date in franchise history ... one has
contort their mind and think way back to last March 27 to discover the previous earliest game
by calendar date for Detroit.

THEY'RE IN A DIFFERENT LEAGUE: The Tigers are playing their opening day against the San Diego

Padres for the first time in franchise history ... this marks Detroit's fifth interleague play Opening

Day ever, the first time to do so in back to back seasons as the club kicked things off in Dodger

Stadium in 2025 ... Detroit's other experiences came during the Covid-season of 2020 at the

Cincinnati Reds, at home vs. the Pittsburgh Pirates in 2018 and at the Miami Marlins in 2016.

e The Tigers will ultimately play three interleague series before playing their first A.L. opponent
... this road trip concludes with three games in Arizona before the Tigers welcome the St. Louis
Cardinals to Comerica Park for their home opener a week from tomorrow.

MANIFEST DESTINY: The Tigers are opening their season on the west coast for the second year in

a row after having not done so previously for 25 years ... this marks only the fourth time in the last

59 seasons dating to 1968 that the Tigers have opened up "out west".

e In 2000, the Tigers began their season with a three-game series in Oakland (and concluded
that six-game road trip in Baltimore!) ... the only other instances of a West Coast open in the
last 59 years were last year, in 1995 at the California Angels and in 1993 at the Oakland A's.

LET'S RUN IT BACK: Tarik Skubal today becomes the first Tigers pitcher to make three-straight

opening day starts since teammate Justin Verlander did so for seven-straight seasons from 2008-

14 ... today Skubal begins his mission to become only the third pitcher in baseball history to win at

least three-straight Cy Young awards, joining fellow southpaw Randy Johnson (4, 1999-2002) and

righty Greg Maddux (4, 1992-95), both of whom did so in the N.L.

e Skubal, who is the 12th pitcher in major league history to win consecutive Cy Young Awards,
will become the ninth pitcher to start on Opening Day following consecutive award-winning
seasons, joining Jim Palmer, Greg Maddux, Roger Clemens, Randy Johnson, Pedro Martinez,
Tim Lincecum, Clayton Kershaw and Jacob deGrom.

e Skubal joins Denny McLain (1968-69) as the only pitchers to win two Cy Youngs in a Tigers
uniform ... Skubal joins Willie Hernandez (1984) as the lone club southpaws to do so.

WHEN LEFT IS RIGHT: Tarik Skubal not only makes his third-straight Opening Day start but he is also

the seventh-consecutive lefty to get the nod for the Tigers in their opener, the longest active stretch

across all of baseball ... in addition to Skubal, Eduardo Rodriguez started back-to-back openers in

2022-23 as did Matt Boyd from 2020-21.

e  Skubal today helps extend a franchise record with seven-consecutive left-handed opening
day starters for the Tigers ... the previous mark was done by Mickey Lolich, who started five
straight Opening Days from 1970-74, and Hal Newhouser, who did so from 1945-49.

ROSTER RUMBLINGS: RHP Drew Anderson, LHP Enmanuel De Jesus and INF Kevin McGonigle have
made their first-career opening day rosters ... six players - all pitchers - on Detroit's opening day
roster are new to the organization from last year (Anderson, De Jesus, RHPs Kenley Jansen, Connor
Seabold, Justin Verlander, LHP Framber Valdez) ... 18 players from Detroit's ALDS roster that took
Seattle to a decisive fifth game last October are on the opening day 26-man roster.

« Named the Tigers Opening Day starter for the third consecutive season...in his past two Opening Day starts, the southpaw is 1-1 with a 3.00 ERA,
allowing four earned runs (all last year vs. LAD) over 12.0 innings...he has surrendered nine total hits including two home runs while walking one and
striking out eight over those two starts.

« The 29-year-old will be Detroit’s first starter to open the season in three consecutive years since his current rotation[ZImate Justin Verlander made
seven consecutive Opening Day starts for the Tigers from 2008-2014.

« With the start, the Tigers will have deployed a left-hander on Opening Day in seven consecutive seasons, marking the longest active stretch across
the Majors.
