Bobby Cox (2004-05]), Rays' Kevin Cash (2020-21) and Guardians' Stephen Vogt
(2024-25)....Murphy was named the 20th manager in franchise history on 11/15/23,
replacing Craig Counsell.....he signed a multi-year contract extension on 2/20/26.

COACHES: Returning from the 2025 staff is offense & strategy coordinator Jason Lane
(11th seasaon/1st in current role), pitching coordinator Jim Henderson (5th season/1st
in current role), field coordinator Néstor Corredor (4th season/3rd in current role),
pitching coach Chris Hook (8th season), bullpen coach Charlie Greene (3rd season),
lead hitting coach Eric Theisen (2nd season/Ist in current role) and third base coach
Matt Erickson (3rd season/l1st in current role)....assistant pitching coach Juan
Sandoval, hitting coach Guillermo Martinez, hitting coach Daniel Vogelbach and first
base coach Spencer Allen are all in their first seasons on the coaching staff.
