UPCOMING OPPONENTS & PITCHING

METSCELLANEOUS: The Mets fell to the Mariners, 3-2, in 10 innings last 
night...The victory snapped the team's four-game winning streak...The 
Mets are 16-13 over their last 29 games...The Mets head to the West Coast 
for the final time this season for a seven-day, six-game trip (0-1) against 
the Mariners (0-1) and Padres (three games). 

LOU GEHRIG DAY: The Mets in coordination with Major League Baseball  
will observe the sixth annual Lou Gehrig Day on June 2...This league-wide 
day unifies the baseball community to honor those lost, support families 
and accelerate the fight for an ALS cure...On this special day, all players, 
managers and coaches will wear custom "4" decals — designed to honor 
Gehrig's retired number — alongside commemorative red "4-ALS" Franklin 
wristbands...The retirement of Lou Gehrig’s number 4 marked the first such 
milestone for a baseball player in history, occurring on July 4, 1939, when he 
delivered his iconic “Luckiest Man” speech at Yankee Stadium...Beyond the 
uniform tributes, MLB will utilize official Lou Gehrig Day lineup cards and 
special Rawlings base jewels in all matchups, uniting teams and fans across 
the country to celebrate the Hall of Famer’s enduring strength, remember 
those lost to the disease, support the organizations aggressively pursuing 
a cure and providing care.

SCORING CH-CH-CHANGES: Major League Baseball announced the 
following scoring change to the May 27 game against the Reds...In the 
bottom of the fifth, Brett Baty reached on what was originally ruled an 
error...This has been changed to a base hit...As a result, the run that inning 
is now earned.

FREE BASEBALL: The Mets played their 12th extra-inning game this year, 
the most in the Major Leagues...They are 7-5 in extra-inning contests in 
2026...The team played a total of 12 extra-inning contests in 2025, going 
6-6...The 1978 team played a franchise record 25 extra-inning contests, 
going 8-17.

THE HUASCAR GOES TOO: Huascar Brazobán is slated to make his 26th 
appearance and fifth start of the season today...He is 3-1 with a 1.86 ERA 
(6 ER/29.0 IP) with 12 walks and 24 strikeouts in 2026...In four appearances 
as an opener, Brazobánis 0-1 with a 4.15 ERA (2 ER/4.1 IP) with four walks 
and four strikeouts...He is 3-1 with a 2.08 ERA (3 ER/13.0 P) on the road this 
year...Over his last eight games, the right-handed pitcher is 1-0 with a 0.87 
ERA (1 ER/10.1 IP) with four walks and 10 punchouts. 

THE PEN IS MIGHTIER: The Mets bullpen has posted a 3.17 ERA (91 ER/258.0 
IP) as a group...That ranks fifth in the majors and third in the National 
League...They have struck out 267 this season, the most in The Show...The 
group finished May going 9-4 with a 2.40 ERA (34 ER/127.2 IP), 53 walks and 
133 strikeouts...They tied for the Major League-lead with nine wins and led 
the majors with 133 punchouts.

METS IN SEATTLE

ON THE MARCUS: Marcus Semien is on a four-game hitting streak, batting 
.462 (6-13) with four runs, one double, two homers, four RBI, two walks, a 
.533 OBP and a 1.000 SLG...Over his last seven games, Semien is batting 
.348 (8-23) with five runs, one doubles, three homers, five RBI, three walks 
and a 1.206 OPS.  

FOREVER YOUNG: Since returning from the IL, Jared Young is batting .250 
(4-16) with five runs, two homers, two RBI, three walks, a .368 OBP and a 
.625 SLG...In 17 games this year, the Prince George, B.C. native is batting 
.306 (11-36) with seven runs, two doubles, two homers, four RBI, five walks 
a .381 OBP and a .528 SLG...He is batting .344 (11-32) against right-handed 
pitching this season. 

ON THE ROAD AGAIN: The Mets are 11-19 on the road in 2026...Last season, 
the Mets went 34-47 on the road...The team has posted a 3.49 ERA on the 
road, which is sixth in the majors and third in the National League...Their 251 
road strikeouts are third in the National League. 

THEY'RE OUT OF OUR LEAGUE: The Mets continue their Interleague 
schedule with a three-game set against the Mariners...In 2026, the Mets 
are 9-7 against the AL, including 5-2 over their last seven games against 
the league...Overall, the Mets are 311-307 against the AL. 

