Milwaukee posted the best record in baseball for only the second time in franchise history (also 1982) and set a franchise 
record for regular-season wins.....the Brewers defeated the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series 
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

PRONUNCIATIONS

RHP Chad Patrick, 27, made his Major League debut last season with Milwaukee and went 3-8 with a 3.53 ERA in 27 
games (23 starts) during four stints (Opening Day-7/5, 8/18-8/19, 8/24 and 9/9-end of season).....the team went 
8-15 in his starts.....he made 5 quality starts.....Patrick ranked among 2025 National League rookie leaders in starts 
(1st, 23), strikeouts (1st, 127) and innings pitched (2nd, 119.2).

RHP Trevor Megill, 32, went 6-3 with a 2.49 ERA and 30 saves in a career-high 50 relief appearances with 
Milwaukee last season.....the first time All-Star held opponents to a .209 AVG with a career-high 60 strikeouts in a 
career-high 47.0 innings.....he was 30-for-36 in save opportunities (83.3%).....his career-high 30 saves ranked third 
in the National League.....he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/27-9/27 with a right flexor strain.

RHP Grant Anderson, 28, went 2-6 with a 3.23 ERA in a career-high 66 relief appearances during his first season 
with Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .223 AVG with 74 strikeouts in 69.2 innings.

RHP Peter Strzelecki, 31, is a non-roster invitee.....he spent last season in the Pirates and Rays organizations and 
went 2-2 with a 9.41 ERA in 18 games (1 start) between Triple-A Indianapolis (16g, 1gs) and Triple-A Durham (2g).....
he has pitched in the Major Leagues with Milwaukee (2022-23), Arizona (2023) and Cleveland (2024).

RHP Jacob Waguespack, 32, is a non-roster invitee.....he went 2-0 with a 2.45 ERA in 25 relief appearances between 
Triple-A Durham (Rays) and Triple-A Lehigh Valley (Phillies) last season.....he has pitched in the Major Leagues with 
Toronto (2019-20) and Tampa Bay (2024), going 5-5 with a 5.11 ERA in 31 games (14 starts).

RHP Craig Yoho, 26, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville and went 6-1 with a 0.94 ERA and 8 saves in 
43 relief appearances.....the International League All-Star held opponents to a .157 AVG with 60 strikeouts in 47.2 
innings.....he also had four stints with Milwaukee last season (4/21-5/2, 7/2, 7/28 and 9/1-9/7) and made 8 relief 
appearances as he made his Major League debut.
