MARCH 29

2018 - On Opening Day, RHP Justin Ver-
lander hurls 6.0 shutout innings en route
to a 4-1 win over the Rangers in Arling-
ton..for the second consecutive Astros
Opening Day, RF George Springer led off
the game with a homer...CF Jake Maris-
nick also homered in the win.

SUNDAY FUNDAY: The Astros will host the Angels
for the finale of their four-game series today in
Houston as they look to split the series against
the Halos...offseason signee RHP Tatsuya Imai will
make his Major League debut for the Astros today
opposite RHP Jack Kochanowicz and the Angels.

IMAI TO DEBUT: RHP Tatsuya Imai is making his
MLB debut today after a stellar Spring Training, in
which he worked a combined 9.2 scoreless innings
across four starts...in January, the Astros signed
Imai to a three-year deal...in 2025, he was an All-
Star for the Seibu Lions in the Nippon Professional
Baseball Organization (NPB), where he went 10-5
with a1.92 ERA (35ER/163.2IP) in 24 games.

ASTROS VS. KOCHANOWICZ: The Astros have
seen RHP Jack Kochanowicz just once in his two-
year career, handing him the loss on April 11, 2025
in Houston, after he allowed 6 runs on 7 hits in 4.2
innings...2B Jose Altuve got Kochanowicz twice,
going 2x3 off him in that start.

VS. THE ANGELS: The Astros have opened this
season with adivisional series against the Angels,
who the Astros went 8-5 against in 13 games last
season...the Astros are 139-84 all time against the
Angels and have won the season series against
them in every full season dating back to 2015.

SUSTAINED SUCCESS: Dating back to the 2015
season, the Astros have made nine postseason
appearancesin11seasons, winning seven division
titles, four AL pennants (2017, 2019, 2021, 2022)
and two WS titles (2017, 2022)...in that span, the
Astros became the only teamin history to advance
to seven consecutive ALCS (2017-23) and posted
the second-most wins in the Majors (976), trailing
only the Dodgers (1,036).

AT THE OPEN: The Texas Children’s Houston
Open completed Day 3 of the tournament yester-
day at Memorial Park Golf Course in Houston with
Gary Woodland leading the way by shooting 18
under through three rounds of play...the tourna-
ment, which is run by the Astros Golf Foundation,
will conclude today at Memorial Park.

ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Astros picked up their
first win of the young season last night with a
thrilling 11-9 comeback victory over the Angels...
four different Astros had two RBI each, while 1B
Christian Walker had the biggest hit of the game,
a go-ahead RBI single in the Astros eight-run 6th
inning...RHP Kai-Wei Teng dazzled in relief for
Houston, tossing 2.1 scoreless innings en route to
the win in what was his Astros debut.

CALL IT A COMEBACK: The Astros rallied back
from a 6-0 deficit last night with an eight-run 6th
inning...this marked the Astros first comeback
from a six-run deficit since they came back from a
7-1deficit on April 6, 2025 at MIN for a 9-1winin 10
innings...their eight-runinning was their most runs
scored in a single frame since they scored 10 runs
inthe 6th inning on July 4, 2025 at LAD (18-1final).

OUT ON REHAB: RHP Enyel De Los Santos is
scheduled to make his second rehab appearance
with Triple A Sugar Land today...he last tossed 1.0
scoreless inning with one strikeout on 14 pitches
for Sugar Land on Friday night...De Los Santos is
recovering from a right knee strain, which landed
him on the 15-day IL to open the season.

ABOUT THE ROSTER: The Astros Opening Day
roster included nine players making their first
appearance on an active Opening Day roster: RHP
Mike Burrows, RHP AJ Blubaugh, RHP Tatsuya
Imai, OF Joey Loperfido, IF/OF Brice Matthews,
RHP Roddery Muiioz, RHP Christian Roa, RHP
Kai-Wei Teng and RHP Ryan Weiss.

NEW FACES: The Astros focused their offseason
efforts on acquiring pitching, landing RHP Mike
Burrows and RHP Kai-Wei Teng in trades and
RHP Tatsuya Imai and RHP Ryan Weiss off the
international free agent market...they also added
a Rule 5 pick in RHP Roddery Muiioz, the Astros
first Rule 5 selection since the 2017 Rule 5 Draft.

TENG DEBUTS: By debuting last night, RHP Kai-
Wei Teng became the second Taiwanese-born
player to appear with the Astros in their history,
joining RHP Chia Jen-Lo, who made 19 relief ap-
pearances with the Astros in 2013..Teng was ac-
quired this offseason from the Giants in exchange
for minor leaguer C Jancel Villarroel.

OPENING DAY CORNERSTONE: 2B Jose Altuve,
who's under contract for the next four seasons
(2026-29), made his 14th career Opening Day start
on Thursday, which are the third-most in club his-
tory...only 2B Craig Biggio (19, 1989-2007) and 1B
Jeff Bagwell (15, 1991-2005) have more.

HAUNTING THE ANGELS: 2B Jose Altuve has
haunted the Angels throughout his 16-year career,
posting a.306 (239x780) average with 43 doubles,
25 homers and 97 RBI in 197 career games oppo-
site the Halos...in Major League history, he ranks
10th all-time in hits against the Angels, immediate-
ly trailing IF Elvis Andrus (245H) for ninth all-time.

UPCOMING MILESTONES: 1B Christian Walker
scored his 500th career run last night when he
crossed the plate in the Astros 6th inning...mean-
while, LF Yordan Alvarez (494 RBI) is six RBI shy
of reaching 500 career RBI, a mark only 14 players
in franchise history have reached.

YORDAN & GEORGE: LF Yordan Alvarez hit his
171st career home run on Friday night, a total that
ranks eighth in club history...he’'s now just three
homers shy of matching franchise icon OF George
Springer (174HR) for seventh on that all-time list.

EXHIBITION SEASON OVER: The Astros went 11-
14-3 (.440) in Grapefruit League play, which does
notinclude their three exhibition game victories, in
which stats do not count...Astros starting pitchers
were great, as their Opening Day rotation combined
for a 1.95 ERA (12ER/55.1IP) in official games...OF
Joey Loperfido (.317,13x41, 6 RBI) and IF/OF Brice
Matthews (10 RBI, 8 SB) had the best camps of-
fensively with Loperfido leading the team in hits
and Matthews leading the club in RBI and steals.

SPRING TRAINING: Made 3 official Spring Training starts...in those 3 starts, he allowed 2 hits and 1 walk with 7 strikeouts in 6.0 innings...he
also pitched in a sim game on March 17, which did not factor into his Spring Training stats.

JAPAN CONNECTION : Is the fourth Japanese-born player to play for the Astros, joining IF Kazuo Matsui (2008-10), OF Norichika Aoki
(2017) and LHP Yusei Kikuchi (2024)...Matsui was also the Manager of the Seibu Lions from 2023-24, while Imai was on the team.

PAYING HOMAGE: Wears jersey number 45 to honor two of his favorite pitchers, Yankees RHP Gerrit Cole and Phillies RHP Zack
Wheeler, who both also wear #45.
