38 games...The team is in the midst of a six-game homestand (2-2) against
the Cardinals (1-2) and Braves (1-0)...Following this series, the team hits the
road for a six-game, seven-day road trip against the Reds (three games)
and Phillies (three games).

HIGH FIVE: The Mets have scored five or more runs in each of their last
eight wins...Have hit three home runs in a game for the eighth time this
season and in consecutive games for the first time since September 16-17,
2025...Have homered three times in four of their last 11 games dating back
to May 31 vs. Miami...Have recorded multiple home runs in the first inning
in back-to-back games for the first time in franchise history...Prior to the
Mets, the last team to hit multiple first-inning home runs in consecutive
games were the 2023 Atlanta Braves (6/30-7/1) vs. Miami...Courtesy of Elias.

BO KNOWS BALL: Last night, Bo Bichette put the Mets on the board with
a solo home run in the first inning...He has homered in the first inning in
consecutive games and has homered in consecutive games for the second
time this season (also: 5/18-19)...He hit his third career grand slam in the
second (last: 6/22/22 at Chicago-AL w/Toronto)...It marked the second
time this season with multiple home runs (last: 5/19 at Washington)...In
each of his multi-homer games this season, Bichette homered in both the
first and second innings...He is the first Met ever to homer in each of the
first two innings of a game on multiple occasions...Courtesy of Elias...Six of
his eight home runs this season have come since May 18...Has a .533 SLG
and a .850 OPS during that span...He drove in his sixth run of the night
with a sacrifice fly in the fourth, matching his career high (also: 8/4/25 at
Colorado w/Toronto).

THE HUSASCAR GOES TO: Huascar Brazoban retired all five batters he
faced, four via strikeout last night...His four strikeouts on the night were
his most in an outing since May 21, 2025 at Boston...As a relief pitcher, has
pitched to a 1.30 ERA (4 ER/27.2 IP) across 23 appearances...He ranks sixth
in the NL in relief pitcher ERA (min.

PREVIOUSLY: His last appearance came on June 7 at San Diego (4.0 IP, 4 H, 2 ER, BB, 3 K, HR)...He earned his first win of the season after
firing 4.0 innings and allowing two earned runs while striking out three...This season, Manaea is 1-1 with a 5.02 ERA (24 ER/43.0 IP) and has
45 strikeouts over 14 appearances (all in relief)....Over his last six appearances dating back to May 10, he has pitched to a 3.05 ERA (7
ER/20.2 IP) with 21 strikeouts...He has held opponents to a .216 (16-74) average while posting a 9.15 K/P over that span...Comparatively, he
pitched to a 6.85 ERA (17 ER/22.1 IP) and batters were hitting .312 (29-93) off him during his first eight appearances of the season.

RELIEVER RANKS: Has thrown 43.0 innings in relief this season, which is tied for the second-most among all Major League relievers and is
tied for the most among NL relievers....His 45 strikeouts this season are the third-most among NL relief pitchers...In 47 career games in relief,
Manaea is 6-5 with a 4.32 ERA (64 ER/133.1 IP) with 43 walks and 148 strikeouts.

HOW SWEEP IT IS: This season, he has thrown his sweeper 31.4% of the time...He is one of 23 qualified pitchers who have thrown their
sweeper at least 30.0% of the time...He has generated a 30.3% whiff rate on his sweeper which is the 15th-best mark in the majors for pitchers
who have thrown the pitch at least 200 times this season...18 of his 45 strikeouts this season have come via the sweeper.

CAREER: Over the course of 11 Major League Seasons with the Athletics, Padres, Giants, and Mets he has a 80-67 record, a 4.12 ERA (589
ER/1288.0 IP), and 1229 strikeouts in 257 games and 210 starts...His 1229 career strikeouts are the ninth-most among active left-handers...He
resigned with the Mets this offseason on a three-year contract in December 2024....The Valparaiso, Indiana native was originally drafted in the
first round by the Kansas City Royals in 2013 out of Indiana State University.
