THE END OF THE ROAD: The Detroit Tigers and Houston Astros this afternoon play the rubber

match of their three-game series in Houston after the Tigers picked up a 9-3 win on Monday and

the Astros countered with a 4-2 win last night ... today marks just the seventh rubber match of the
season for the Tigers but their third in their last four series ... the Tigers are 4-2 in their first six

rubber matches of 2026.

e Detroit's 3.24 team ERA (41 ER/114.0 IP) in June is the best mark in all of baseball this calendar
month ... at 8-5, the Tigers own the second-best record in June in the American League and
the sixth-best record this month in the majors.

e After today's finale, the Tigers will take tomorrow off and then on Friday begin a season-long
10-day, 10-game, three-team homestand against the Chicago White Sox (Friday-Sunday), the
New York Yankees (June 22-24) and these same Houston Astros (June 25-28).

A SENSATIONAL 70: Kevin McGonigle has played 70 games in his big league career as he leads all
major league rookies with 74 hits, 15 doubles (tied), 46 runs, a .282 batting average and a .392 on-
base percentage ... he has 45 walks compared to only 41 strikeouts, the only big leaguer, rookie or
non-rookie, with more walks than strikeouts (minimum 42 walks) this season.

e McGonigle joins Juan Soto (2018), Logan Morrison (2010), Kosuke Fukudome (2008), Kevin
Seitzer (1986-87), Alvin Davis (1984) and Dick Howser (1961) as the seven players in the
expansion era with 74 H/45 BB in their first 70 major league games ... thanks to Elias.

e McGonigle is the second player in Tigers history with 74 hits and 45 walks in his first 70 big
league games, joining Lu Blue 105 years ago in 1921 ... the last Tiger with 74 hits in his first
70 big league games: Rlley Greene (74) in 2022 ... only six Tigers, including McGonigle, have
74 hits in their first 70 games in the past 50 years since 1976, and only 23 have ever done so.

YES! MORE MR. MIZE GUY: Casey Mize returns today from his second stint of the season on the
injured list to make his first start since May 27 vs. the Angels ... he has a 2-3 record despite a 2.27
ERA (12 ER/47.2 IP) in his nine starts this season ... he has allowed two runs or less in all but one of
his starts this season, including six starts with one run or less ... in his last seven starts, he has a 1.45
ERA (6 ER/37.1 IP) while striking out 36 batters and walking only seven hitters.

e Mize ranks second in the A.L. with a 2.27 ERA among pitchers with at least nine starts this
year ... he is one of 21 pitchers in baseball to have made at least nine starts this year with a
sub-2.80 ERA and joins the Angels' Walbert Urefia as the lone two pitchers to have a sub-.500
record ... Mize's 3.00 run support average is the lowest of those 21 aforementioned hurlers.

GO GREENE: Riley Greene is batting .324 (68-for-210) with 12 doubles, eight homers, 27 RBI, a .412
on-base, a .495 slugging and a.907 OPS in his last 59 games over the past two-plus months starting
April 11 ... he leads the A.L. in batting average and is second in on-base percentage in this span ...
Greene ranks sixth in All-Star fan voting, which would advance him to the second round.

JUNE SLUG: The Tigers offense leads the majors with a .526 slugging percentage and ranks second
inthe A.L. with an .857 OPS in June ... the Tigers also rank second in the A.L. with an average of 5.85
runs scored per game this calendar month.

e With 30 home runs in 13 games in June, the Tigers have already blasted their way past their
18 homers in 28 games in May and are two shy of their 32 homers in 27 games in April... the
Tigers have scored 76 runs in 13 games this month, only five runs short of their 28-game total
of 81 runs scored in May.

CLOSING IN: A.J. Hinch picked up career win number 994 Monday night, tying Al Dark for 70th-
place on the all-time managerial win list ... up next are Terry Collins and Bill Virdon in a tie for 68th
place with 995 career wins as a major league manager.

START ME UP: Tigers starting pitchers have allowed four runs or less in 21-straight starts beginning
May 24, the longest active streak in the A.L. and second-longest active streak in the majors behind
only the Reds (25) ... it's Detroit's longest such streak since May 16-June 13, 2025 (27 games).

IT'S BEEN A GRIND: Through their first 26 games, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on April 24

with a share of first place in the A.L. Central ... in their 47 games since, the Tigers have gone 16-31

to drop their record to 30-43 and fourth place in the division ... Detroit's 16-31 (.340) record in the

last seven+ weeks starting April 24 is the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.

e  Despite going 8-5 to start the month of June, the Tigers have lost 18 of their last 28 games, 21
of their last 32 games and 26 of their last 38 games starting May 4.

AND FINALLY: Only three Tigers in franchise history have 74 or more hits in their first 70 major

league games at 21-years-old or younger: Kevin McGonigle (74 hits in 2026), Riley Greene (74 hits

in 2022/made his major league debut four years ago tomorrow) and Ty Cobb (75 hits in 1905-06).

e McGonigle joins Juan Soto (74 H, 50 BB in 2018) and Ted Williams (82 H, 47 BB in 1939) as the
only three players in major league history 21-years-old or younger with at least 74 hits and 45
walks in their first 70 big league games.

« At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut
in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut on
Opening Day April 14, 1914...thanks to Elias.
