JUNE SLUG: Colt Keith had a career night with three homers and six RBI while Kevin McGonigle
and Spencer Torkelson smoked home runs of their own as the Detroit Tigers earned a 9-3 win in
the series opener of their three-game series at the Houston Astros, the second and final stop of a
two-city, five-game road trip that started in Cleveland (0-2) ...after tomorrow's finale, the Tigers on
Friday begin a season-long 10-day, 10-game, three-team homestand against the Chicago White Sox
(Friday-Sunday), the New York Yankees (June 22-24) and these same Houston Astros (June 25-28).
e The Tigers offense leads the majors with a .549 slugging percentage and the A.L. with an .884
OPS in June, 12 points higher than the next closest A.L. club (the Athletics, .872 OPS) ... the
Tigers also lead the A.L. with an average of 6.17 runs scored per game this calendar month.
e With 30 home runs in 12 games in June, their first-ever 12-game stretch with 30 homers in
club history, the Tigers have already blasted their way past their 28-game total of 18 homers in
May and are two shy of their 32 homers in 27 games in April... the Tigers have scored 74 runs
in 12 games this month, only seven runs short of their 28-game total of 81 runs scored in May.
e At 8-4, the Tigers own the best record in June in the American League and the third-best
record this month in the majors ... Detroit's 3.40 team ERA this month leads the A.L. and is
second lowest in all of baseball behind only the Miami Marlins (2.90 team ERA in June).

COLT .33: 24-year-old Colt Keith last night became only the second player in club history to record
a three-homer game before turning 25 years old, joining Mr. Tiger Al Kaline who did so on April 17,
1955 vs. the Kansas City Athletics at the age of 20 ... only two other Tigers turned this trick at the
age of 25: Steve Boros (August 6, 1962 at Cleveland) and Carlos Pena (May 19, 2003 at Cleveland).

HOUSTON, HELLO: Framber Valdez tonight makes his return to Daikin Park after signing a three-

year free-agent contract with the Tigers back in February ... Valdez joined Detroit after spending

all or part of the last eight seasons with Houston (2018-25), where he earned a pair of A.L. All-Star

nods (2022-23) and was a 2022 World Champion.

e In the past five seasons starting in 2022, Valdez leads all left-handed pitchers with 845.1
innings (121.2 more than his next closest foe), 90 quality starts (20 more than his next closest
foe), 811 strikeouts (74 more) and 60 wins (four more).

WHAT ARE WE DOING PEOPLE?: Kevin McGonigle (3.8 bWAR) and Bobby Witt Jr (4.0 bWAR) are

the only two shortstops on the American League All-Star ballot with a bWAR greater than 2.1,

making them the clear-cut favorites for the A.L. All-Star team this season ... Witt Jr. is second in all

of baseball in bWAR while McGonigle is just behind at fourth-best in the majors.

e Despite the aforementioned data, McGonigle ranked third in MLB's recent All-Star fan ballot
update behind Bobby Witt Jr (OK fine) and Toronto's Andres Gimenez and his eye-popping
0.3 bWAR, which makes him tied for the 233rd-best position player in baseball ... not a typo.

IT'S TIME TO VOTE: Dillon Dingler is ninth in all of baseball with a 3.2 fWAR this year ... he has the

sixth-best fWAR among all big league position players and leads all major league catchers ... the

next closest catcher on the A.L. All-Star ballot is the Athletics' Shea Langeliers, who plays on the
moon and is light years behind Dillon at a 2.4 fWAR.

. Dingler leads A.L. catchers with 50 RBI and ranks second in the A.L. with 16 homers, a .533
slugging percentage and an .868 OPS ... no other catcher in the A.L. is close to the top two ...
metrics show that Dingler has received 128.17 called strikes looking above expected called
strikes, by far the best number in the majors (next closest Austin Wells, 91.80).

e Despite the aforementioned data, Dingler ranked fourth in MLB's recent All-Star fan ballot
update behind Shea Langeliers (OK maybe), Toronto's Alejandro Kirk, who has literally played
a grand total of seven games this season, and Baltimore's Adley Rutschman, who is in an
actual 50-50 timeshare at the position with his 21-year-old teammate.

GREENE WITH ENVY: Riley Greene is now batting .320 (66-for-206) with 12 doubles, eight homers,
27 RBI, a .411 on-base, a .495 slugging and a .906 OPS in his last 58 games over the past two-plus
months starting April 11 ... he is third in the A.L. in batting average and on-base percentage in this
span ... Greene ranks sixth in All-Star fan voting, which would advance him to the second round.

IT'S BEEN A GRIND: Through their first 26 games, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on April 24

with a share of first place in the A.L. Central ... in their 46 games since, the Tigers have gone 16-30

to drop their record to 30-42 and fourth place in the division ... Detroit's 16-30 (.348) record in the

last seven+ weeks starting April 24 is the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.

e Despite going 8-4 to start the month of June, the Tigers have lost 17 of their last 27 games, 20
of their last 31 games and 25 of their last 37 games starting May 4.

AND FINALLY: The Tigers last night became the first team in major league history to hit five homers
and strikeout 18 times in a nine-inning game ... this feat has happened six times previously in extra-
inning affairs, including just last Monday, June 8 by the Athletics in their 15-14, 12-inning loss to the
Milwaukee Brewers on Mars errrr in Las Vegas.

« First Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited
with an eighth-inning game-winning RBI on Sept. 7, 2002, in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

« Became the first Tiger ever with two doubles in his major league debut on Opening Day and the second in the history of the franchise with two doubles in
his major league debut on any day, joining Hank Riebe on Aug. 26, 1942.

« McGonigle is the second player in franchise history to collect four hits in his major league debut, joining Billy Bean (April 25, 1987).

« At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut
in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut on
Opening Day April 14, 1914...thanks to Elias.

« Named to the Opening Day roster at 21 years old, marking the youngest Tigers player to do so since Omar Infante in 2003.
