Milwaukee posted the best record in baseball for only the second time in franchise history (also 1982) and set a franchise 
record for regular-season wins.....the Brewers defeated the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series 
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

PRONUNCIATIONS

LHP Aaron Ashby, 27, went 5-2 with a 2.16 ERA and 3 saves in 43 games (1 start) with Milwaukee last season.....he 
began the season on the 15-day injured list with a right oblique strain and was reinstated on May 23.....Ashby held 
opponents to a .227 AVG with 76 strikeouts in 66.2 innings.....he appeared in 7 postseason games, including starts 
in Game 2 of the NLDS vs. Chicago and Game 1 and Game 3 of the NLCS vs. Los Angeles.

LHP DL Hall, 27, went 1-0 with a 3.49 ERA in 20 games (3 starts) with Milwaukee last season.....he held opponents 
to a .174 AVG.....the team won each of his starts as he posted a 1.00 ERA (9ip, 3h, 1r, 1er, 5bb, 9k).....Hall began last 
season on the 60-day injured list with a left lat strain and was reinstated on May 26.....he was on the 15-day injured 
list from 8/16-9/27 with a right oblique strain.

LHP Tate Kuehner, 25, is a non-roster invitee.....he went 7-6 with a 2.77 ERA in 23 starts last season between 
Double-A Biloxi (21gs) and Triple-A Nashville (2gs).....Kuehner was selected by Milwaukee in the seventh round of 
the 2023 First-Year Player Draft out of the University of Louisville.

RHP Craig Yoho, 26, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville and went 6-1 with a 0.94 ERA and 8 saves in 
43 relief appearances.....the International League All-Star held opponents to a .157 AVG with 60 strikeouts in 47.2 
innings.....he also had four stints with Milwaukee last season (4/21-5/2, 7/2, 7/28 and 9/1-9/7) and made 8 relief 
appearances as he made his Major League debut.

RHP Grant Anderson, 28, went 2-6 with a 3.23 ERA in a career-high 66 relief appearances during his first season 
with Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .223 AVG with 74 strikeouts in 69.2 innings.....Anderson was acquired from 
Texas on 1/2/25 in exchange for LHP Mason Molina.

RHP Jacob Waguespack, 32, is a non-roster invitee.....he went 2-0 with a 2.45 ERA in 25 relief appearances between 
Triple-A Durham (Rays) and Triple-A Lehigh Valley (Phillies) last season.....he has pitched in the Major Leagues with 
Toronto (2019-20) and Tampa Bay (2024), going 5-5 with a 5.11 ERA in 31 games (14 starts).
