LAST TIME OUT: He suffered his first loss of the season after tossing 3.2 innings in Atlanta on June 18...He allowed four hits, four runs (three
earned), and two walks while striking out two...He has allowed three or fewer earned runs in five of his seven starts since joining the Mets last
season.

BACK AND FORTH: He has made four appearances this season and has made two starts...Overall, he has a 6.92 ERA (10 ER/13.0 IP)
allowing 18 hits and striking out eight...In his two starts this season he has posted a 3.12 ERA (3 ER/8.2 IP) with five strikeouts and is holding
opposing batters to a .219 (7-32) batting average...In comparison as a reliever, he has allowed seven earned runs over 4.1 innings and
opponents are hitting .478 (11-23) off him.
