SATURDAY IN THE PARK: The Detroit Tigers today play the second game of their three-game set at
the Cleveland Guardians after enduring a 3-2 setback last night to begin their two-city, six-game
trek that concludes with three games at Houston starting Monday ... these six road games represent
the lone outliers of a 22-game stretch from June 5-28 that features 16 games at Comerica Park.

e Despite last night's loss, the Tigers have won seven of their first 10 games in June after
dropping 21 of their final 25 games in May ... Detroit's seven wins this month have already
surpassed the six wins they recorded in 28 games in all of May.

e The Tigers have dropped their first five games of a season vs. Cleveland for the first time since
2016 (0-11) ... the Tigers have lost 10 of their last 11 regular season contests vs. the Guardians
dating to last September, with a Best-of-Three Wild Card Series victory sandwiched in.

GUESS WHO'S BACK?: Two-time defending A.L. Cy Young Award winner Tarik Skubal returns to the

mound today 45 days since his last outing on April 29 in Atlanta and 38 days since undergoing a left

elbow arthroscopy to remove one loose body ... he pitched a pair of "Live BP's" on May 26 and June

1 and made one rehab start for Single-A West Michigan on June 7 as part of his return.

e While Skubal has gone 20-2 with a 2.15 ERA (52 ER/218.0 IP) in 34 starts at home since the
start of the 2024 season, he has also turned in a solid 2.54 ERA (58/205.2 IP) and 0.96 WHIP in
35 starts on the road in this span, the third-lowest road ERA and third-lowest road WHIP in all
of baseball (minimum 30 starts) ... yet Skubal is only 14-10 despite 24 quality starts, the most
in the majors, in those 35 starts on the road these past three seasons.

RIGHTY TIGHTY LEFTY LOOSY: The Tigers are 7-14 (.333) vs. left-handed pitching this year, tied for

the fifth-lowest winning percentage vs. southpaw starters in the majors this season ... last year,

the Tigers went 25-17 (.595) vs. left-handed starters, the fourth-best win percentage in baseball.

e Last season, Tigers right-handed hitters led the majors with a team .280 batting average and
an .835 OPS vs. left-handed pitching ... this year, Tigers right-handed hitters have a .206 batting
average, third-to-last in baseball, and a .701 OPS, ninth-to-last in baseball, vs. lefties.

WHEN LEFT IS RIGHT: Riley Greene ranks second among A.L. left-handed hitters with a .419 on-
base percentage against left-handed pitching, trailing only Boston's Wilyer Abreu (.430) for the best
such mark in the league ... Greene's .275 batting average vs. left-handed pitching ranks seventh in
the A.L. among left-handed hitters while his .853 OPS ranks fifth in the A.L.

e  Last year, Greene batted .218 (39-for-179) with a .290 on-base percentage and a .620 OPS
vs. left-handed pitching ... entering today, year-over-year, Greene has experienced a 57-point
improvement in batting average, a 129-point improvement in on-base percentage and a
233-point improvement in OPS vs. southpaws.

IT'S KEVIN AND BOBBY: Kevin McGonigle (3.5 bWAR) and Bobby Witt Jr (3.6 bWAR) are the only
two shortstops on the American League All-Star ballot with a bWAR greater than 2.0, making them
the clear-cut favorites for the A.L. All-Star team this season ... Witt Jr. is tied for third in all of
baseball in bWAR while McGonigle is closely behind at fifth-best in the majors.

CATCHER RISING STAR: Dillon Dingler is tied for 11th in baseball with a 2.9 fWAR this year ... he is
tied for the seventh-best fWAR among all big league position players and leads all major league
catchers ... the next closest catcher on the A.L. All-Star ballot is Shea Langeliers, who plays on the
moon, and is just as far behind Dillon at a 2.4 fWAR.

JUNE SLUG: The Tigers offense leads the majors with a .551 slugging percentage and the A.L. with a
.883 OPS in June, 60 points higher than the next closest A.L. club (Athletics, .823 OPS) ... the Tigers
also lead the A.L. with 64 runs scored this calendar month.

e With 25 home runs in 10 games in June, the Tigers have already blasted their way past their
28-game total of 18 homers in May ... the Tigers have scored 64 runs in 10 games this month,
only 17 runs short of their 28-game total of 81 runs scored in May.

e Detroit's 25 home runs in a 10-game stretch is one shy of the franchise record of 26 done just
one time in 1997 ... this marks only the seventh time the Tigers have hit at least 25 homers in
a 10-game stretch, the first time in 20 years since the 2006 campaign.

IT'S BEEN A GRIND: Through their first 26 games, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on April 24

with a share of first place in the A.L. Central ... in their 44 games since, the Tigers have gone 15-29

to drop their record to 29-41 and fourth place in the division ... Detroit's 15-29 (.341) record in the

last seven weeks starting April 24 is the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.

e Despite going 7-3 to start the month of June, the Tigers have still lost 16 of their last 25 games,
19 of their last 29 games and 24 of their last 35 games starting May 4.

