
THE WORD ON THE BIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals welcome the Cin-
cinnati Reds to Busch Stadium for the first time this season, completing 
the first cycle of National League Central divisional games.  This week-
end completes the Cardinals longest homestand before the All-Star 
Break, playing nine games over 10 days.  The Cardinals and Reds split a 
doubleheader in Cincinnati on May 23 between two rainouts.

FLIGHT PATTERN: St. Louis enters today in 3rd place in the National 
League Central, 5.0 games behind first place Milwaukee and one-half 
game behind Pittsburgh.  The Cardinals made up a game and a half 
since their win on Wednesday.

CONNECT FOUR: Tonight the Cardinals will don their City Connect uni-
forms as they do for every Friday home game.  The Cardinals are 4-1 
when wearing the city connect uniforms this season with their only loss 
to Seattle (4/24).  MLB Network anchor, Lauren Shehadi was showcas-
ing the "The Lou" during MLB Central this morning.

NOOTBAAR ACTIVATED; FERNANDEZ to I.L.: The Cardinals made a 
series of transactions activating OF Lars Nootbaar (heel surgery) from 
the 60-day Injured List; placed RHP Ryan Fernandez on the 15-day 
Injured List (low back pain) retroactive to June 2; optioned INF Thom-
as Saggese to Memphis (AAA) and recalled RHP Matt Svanson from 
Memphis.  Nootbaar played in 12 injury rehabilitation games at three 
different minor league affiliates batting .257 (9-35) with 3 HR, 8 RBI, 9 
walks and a .962 OPS.

ROOKIE RACE: Tonight's matchup boasts two of the top candidates 
for National League Rookie of the Year in Cardinals INF JJ Wetherholt 
and Reds INF Sal Stewart.  The two rank in the Top 2 among National 
League rookies in runs (JJ 40 - Sal 34), home runs (JJ 9 - Sal 12) and 
walks (JJ 29 - Sal 33).

SINGER'S SWINGERS: Several Cardinals have had success against 
Reds starting pitcher Brady Singer: OF Lars Nootbaar (3-10, double, 
triple, 1.017 OPS), 1B Alec Burleson (3-7, 2 doubles, home run, 1.518 
OPS), and SS Masyn Winn (2-5, double, home run, 1.700 OPS).

SCHOOL COLORS: Several Cardinals players and staff are alumni of the 
NCAA Division 1 Baseball Super Regional participants that begin play  
today: LHP Justin Bruihl (Cal-Poly), C Jimmy Crooks (Oklahoma), INF

(USC).  Head Athletic Trainer Adam Olsen (Auburn).  Director of Team 
Travel Ernie Moore (Little Rock). Television play-by-play announcer 
Chip Caray (Georgia) and Assistant GM Randy Flores (USC).

THE SCOOP ON COOP': Cardinals 2022 first round draft pick (22nd overall) LHP Cooper Hjerpe saw his first action in a pro-
fessional game since July 2, 2024 (703 days), recovering from Tommy John surgery, this afternoon for the Florida Complex 
League Cardinals against the FCL Nationals in West Palm Beach.  The southpaw sidewinder tossed a scoreless inning facing 
the minimum with a strikeout over 11 pitches.

THIS DATE IN CARDINALS HISTORY (June 5, 2011): Albert Pujols hits the second of two extra inning walk-off home runs 
on consecutive days against the Chicago Cubs.  On Saturday, he homered off Jeff Samardzija in the 12th inning for a 5-4 
Cardinals win.  For the Sunday encore, Pujols lit up Rodrigo Lopez for the heroic shot in the 10th inning for a 3-2 win to 
cap off a three-game sweep.  Pujols hit 12 walk-off home runs in his Major League career (2001-22), 10 as a member of the 
Cardinals and 2 with the Angels, but those were the only two walk-off home runs he hit against the Cubs.

(Sept. 28, 2021 at Guaranteed Rate Field).

Bryan Torres made his MLB debut at Cincinnati 
on  May 23, 2026 (G1) ...singled off Chris Paddack 
for his first MLB hit and homered off Jose Franco.

Julio Rangel served as Bullpen Coach for the 
Reds in 2019. 

Cardinals.TV broadcaster Mark Sweeney played

Cardinals Principal Owner and Chief Executive Of-
fice William DeWitt Jr. was a prior owner of the 
Reds and shareholder of the Cincinnati Bengals…
his father, William O. DeWitt, was a sole owner 
of the Reds from 1961-67.

Reds CEO Robert Castellini, Chairman W. Joseph 
Williams Jr. and Vice Chairman Thomas Williams 
were Cardinals investors from 1995-2006...inter-
ests were sold as a condition of their acquisition of 
a controlling ownership stake of the Reds.

