HERE'S THE RUB: The Detroit Tigers and Los Angeles Angels this afternoon play the rubber match
of their three-game series at Comerica Park after the Tigers evened up the set with a 4-0 shutout
win last night ... the Tigers today take aim at their first series win since May 1-3 vs. Texas, with those
last two days representing their most-recent back-to-back wins ... the Tigers have won six of their

last 10 series finales ... this is only the club's fourth rubber match in 18 series this season (2-1).

e The Tigers have lost their last six series and eight of their last nine series dating to April 24
after going 5-2-1 in their first eight series to begin the season ... the Tigers last lost six series in
a row within the same season from April 15-May 6, 2021 (0-6) ... the Tigers have not lost seven
or more series in a row since August 13-September 12, 2019 (0-9).

e Through their first 26 games, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on April 24 with a share of
first place in the A.L. Central ... in their last 30 games since then, the Tigers have gone 8-22 to
drop their record to 22-34 and alone in last place in the A.L. Central ... Detroit's 8-22 (.267)
record starting April 24 is the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.

e Even with last night's win, the Tigers have still dropped nine of their last 11 games, 12 of their
last 15 games and 17 of their last 21 games starting May 4.

e After today's finale vs. the Angels, the Tigers head right back out on the road for a two-city,
six-game trip to the Chicago White Sox (Friday-Sunday) and Tampa Bay Rays (June 1-3).

A LITTLE SOMETHING EXTRA: Spencer Torkelson last night went 3-for-4 with a homer and two
doubles to surpass 200 career extra-base hits ... according to stathead, Torkelson is only the 19th
Tiger in franchise history to reach 200 career extra base hits by or during his Age 26 season ...
Torkelson is only the third Tiger Age 26-or-younger to accomplish this feat in the last 30 years,
joining 25-year-old teammate Riley Greene, who reached the milestone earlier this season, and
Nick Castellanos, who reached this milestone back in 2017 when he was 25 years old.

HOME GROAN: The Tigers take a 4-11 (.267) home record this month into their final home game

in May ... the Tigers have posted a lower than .267 winning percentage in only three calendars

months the last 10 years in which they have played at least 15 home games: June of 2019 (3-12,

.200), May of 2019 (3-13, .188) and September of 2017 (3-15, .167) ... the Tigers began this season

by winning 12 of their first 15 home games before going 2-10 in their last 12 home games.

e  The Tigers yesterday snapped their seven-game home losing streak, which was their longest
home skid since a pair of seven-gamers last season.

e The Tigers have averaged 3.07 runs per game at home this month ... only three calendar
months at home in the last 10 years have been lower with at least 15 games played: May of
2019 (3.00), May of 2022 (2.94) and June of 2019 (2.93).

e The Tigers have not recorded a save at home this month ... only once in the last 10 years have
the Tigers played at least 15 games at home in a calendar month without recording a save:
September of 2017 (18 games).

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle, who reached base safely seven times the last two
nights, has a 3.1 bWAR through his first 54 major league games, the fifth-best mark in all of baseball
this season, trailing only Andy Pages (3.7), Bobby Witt Jr (3.4), Cody Bellinger (3.3) and Jordan
Walker (3.2) ... no one else in the majors is above a 2.7 bWAR ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

IT'S NOT EASY BEING GREENE: Riley Greene is now batting .342 (50-for-146) with 11 doubles, four
homers, 19 RBI, a .439 on-base, a .500 slugging and a .939 OPS in his last 42 games over the past
six+ weeks starting April 11 ... he ranks second in the majors in on-base percentage, is third in
batting average and is 13th in OPS in this span.

TO OUR DISMAY: The Tigers have turned in a .213 (169-for-792) team batting average and .614
team OPS within the month of May, the fourth-lowest team average and the second-lowest OPS
this month in the majors ... the Tigers have reached double digits in hits in just two of their last 22
games while scoring four runs or less in 19 of their last 21 games.

e  The Tigers are in danger of posting their lowest team batting average in any calendar month
since batting .213 in June of 2024 and are in danger of posting their lowest team OPS in any
calendar month since turning in a .602 OPS in May of 2022.

e  The Tigers are 6-18 in May, the lowest winning percentage (.250) in the majors this month ...
the club is in danger of its weakest month of May in 30 years (4-23, .148, 1996).

AND FINALLY: AJ Hinch last night collected career win number 986, surpassing his friend and the
late, great Phil Garner for sole possession of 71st place on baseball's all-time managerial win list
... the club's next win will be Hinch's 417th with the Tigers, which will tie him with Del Baker for
seventh on the club's all-time managerial win list.

» Ripped the first pitch he ever saw in the big leagues into right field for a two-run double, instantly becoming only the sixth Tiger since the RBI became a
stat in 1920 to record two RBI in his major league debut, the first since Isaac Paredes on Aug. 17, 2020...is the second of the six to accomplish this feat
on Opening Day, joining Paredes, JaCoby Jones (Aug. 30, 2016), Rob Richie (Aug. 19, 1989), Jake Wood (Opening Day April 11, 1961), Hank Riebe
