• Geraldo Perdomo reached base 5 times for the sec-
ond time (also: May 5 @ Phillies) and had his sixth
3-hit game.

• Jake McCarthy extended his hit streak to 7 games
with his multi-hit eff ort.

• Josh Naylor played in his fi rst game since June 27.
