
THE WORD ON THE 'BIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals continue a sev-
en-game road trip over eight days in the Golden State with the third of 
four games with the San Diego Padres at Petco Park.  The Cardinals 
shutout the Padres 6-0 on a combined one-hitter by Michael McGreevy 
(6 IP), Gordon Graceffo (2 IP) and Ryne Stanek (1 IP) last night.  The 
Cardinals have won 9 of their last 11 games and trail only the division 
leading Cubs (10-1) for best record in MLB since April 27.

FLIGHT PATTERN: St. Louis enters play today at 23-15 and in 2nd place 
in the National League Central, 3.5 games behind first place Chicago.  
The Cardinals have the 4th-best record in the National League at 23-15.  
The 2021 season was the last time the Cardinals were 23-15 or better 
through 38 games.

ROAD KILLERS: The Cardinals enter on a six-game road winning streak 
after sweeping four from the Pirates at PNC Park to conclude April and 
the first two games of this current series at San Diego.  The last time the 
Cardinals won seven straight road games was Sept. 13-26, 2021 when 
they closed out the season with 11 straight road wins (NYM-3, MIL-4, 
CHI-4). The Cardinals are 12-2 in their last 14 road games and hold 
the best road record in MLB at 13-5 (.722) this season with two series 
sweeps and three series wins.

ALMOST A BUD BASH: It was Jackson Merrill's 4th inning single that 
was the only thing that stood between the Cardinals and their first 
no-hitter since Sept. 3, 2001 at Jack Murphy Stadium, when Bud Smith 
no-hit the Padres.  Last night marked the Cardinals 11th combined 
one-hitter in franchise history and first since Miles Mikolas (8.2 IP) 
and Packy Naughton (0.1 IP) combined to one-hit the Pirates in Game 
2 of a doubleheader on June 14, 2022 as Mikolas took a no-hitter into 
the 9th inning.

LITTLE LEAGUE GRAND SLAM: With the bases loaded in the 5th inning, 
Cardinals rookie JJ Wetherholt hit a two-RBI single to right field which 
was misplayed by Fernando Tatis, Jr., into an inside-the-park-grand 
slam.  It was the first instance the Cardinals scored all four runs on a hit 
aided by an error since July 3, 1967 vs. Cincinnati at Busch Memorial 
Stadium.  Highlighting a 7-run 1st inning off Reds starter Milt Pappas, 
shortstop Dal Maxvill hit a double that would score Orlando Cepeda, 
Mike Shannon, Julian Javier and Maxvill, aided by a throwing error 
from Pete Rose.  The Cardinals went on to win 7-3 scoring all their runs 
in one inning, similar to the Cardinals last night. -Elias Sports Bureau

CHiPs (Cardinals High in Preventing Steals): Catcher Pedro Pagés 
threw out Fernando Tatis, Jr., stealing on Thursday night, giving him 
a Major League-leading eight catcher caught stealing for the season.

IVÁN THE CHEER-ABLE: Iván Herrera caught his second shutout of 
the season (5th career) last night.  He put a bow on it by rapping out 
a career-high four hits.  It was the first time a Cardinals catcher had a 
four-hit game since Willson Contreras did against his former team, the 
Chicago Cubs, at London Stadium on June 25, 2023.  The last time it happened stateside was Yadier Molina vs. Cincinnati 
(8/23/20) in front of zero fans at Busch Stadium during the COVID-19 restrictions.  Herrera ran his career-high on-base streak 
to 24 games, 3rd-longest active in MLB behind only Nic Kurtz (ATH, 32) and Ian Happ (CHI, 29).

SIX IS A SERIOUS NUMBER: The six-run 5th inning last night marked the second time the Cardinals posted six or more runs 
in an inning this season after scoring eight on Opening Day vs. the Rays in the 6th inning.  The Cardinals hadn't posted a 
touchdown on the inning board in San Diego since May 29, 1998 when they plated seven runs in the 8th inning led off by 
pitcher Mark Petkovsek's single en route to an 8-3 win at Jack Murphy Stadium.  St. Louis has posted 16 instances of a six-
run inning vs. San Diego in franchise history.

Padres Coach Peter Summerville’s brother, An-
drew, was drafted by St. Louis in the 12th round 
in 2017...pitched two minor league seasons in the 
Cardinals organization.  

Padres Coach Nick Punto played 63 games for 
St. Louis in 2011 and was a member of the 2011 
World Series Champions. 

Padres broadcaster Carlos Hernandez played 17 
games for St. Louis in 2000...traded (July 31, 
2000) to St. Louis with Nate Tebbs from the Pa-
dres for Heathcliff Slocumb and current Memphis 
(AAA) manager Ben Johnson.

