NATIONALS NEWS
MOVING ON 
The Washington Nationals square off against the Seattle Mariners in the second game of this three-game weekend 
series on Saturday afternoon...Despite last night's defeat, Washington has won seven of its last 11 games against 
Seattle dating back to Aug. 24, 2022 and overall, the Nationals are 20-9 (.689) against the Mariners since 2005.

•	 The Nationals have a 24-19 (.558) record since April 25 and have won 10 of 15 series over this stretch.

VOTE FOR OUR ALL-STARS
All-Star voting is now open and CJ Abrams and James Wood have placed themselves among the best players in 
Major League Baseball and the National League...See charts to the right for position specific rankings.

•	 Wood is hitting .343/.454/.596 with four doubles, seven homers, 15 RBI, 19 walks, five stolen bases and 27 runs 
in his last 26 games...He's 7-for-17 (.412) over his last four games and has homered in back-to-back games.

DAYLEN'S DAYS
Daylen Lile is 13-for-37 (.351) with a triple, homer, seven RBI, one hit by pitch, four walks, three stolen bases and five 
runs scored over his last 10 games since June 1.

•	 He checked in with a career-high four hits on June 10 at San Francisco.
•	 On the season, he ranks second on the Nationals with 72 hits...His 15 doubles are tied for the most on the Club 

and tied for second among National League outfielders.

CORNER BATS
Since May 22, Washington's corner infielders Luis García Jr. (5 HR, 19 RBI), Curtis Mead (6 HR, 13 RBI) and Jorbit 
Vivas (1 HR, 4 RBI) lead Major League Baseball with 12 home runs and are tied for the MLB lead with 34 RBI.

•	 Luis García Jr. is slugging .581 with three doubles, a triple, five home runs and 19 RBI...He is 4-for-13 (.308) with 
two doubles and a homer in his last four games.

•	 Curtis Mead is slugging .561 with two doubles, six homers and 13 RBI...His six home runs are tied for fifth in all 
of Major League Baseball since May 22.

BACKSTOP BATS
Drew Millas and Keibert Ruiz have been the most productive offense catching tandem in Major League Baseball 
since May 6...Combined, they rank among all MLB catching groups in OPS (1st, .883), batting average (1st, .297), RBI 
(T2nd, 24) and hits (2nd, 35).

•	 Ruiz is 11-for-35 (.314) with two doubles, a homer and five RBI and has hit safely in eight of his last 11 games...
Since May 6, he is hitting .347 with a .639 slugging percentage (9 2B, 4 HR) and 18 RBI in 21 games.

•	 On the season, Ruiz is tied for second among Major League catchers with 14 doubles.

FRAME JOB
Bobby Wilson's catchers rank tied for third in Major League Baseball with five Catcher Framing Runs (Drew Mil-
las - 3, Keibert Ruiz - 2) , according to Baseball Savant..."Catcher Framing Runs converts strikes to runs saved on a 
.125 run/strike basis, and includes park and pitcher adjustments. To qualify, a catcher must receive 6 called pitches 
per team game."

•	 The Nationals are one of just two teams (also Blue Jays) with two catchers in the top 13 in the league...Drew 
Millas is 10th and Keibert Ruiz is 13th. 

•	 For comparison, Washington's catchers ranked 30th in MLB with -18 Catcher Framing Runs in 2025.

ACE OF BASES
Nasim Nuñez leads Major League Baseball with 25 stolen bases and as a club, Washington ranks tied for second in 
the league with 70 stolen bases with the Milwaukee Brewers and behind the Miami Marlins (80).

•	 The Nationals have stolen 12 consecutive bases without being caught and have been caught just twice in 24 
attempts since May 22.

SAVES ON SAVES
The Washington Nationals have had nine separate pitchers record at least one save this season, tied for the second-
most in Major League Baseball with the Cincinnati Reds and behind the Minnesota Twins (11) and the second-most in 
Nationals history (2005-pres.) behind the 2017 Nationals (11).

•	 Gus Varland (5), Richard Lovelady (4), Clayton Beeter (4), PJ Poulin (2), Orlando Ribalta (2), Andrew Alvarez 
(1), Brad Lord (1), Mitchell Parker (1) and Paxton Schultz (1) have all recorded saves this year.

WILLITS WOWS FOR WILMINGTON
Wilmington shortstop Eli Willits has launched four home runs in his first four games since being promoted to High-
A Wilmington...He recorded his first multi-homer game of the season on June 10, his second game with the Blue 
Rocks...He's hitting .377/.484/.753 with seven doubles, two triples, six homers, 24 RBI, 14 walks and nine stolen bases 
in his last 15 games between Single-A Fredericksburg and Wilmington.

Cavalli tossed 5.0 innings and allowed four runs on seven hits (2 HR) and a walk...He earned his fourth loss of the season in the 5-1 loss to the Arizona
