2025 IN REVIEW: The Brewers went 97-85 to finish in first place in the NL Central,
5.0 games ahead of the Cubs....Milwaukee had the best record in baseball for only the
second time in franchise history [(1982) and set a franchise record for regular-season
wins....the team beat the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

BREWING SUCCESS: The Brewers have qualifed for the postseason seven times in the
last eight seasons and three seasons in a row....the team was just two games away
from making the postseason in nine straight seasons (2017-25), missing out in both
2017 and 2022 by a single game.....Milwaukee has waon the NL Central in four of the last
five seasons and three seasons in a row.

BREWING CONSISTENCY: The Brewers, Astros and Dodgers are the only Major League
teams with 86+ wins in each of the last eight full seasons (2017-25).....this does not
include the shortened 2020 season....the Brewers have 769 wins since 2017, which
ranks fourth in the majors behind the Dodgers (859], Astros (812) and Yankees [795).

Shane Drohan and INF David Hamilton on February 9 for INF Caleb Durhin, INF Andruw Monasterio, INF/C Anthony Seigler and a 2026 Competitive Balance Round B selection.

LAST SEASON: Harrison went 1-1with a 4.04 ERA in 11 games/B starts between San Francisco (8g, 4gs) and Boston (3g, 2gs)....he was traded to Boston on June 15 as part of
the deal that sent INF/DH Rafael Devers to the Giants.....Harrison also went 5-2 with a 3.66 ERA in 18 starts between Triple-A Sacramento (Bgs]) and Triple-A Worcester (12gs).

CAREER: Harrison has gone 9-39 with a 4.33 ERA in 43 games/38 starts (199.2ip, 96er]....he is in his fourth Major League season pitching for San Francisco (2023-25),
Boston (2025) and Milwaukee (2028).....he was selected by San Francisco in the third round of the 2020 First-Year Player Draft out of De La Salle (CA) High Schoal.
