HOME SWEET HOME: The first-place Detroit Tigers tonight return to Comerica Park to begin a two-
team, six-game homestand with the first of three games vs. the Texas Rangers ... the club's stay in 
Detroit concludes with three games vs. the Boston Red Sox next Monday-Wednesday ... the Tigers 
return home after a 2-4 road trip through first-place Cincinnati (1-2) and first-place Atlanta (1-2).
•	 The Tigers are pleased to return to Comerica Park, where they own a 10-2 record this season, 

the best home mark in all of baseball ... no team in baseball has more home games remaining 
than the Tigers for the remainder of the 2026 campaign. 

•	 Detroit's 10-2 record is its best-ever 12-game start at Comerica Park and matches its second-
best start to a home campaign in franchise history through 12 games ...  the Tigers last started 
10-2 at home in 1984 (en route to 11-2) ... the Tigers also started off 10-2 at home in 1967, 
1914, 1909 and 1901 ... only the 1911 Tigers, with a 12-0 mark, have started off better at 
home through a dozen games than this 2026 squad. 

•	 After starting the season with 20 of their first 32 games on the road, the Tigers tonight begin 
a stretch in which they play 16 of their next 25 games (64 percent through May 28) and 32 of 
their next 53 games (60 percent through June 28) here at Comerica Park.

COBB, KALINE, McGONIGLE: Kevin McGonigle wrapped up April with a .327 batting average and 
.426 on-base percentage in 115 plate appearances ... he is only the third different 21-year-old or 
younger Tiger to finish any calendar month with at least 100 plate appearances and a .327 batting 
average or better, joining Al Kaline (four different months, 1955-56) and Ty Cobb (once, 1908).
•	 McGonigle is only the fourth different 21-year-old or younger Tiger to finish any calendar 

month with at least 100 plate appearances and a .426 on-base percentage or better, joining Al 
Kaline (June 1955 and August 1956), Donie Bush (September 1909) and Ty Cobb (July 1908).  

•	 With 32 hits last month, McGonigle is the first 21-year-old or younger Tiger with 32 or more 
hits in any calendar month since 21-year-old Howard Johnson with 34 hits in September 1982.

•	 With nine doubles, McGonigle is the first 21-year-old or younger Tiger to do so in any calendar 
month in 110 years when 21-year-old Harry Heilmann also had nine doubles in April 1916.

APRIL POWERS: The Tigers finished April with a 14-13 record, the fourth-best mark in the A.L. and 
the best record of any A.L. Central club ... Detroit posted a .771 team OPS last month, the club's 
best OPS in any April in 11 years when the team had a .795 OPS in April 2015 ... Detroit's .771 OPS 
in April was the second-best in the A.L., just a tick behind only the Houston Astros (.773 OPS).

IT'S GONNA BE MAY: The Tigers have woken up on May 1 in first place in the A.L. Central for the 
second year in a row, occupying the top spot on back-to-back May 1 for the first time since 2013-14.

BACK IN OUR LEAGUE: After beginning the season by playing 21 of their first 32 games against the 
National League, the Tigers tonight begin a stretch during which they will play all but three games 
(59 of 62 contests) against American League competition through July 9, including 50 games in a 
row from May 15-July 9 against intraleague foes (barring postponements).
•	 The Tigers have played six more interleague games than the next-closest American League 

team ... entering the month of May, the American League is a collective 24 games below .500 
while the National League is a collective 24 games above .500. 

APRIL FLOWERS: The Tigers turned in a handful of remarkable individual offensive performances 
in April, as Kevin McGonigle set the April franchise record by any left-handed batter with 32 hits 
within that calendar month ... overall, McGonigle is only the seventh different Tiger since 2000 to 
record 32 or more hits in April, the first since Nick Castellanos also tallied 32 in April of 2018.
•	 With seven homers last April and six homers this April, Kerry Carpenter is the only left-handed 

batter in club history to record six homers or more in consecutive Aprils.
•	 Dillon Dingler is the first Tiger to ever wake up on May 1 with 20 RBI as a catcher, breaking the 

previous mark of 18 set by Alex Avila in 2011.

ON WE GO: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely in his last 27 starts, the first Tigers rookie to 
do so since outfielder Dick Wakefield with a 29-start streak back in 1943 (thanks to Elias) ... the last 
21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to reach base safely in 27-or-more starts in a row?: 21-year-old 
veteran Al Kaline in 34-straight starts nearly 70 years ago from July 26-August 28, 1956.
•	 McGonigle's run of reaching base safely in 27-straight starts is the longest active streak in the 

majors, two starts more than anyone else (Nick Kurtz is at 25 starts).