JUAN OF A KIND: Juan Soto has 257 career home runs...That is the 11th-
most in Major League history prior to turning 28 (next: Frank Robinson, 
262)...His 257 homers are 24th among active players...It is 21st all-time 
amongst players born in the Dominican Republic...George Bell is next with 
265. 

STRIKE THAT: Mets pitchers have tallied 560 strikeouts this season, that is 
the most in the National League and the second-most in the majors...Their 
560 punchies are the fourth-most in franchise history through the team's 
first 60 games of a season...Only the 2021 team (580), the 2020 team (574) 
and the 2018 team (565) had more.

DREAM WEAVER: Luke Weaver has not allowed a run over his last 12 
appearances...He has tossed 14.0 scoreless innings, allowing nine hits, 
four walks and has struck out 17 in that span...He is now 2-1 with a 2.77 
ERA (8 ER/26.0 IP) this season with eight walks and 25 strikeouts...He has 
recorded six appearances of at least four outs this season and each of 
those appearances have been scoreless.

WILL I AM: Over his last 14 games, Devin Williams is 2-1 with six saves, a 2.77 
ERA (4 ER/13.0 IP), seven walks and 18 strikeouts...He has not allowed a run 
in 13 of those 14 appearances.

THIS DAY IN 1986: The Mets returned to their winning ways with an 11-2 
victory over the Padres at Shea Stadium...Doc Gooden tossed a complete 
game, allowing two runs on four hits with three walks and four strikeouts...
He improved to 7-2 on the season with a 1.97 ERA...The Mets collected 14 
hits in the win including two home runs from George Foster...This season, 
the Mets will celebrate the 40th anniversary of the 1986 World Series 
Champions..The Mets will also host a 1986 World Series Reunion and 
Celebration to celebrate the 1986 title on Saturday, August 1 prior to the 
4:10 p.m. game against the Miami Marlins...Additional information for the 
1986 World Series Reunion and Celebration is available at Mets.com/1986.

Is set to make his fifth start of the season and the eighth of his career...His last start 

came on May 27 vs. Cincinnati (1.0 IP, H, 2 K, BB) and he tossed a scoreless 

inning...Over seven career appearances as an opener, he has allowed two earned runs 

and one hit over 8.1 innings...Opposing batters are hitting .038 (1-26) lifetime against 

him as an opener.

In his last appearance, he threw a scoreless seventh inning and struck out the side on May 30 vs. Miami (1.0 IP, 3 K)...Marked his second 

three-strikeout game of the season (also: 4/11 vs. ATH).

His 1.86 ERA (6 ER/29.0 IP) this season is the 14th-best mark in the NL among all pitchers (min. 25.0 IP)...Has held opposing batters to a 

.160 batting average (16-100), which is the ninth-best mark in the NL (min. 25.0 IP).

He hasn't surrendered an earned run in 20 of 25 appearances this season.

Fired 2.0 innings and earned the win without allowing an earned run in extra innings on May 18 at Washington (2.0 IP, H, R, K, 2 

BB)...Since the beginning of last season, he has had 12 relief appearances of at least 2.0 innings in which he hasn't surrendered an 

earned run...His 12 such games are tied for the seventh-most in the NL over that span.

Dating back to September 20, 2025, he hasn't allowed an earned run in 24 of his last 29 appearances...He is 3-1 with a 1.53 ERA (6 

ER/35.1 IP) and is holding opposing batters to a .154 batting average (19-123) over that span...His ERA is the fifth-best among NL 

pitchers over that span (min. 35.0 IP).

Since the start of last year, he has recorded four or more outs without allowing an earned run in 21 relief appearances, which is tied for the 

sixth-most appearances among NL relievers.

Made his third career Opening Day roster and his second consecutive with the Mets.

Pitched in three games for the Dominican Republic in the World Baseball Classic...He tossed 4.0 scoreless innings and struck out seven 

of the 13 batters he faced.

Last season, he made a career-high 52 appearances and finished with a 5-2 record, two saves, 12 holds, 57 strikeouts, and a 3.57 ERA 

(25 ER/63.0 IP).

In 2025, he allowed just five earned runs over 25 combined appearances in March, April, and May (1.34 ERA)...His ERA through his first 

25 games of the season is the 11th-best in franchise history.