AND FINALLY: This afternoon marks Tarik Skubal's 13th regular season start vs. Cleveland, trailing
only Brady Singer (15 starts) for the most starts vs. the Guardians starting in 2020 ... Skubal has
posted a 2.33 ERA vs. Cleveland, second-lowest among all pitchers with at least 10 starts beginning
in 2020, trailing only Jack Flaherty and his 2.24 ERA in 10 starts vs. Cleveland in this time frame.

« Activated off the injured list today and is set to make his first start since April 29 against Atlanta...has gone 6.0+ innings in all but one of his outings this
year entering tonight's game.

« Placed on the 15-day injured list on May 4 with loose bodies in his elbow and underwent surgery two days later...just over one month later, made a rehab
start with West Michigan, striking out six batters over 5.0 innings.

« Made his 2026 home debut on April 12 against Miami after his first three starts of the season came on the road...earned his second win of the year,
going 6.2 one-run, two-hit innings, allowing two walks while striking out seven...last year, he went 9-1 with a 2.13 ERA (24 ER/101.1 IP) in 16 starts at
Comerica Park, the lowest home ERA in the A.L. and the fourth-lowest home mark in the majors.

« Suffered losses in back-to-back starts (April 1 at ARI, April 7 at MIN) for the first time since his first two starts of the 2025 season at Los Angeles (NL)
and Seattle.

« Earned his first win of the season on Opening Day against San Diego, allowing no earned runs over 6.0 innings.

. The 29-year-old became Detroit’s first starter to open the season in three consecutive years since his current rotation-[?mate Justin Verlander made
seven consecutive Opening Day starts for the Tigers from 2008-2014...with the start, the Tigers have deployed a left-hander on Opening Day in seven
consecutive seasons, marking the longest active stretch across the Majors.

« Posted a career-best 2.21 ERA (48ER/195.11P) and 241 strikeouts last season...led the AL in ERA (second overall behind Paul Skenes), and second
amongst all pitchers in strikeouts (Garret Crochet led with 251 K).

« Won the American League Cy Young Award for a second consecutive season, receiving 26 out of 30 first place votes (four for Garrett Crochet)...
became the first repeat AL Cy Young winner since Pedro Martinez in 1999 and 2000...joins Denny McLain as the only Tigers to win multiple Cy Youngs
with Detroit...while he did not receive the Triple Crown title, his 6.5 bWAR was a career best that topped Crochet (6.3) and Hunter Brown (6.1). His 7.3
strikeout-to-walk ratio outpaced Crochet’s at 5.54, and Skubal's 187 ERA+ was the best by an AL pitcher since Justin Verlander in 2022.

« The back-to-back reigning AL Cy Young winner, who became the 12th pitcher in MLB history to win consecutive Cy Young Awards, will become the
ninth pitcher to start on Opening Day following consecutive award-winning seasons, joining Hall of Famer Jim Palmer (1976-77); Hall of Famer Greg
Maddux (1993-96); Roger Clemens (1998-99); Hall of Famer Randy Johnson (2000-03); Hall of Famer Pedro Martinez (2000-01); Tim Lincecum (2009-
10); Clayton Kershaw (2014-15); and Jacob deGrom (2019-20).

« Set an MLB Postseason record with seven consecutive strikeouts on Oct. 10, 2025, against the Seattle Mariners...oecame MLB leader in single-
postseason strikeouts per nine innings pitched, posting 15.677K/20.2 IP.

« Threw 4.0 scoreless innings on May 15 against Toronto, allowing just one hit while striking out one...was called upon for long relief after the original
Tigers bulk pitcher left the game early with an injury.

« Earned his first win of the season and second of his major league career on April 30 against Atlanta, tossing 2.0 scoreless frames...allowed one hit and
one walk while striking out two, keeping Detroit within a run before they took the lead late.

« Earned his first career major league save with 3.1 scoreless innings, allowing two walks while striking out two in a victory over the Marlins on April 11.

« Signed with Detroit on a one-year major league contract with a club option for the 2027 season on Dec. 16, 2025.

« Spent each of the previous two seasons with the SSG Langers of the KBO League...went 12-7 with a 2.25 ERA (43 ER/171.2 IP) in 30 starts for SSG
last season, recording 245 strikeouts in his 171.2 innings pitched, an average of 12.8 strikeouts per nine innings.

« In his two seasons with SSG, went 23-10 with a 2.91 ERA (93 ER/287.1 IP) in 54 appearances (53 starts)...released by Detroit after nine appearances
with Triple-A Toledo in 2024 prior to signing with the Langers.

Reached base safely in each of Detroit's first 16 games this year, the first Tiger to reach base safely in the first 16 club games since Brandon Inge
reached safely in the first 24 games in 2009.

Landed on the injured list on Sept. 19 with right rib cage inflammation, causing him to miss the Wild Card series...activated for the Division Series on
Oct. 4.