Tonight marks his 12th start of the season (13th career) and 110th career Major League appearance.
Celebrated his 29th birthday during yesterday's off-day.
Is making his 2nd start of the season vs. the Reds after matching up with them in nightcap of 5/23 DH at Great American Ball Park.
Is 2-0 with a two no-decisions in his four starts against NL Central opponents this season to improve to 4-1 in his career against divisional 
opponents.
Currently riding a three-game win streak since April 28, while his five overall wins this season are a career high.
Has two wins and a no-decision in his last three Home starts (vs. MIL, KC & CHC) allowing just 3 runs in 15.2 IP for a 1.72 ERA.
Three of his team co-leading leading five wins this season have come on the road: April 5 at Detroit, April 17 at Houston and April 28 at Pittsburgh.
Has made four starts in nationally televised games including Easter Sunday on NBC/Peacock Sunday Night Baseball in Detroit, April 11 vs. Boston 
on FOX, May 23 -Game 2 at Cincinnati on FOX & May 29 vs. the Cubs on FOX.
Limiting right-handed batters to .216/.292/.324 slash (22-102) slash with a .616 OPS this season.
His first 97 career appearances were as a relief pitcher beginning with his Major League debut on July 7, 2023; First career start came at Chicago's 
Wrigley Field on Sept. 28, 2025.
Previously started 72-of-89 games over his first four professional seasons (2018-19, 2021-22).
Kyle's 97 career relief appearances before his 1st career Major League start (Sept. 28, 2025 at CHI) were the most by a Cardinal since Jordan 
Hicks (April 21, 2022 at Miami) who made his 1st career start after having made 114 career relief appearances.

LAST TIME OUT (Saturday, May 30 vs. Chicago Cubs): ND, L 6-1.; 4.1 IP, 6 H, 1 R, 1 ER, 0 BB, 4 SO, 0 HR - 78 pitches.

Failed to get thru the 5th inning for just the 2nd time in his 11 starts this season as he took a ND for 2nd consecutive start.

2026 HIGHLIGHTS:

EN GARDE: Ranks 2nd among all MLB pitchers with his 19 Opponent's Sword Swings (Max Meyer-MIA, 24) and his 87.2 competitive swing 
pct. ranks 4th best among MLB qualifying starters. A “sword" swing is an expression of the art of forcing a batter to take an uncomfortable, 
awkward swing.

HIGHS & LOWS: Struck out a career-high 8 batters in his 5/23 [2] start at CIN, but also allowed a career-high 5 runs - all coming in his 5th and final 
inning of work

PARK PLACE: Each of his first six road games have taken place at Parks ( Petco Park, Comerica Park, Daikin Park, loanDepot park, PNC Park, Great 
American Ball Park).

CENTRAL FOCUS: Earned wins in two of his four starts against NL Central opponents this season (April 28 at PIT & May 4 vs. MIL) to improve to 4-1 
in his career against divisional opponents.

DECISIVE STARTS: Has earned the decision in eight of his 11 starts; co-leads the team in wins (5).

STRETCHING OUT: Pitched a career-high 6.0 innings in his 5/16 start vs. KC, and has worked at least 5.0 innings in nine of his 11 starts on the year.

OH MOTHER: Blanked the Padres over his 5.0 IP on just 2 hits on May 10 (Mother's Day), and was in line for the win before the Padres Nick 
Castellanos tied the game with a 2-out, 2-strike 2-run HR to tie the game at 2-2, and then SD won it in the 10th, 3-2.

BROOM RIDE: Gained the win in the middle game of the Cardinals three-game series sweep at HOU in a 9-4 win on 4/17; Struck out a season high 6, 
but allowed 3 solo HR's.

ALL EYES ON US: Drew back-to-back starting assignments in nationally televised games on Easter Sunday on NBC/Peacock Sunday Night Baseball 
in Detroit and April 11 vs. Boston on FOX. Made the start on 5/23 [2] at Cincinnati on FOX in national telecast Memorial Day weekend.

EASTER DELIGHT: Gained his 1st win of the season on April 5, allowing 2 runs over 5.0 IP in the Cardinals 5-3 Easter win over the Tigers. He threw a 
career-high 97 pitches as he earned the winning decision as a starter for the 1st time - all while helping to prevent a series sweep by Detroit.

IT'S COLDER IN BOULDER: The Colorado native worked in game time temps of 42 degrees on Easter Sunday in Detroit, his third career MLB 
appearance in temperatures 45 degrees and below, two shy of matching Cardinals announcer Brad Thompson (5) for T-3rd among Cardinals in the 
frosty temps.

CAREER:

Graduated from Erie (Colo.) High School. Named Boulder County Player of the Year and was selected to play at the High School Futures Game at 
Coors Field.
Played college baseball at Colorado Mesa University in Grand Junction, Colo., going 22-2 with a 3.13 ERA (204.1 IP), 188 strikeouts and six 
complete games.
Allowed nine home runs to 852 total batters faced while pitching in high altitude (Grand Junction is 4,583 ft above sea level).
Posted a 13-0 record with a 1.41 ERA during his sophomore season, earning First Team All-American, First Team Academic All-American, and 
was the South Central Regional Tournament MVP.
Pitched two summers for the Waterloo Bucks of the collegiate summer Northwoods League (2016-17).
His father, Tim Leahy, played college basketball at Kansas State University and his uncle, Thomas Leahy, pitched in the Braves organization 
(1991-93) advancing to Durham (High-A).