St. Louis Post-Dispatch reporter Daniel Guerrero 
graduated from San Diego State Univ. in 2020...in-
terned for NBC San Diego in 2019...also served as 
backup MLB.com reporter on-site at Petco Park.

The 28-year-old Dustin May makes his 8th start as a member of the Cardinals this evening; It's his 65th career start (79th appearance).
A win this afternoon would also boost his career winning percentage back to .500.
Matched a career high win streak of three games from April 10-21.
Has four caught stealing on attempted base stealers, tied with Toronto's Patrick Corbin for the most in MLB among pitchers.
Signed as a free-agent deal for 2026 with mutual option for 2027, in December. St. Louis becomes his 3rd team, having previously pitched for 
the Dodgers (2019-25) & Red Sox (2025).
Lifetime 3-4 with a 3.62 ERA (49.2 IP) in 10 career May starts; his best ERA of any month.
Is the 27th Cardinal to wear uniform No. 3, but the first Cardinals pitcher to have worn the number: notable former Cardinals to wear #3 are 
Édgar Rentería, Brian Jordan, Carlos Beltrán and most recently Dylan Carlson.
Joins Nathan Church (2024-25), Hunter Dobbins (2026), Mark McGwire (1997-2001), Red Schoendienst (1945-56, '61-63), and Rex 
Hudler (1990-92) as notable red-headed Cardinals.

LAST TIME OUT (Monday, May 3 at Busch Stadium vs. Dodgers): L, 4-1; 6.0 IP, 7 H, 3 R, 3 ER, 2 BB, 3 SO, 95 pitches.

Snapped a three-game winning streak on Sunday against the Dodgers, his original drafting team.
Started on May 3 while wearing uniform no. 3, against his former team.

2026 HIGHLIGHTS:

KICKING THE BABIP HABIT: 17 or his 40 hits allowed came in his first two starts, although boasts the 2nd-highest BABIP (.383) in MLB.

DON'T WALK TO STRANGERS: Has the 2nd-lowest walk/batters faced percentage of any Cardinals starting pitcher behind Michael McGreevy 
(5.4%) with 5.8%, and ranks 6th in MLB . Has walked two or fewer in all seven starts.

MAY DAY: Started on May 3 while wearing uniform no. 3, against his former team, the Dodgers. Snapped a three-game winning streak.

BACK-TO-BACK JACK: Gained a 5-3 win vs. CLE (4/15) as he paired back/back quality starts & wins over BOS & CLE during that homestand.

MILESTONE WIN: Bested his former team the Red Sox in the homestand opener (4/10) in a 3-2 win. It was his 1st win as a member of the Cardinals 
and his 20th career win.

TIGER STRIKE: Was hit for a season-high seven runs on seven hits (and struck in leg by line drive) over 3.1 innings in an 11-6 loss at Detroit (4/4) in 
his second start. First Cardinals pitcher since Mike Parisi (2008) to begin a season allowing 6 or more runs in his first two starts of a season; and the 
first Cardinal to pitch the Opening Day series since Dizzy Dean (1936).

OPENING ACT: Took the loss in his Cardinals debut at Busch Stadium vs. TB (3/29) allowing six runs over 4.0 inning. Tied his career-high allowing 10 
hits, the first Cardinals pitcher to allow double-digit hits in his debut in 55 years since Chris Zachary surrendered 10 to the Phillies (5/3/1971) Elias. 
Recorded his 300th career strikeout retiring Junior Caminero.

MAY VS. SAN DIEGO:

Lifetime 2-4 with a 3.80 ERA (64.0 IP) and 53 strikeouts in 13 regular season appearances (10 starts) against San Diego, the most against any 
opponent in his career.
Earned a loss in his MLB Debut against the Padres on Aug. 2, 2019 at Dodger Stadium. Scattered nine hits for four runs (three earned) over 5.2 
innings. Hunter Renfroe (swinging) was his first career strikeout victim.
Career 2-1 with a 3.38 ERA (34.2 IP) and 30 strikeouts in eight games (five starts) during the regular season at Petco Park. The only stadium 
May has made more appearances and starts at in his career is Dodger Stadium (31 G/26 GS).
His only double-digit strikeout game in his career is against San Diego, fanning 10 Padres over 6.0 innings o April 25, 2021 at Dodger Stadium.
Faced the Padres twice in 2020 NL Division Series with Los Angeles, throwing 3.0 scoreless innings while picking up a win Game 1. Also 
started Game 3 as an opener (1.0 IP) at Petco Park as the Dodgers swpet the three-game series.
Recorded his only Major League hit vs. San Diego, beating out an infield single off Eric Lauer after Kike Hernandez was intentionally walked in 
front of him.