IT IS IN FACT GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.0 bWAR through his first 31 major 
league games, tied with Atlanta's Matt Olson and Houston's Yordan Alvarez for best in the majors.

AND FINALLY: The Tigers have woken up on May 1 in first place in the A.L. Central for the second 
year in a row, one of only three teams in all of baseball to be in first place on back-to-back May 1's, 
joining the AL East's New York Yankees and the NL West's Los Angeles Dodgers.

Has pitched just 5.1 combined innings over his last two outings entering tonight's game.

Reached 1,000 career innings pitched in his last start against Minnesota...allowed just one earned run on five hits and three walks while striking out 

six over 5.2 innings in the outing.

Started 31 games for the Tigers last season with an 8-15 record...posted a 4.64 ERA (83ER/161.0IP) and 188 strikeouts.

Made his 11th-career playoff start on Oct. 7, which was one more than the rest of the Tigers post-season roster combined at the time last season.

In 14 starts since the beginning of July last year, had a 4.35 ERA but his FIP was much lower at 3.06, the fifth-lowest FIP in the A.L. in that span 

among qualifying pitchers.

Had four straight quality starts from May 22 - June 8, going 3-1 with a 1.46 ERA (4ER/24.2IP) over that span...came one out shy of a quality start on 

May 16 against Toronto, allowing two earned runs over 5.2 frames.

Struck out José Ramírez to end the first inning on May 22 for his 1,000th career strikeout, becoming the 567th player in MLB history to record 1,000 

strikeouts.

and one walk while striking out two, keeping Detroit within a run before they took the lead late.

Earned his first career major league save with 3.1 scoreless innings, allowing two walks while striking out two in a victory over the Marlins on April 

11.

Signed with Detroit on a one-year major league contract with a club option for the 2027 season on Dec. 16, 2025.

Spent each of the previous two seasons with the SSG Langers of the KBO League...went 12-7 with a 2.25 ERA (43 ER/171.2 IP) in 30 starts for 

SSG last season, recording 245 strikeouts in his 171.2 innings pitched, an average of 12.8 strikeouts per nine innings.

In his two seasons with SSG, went 23-10 with a 2.91 ERA (93 ER/287.1 IP) in 54 appearances (53 starts)...released by Detroit after nine 

appearances with Triple-A Toledo in 2024 prior to signing with the Langers.

Has spent parts of five seasons with the Philadelphia Phillies (2017-19), Chicago White Sox (2020) and Texas Rangers (2021) prior to joining the 

Tigers this year...also pitched with Hiroshima in the NPB for the 2022-23 campaigns.

Earned his first save of the season on April 30 against Atlanta, allowing one hit while striking out one in a scoreless ninth inning...marked his first save 

with the Tigers since Aug. 16, 2025, at Minnesota.

Did not allow a run over his first 11 games (11.0 innings) this year, allowing five hits and eight walks while striking out five over that span...his first 

earned run came on April 24 against Cincinnati in a game in which he struck out four batters over 1.2 frames.

Re-signed with Detroit on a two-year deal as a free agent on Dec. 20, 2025…appeared in 16 games with the Tigers last season, posting a 3-0 record 

with a 1.50 ERA (3ER/18IP) with 23 strikeouts. 

Made his first postseason appearance with the Tigers in 2025, playing six games and striking out three in 7.1 innings of work. 

Landed on the injured list on Sept. 5 with a right adductor strain...activated Sept. 19 and allowed one run in three of the first four games since 

returning from the IL.

Became the first MLB reliever to change teams at the deadline and immediately throw 14+ scoreless innings since Erik Goeddel in 2018...the first 

Tigers reliever to do so since Doug Blair in 1983.

Recorded a four-out save on Aug. 2 at Philadelphia in his Tigers debut...started his Tigers career going 3-0 with a hold and four saves, allowing just 

three hits and three walks while striking out 19 over his first 14.1 innings (12 games).

Earned 20 saves with the Nationals in 2025 prior to being traded to Detroit on July 31, sixth-most in the N.L. at the time...went 1-4 with a 4.38 ERA 

(19 ER/39.0 IP) in 40 relief outings, including 34 games finished for Washington.