Threw 5.0 innings in relief and only allowed one hit (a solo home run to Colt Emmerson) 

while striking out four on June 1 at Seattle (5.0 IP, H, ER, 4 K, BB)...Over his last five 

appearances, he has pitched to a 2.70 ERA (5 ER/16.2 IP) with 18 strikeouts...He has 

held opponents to a .203 (12-59) average while posting a 9.72 K/P over that span.

Has thrown 39.0 innings in relief this season, which is the most among NL 

relievers....His 42 strikeouts this season are the third-most among NL relief pitchers.

Fired 3.0 innings in relief and allowed one earned run while striking out six on May 26 

vs. Cincinnati (3. IP, 3 H, ER, 6 K, 2 BB)...Marked his second game with six or more strikeouts in relief (also: 7 K, 4/24 vs. 

Colorado)...Joins Chase Dollander (3) and teammate David Peterson as the only relief pitchers this season with multiple games of six or 

more strikeouts.

Over 20 career appearances (18 starts) against Seattle he is 8-8 with a 3.94 ERA (49 ER/112.0 IP) and 98 strikeouts.

Has recorded multiple strikeouts in 12 of his 13 outings this season and has a 9.69 K/9.

In 46 career games in relief, Manaea is 5-5 with a 4.31 ERA (62 ER/129.1 IP) with 42 walks and 145 strikeouts.

Recorded seven strikeouts over 3.1 innings in relief on April 24 vs. Colorado (3.1 IP, 3 H, 2 ER, 7 K, BB)...Marked his third career game 

with seven or more strikeouts as a relief pitcher (also: 8 K, 5/22/23 at Minnesota w/San Francisco and 7/13/25 at Kansas City)...Joins Tug 

McGraw (5), Nolan Ryan and Skip Lockwood as the only relief pitchers in franchise history with multiple seven+ strikeout games.

In 2025, finished the season going 2-4 with a 5.64 ERA (38 ER/60.2 IP), 12 walks and 75 strikeouts in 15 appearances (12 starts).

Last season was originally placed on the 15-Day IL on March 27 (retro. March 24) with a right oblique strain and then was transferred to 

the 60-Day IL on April 29.

In 2024, he recorded a career-high in innings (181.2), tied a career-high in wins (12) and starts (32), while his 184 strikeouts were the 

second-most in his career and were the ninth-most in the NL.

Originally signed by the Mets to a two-year contract as a free agent on January 12, 2024...Opted out of the second year of the deal on 

November 4....Re-signed by the Mets to a three-year contract on December 27, 2024.

He threw a scoreless inning and struck out two on May 29 vs. Miami (1.0 IP, 2 K)...Was his second outing of the season.

Fired a scoreless ninth inning and stuck out two in his return to a big-league mound on May 26 vs. Cincinnati (1.0 IP, H, 2 K)...Was his first 

appearance since April 26, 2025 at Washington.

Was reinstated from the Injured List on May 26.

Made 13 appearances in his first season with the Mets before his season ended due to injury...He had surgery on his left lat...Over 13 

appearances, he recorded seven holds and posted a 1.64 ERA (2 ER/11.0 IP)...12 of his 13 appearances last season were 

scoreless...The Mets were 11-2 in games he appeared in last season.

Made 12 rehab appearances between Triple-A Syracuse, High-A Brooklyn and Single-A St. Lucie...He went 1-0 with a 1.59 ERA (2 

ER/11.1 IP) and seven strikeouts...Didn't allow an earned run in 10 of his 12 appearances.

Prior to joining the Mets, he pitched in Atlanta for eight seasons (2017-2024)...Over eight years as a Brave he was 24-29 with 36 saves, 

116 holds and a 3.28 ERA (127 ER/348.2)...Since his debut in 2017, his 398 appearances are the 14th-most among left-handers, and his

Overall, this season, he has pitched to an 3-5 record with a 5.57 ERA (33 ER/53.1 IP) over 12 appearances (seven starts)...As a relief 

pitcher, has pitched to a 1.88 ERA (5 ER/24.0 IP) with 23 strikeouts and opposing batters are hitting .221 (21-95) with a .622 OPS...As a 

starter, he is 1-5 with a 7.56 ERA (28 ER/33.1 IP) and opposing batters are hitting .331 (46-139) with a .837 OPS.

Made his first relief appearance of the season on April 19 at Chicago-NL (3.2 IP, 3 H, K)...He fired 3.2 scoreless innings, and it was his 

second scoreless appearance of the season (also: 3/28 vs. PIT)...Before this appearance, his last relief outing came on July 30, 2023, vs.