Played 51 games in the leadoff spot last year, batting .254/.317/.426 with 50 hits and 20 RBI.

Had a career-high 11-game hitting streak from May 23-June 6, 2025, batting .326 (14-for-43) with five doubles, a triple and five RBI...had an .844 OPS
over the streak.

Has played 60 games in his big league career as he leads all major league rookies with 65 hits, 13 doubles, a .288 batting average and a .393 on-base
percentage...he has 36 walks compared to only 35 strikeouts, one of only three big leaguers, rookie or non-rookie, with more walks than strikeouts
(minimum 36 walks) this season.

Since the year 1990, McGonigle is one of only four players with at least 53 hits and 31 walks in his first 50 major league games, joining Juan Soto
(Nationals, 2018), Logan Morrison (Marlins, 2010) and Kosuke Fukudome (Cubs, 2008)...he is the first in Tigers history to accomplish the feat.

Only three Tigers in the history of the franchise have 53 or more hits in their first 50 major league games at 21-years-old or younger: Kevin McGonigle
(53 hits in 2026), Travis Fryman (60 hits in 1990) and Lou Whitaker (53 hits in 1977-78).

Named the American League Rookie of the Month for March/April on May 4, becoming the seventh-ever Tiger to win the award and first since Colt Keith
in July of 2024...is the second Tiger to ever win it in the first month of the season, joining Austin Jackson who did so in April of 2010.

Reached base safely in 27 consecutive starts spanning exactly one month, from March 30-April 30...he is the first Tigers rookie to do so since outfielder
Dick Wakefield reached in 29 straight starts back in 1943 (thanks to Elias)...the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to reach base safely in 27-or-
more starts in a row was Al Kaline, who reached in 34-straight starts nearly 70 years ago from July 26-Aug. 28, 1956.

Is the first 21-year-old or younger Tiger with nine doubles in any calendar month in 110 years when 21-year-old Harry Heilmann also had nine doubles in
April 1916.

Just the fifth player in major league history with 30 or more hits, 10 or more doubles and less than 15 strikeouts in his first 25 big league games at 21-
years-old or younger, and the first such player in 90 years when Cleveland's Roy Weatherly and New York's Joe DiMaggio each did so at 21-years-old
in 1936.

Clubbed his first major league home run on Sunday, April 12, against Sandy Alcantara and the Miami Marlins.

Became the first player in Tigers franchise history to notch a multi-RBI game in each of his first two major league games when he laced his tiebreaking,
game-winning two-run eighth-inning single into right field in game two for Detroit.

First Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited
with an eighth-inning game-winning RBI on Sept. 7, 2002, in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

Ripped the first pitch he ever saw in the big leagues into right field for a two-run double, instantly becoming only the sixth Tiger since the RBI became a
stat in 1920 to record two RBI in his major league debut, the first since Isaac Paredes on Aug. 17, 2020...is the second of the six to accomplish this feat
on Opening Day, joining Paredes, JaCoby Jones (Aug. 30, 2016), Rob Richie (Aug. 19, 1989), Jake Wood (Opening Day April 11, 1961), Hank Riebe
(Aug. 26, 1942) and Sammy Hale (April 20, 1920) in turning this trick.

Became the first Tiger ever with two doubles in his major league debut on Opening Day and the second in the history of the franchise with two doubles
in his major league debut on any day, joining Hank Riebe on Aug. 26, 1942.

McGonigle is the second player in franchise history to collect four hits in his major league debut, joining Billy Bean (April 25, 1987).

At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut
in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut on
Opening Day April 14, 1914...thanks to Elias.

Named to the Opening Day roster at 21 years old, marking the youngest Tigers player to do so since Omar Infante in 2003.

Placed on the 10-day injured list on April 17 (retro April 16) with left hip/abdominal inflammation...sent on a rehab assignment with Triple-A Toledo on
May 2 and activated by Detroit on May 5.

Had a career year with the Tigers last season, playing in 144 games, batting .259/.333/.438 with 23 doubles, 11 triples, 12 home runs and 49 RBI.
Earned his first career Silver Slugger Award in 2025, becoming the first Tiger in franchise history to win the award as a utility player.

Named an All-Star reserve on July 9 for the first time in his career...became the fifth Tigers player to be on the 2025 All-Star team.

Led the Tigers in triples and tied for fourth-best in all of major league baseball in 2025...notched his 11th triple of the season on Sept. 1, good for the
most triples in a single-season by a Tigers left-handed hitter since Curtis Granderson had 13 triples in 2008.

Became just the seventh Tigers player in franchise history with at least nine triples, 11 home runs, and 19 stolen bases in a single season last year, and
the first since Curtis Granderson in 2007.

Clubbed his 11th homer and laced his 10th triple, falling a double short of the cycle on Aug. 22, 2025...with 19 stolen bases, he is only the second Tigers
player in the last 40 years to reach all three marks in an entire season, joining Curtis Granderson in 2007 (23 3B, 23 HR, 26 SB).
