ON THE ROAD AGAIN: On the heels of a 7-2 start in June, the Detroit Tigers tonight begin their 
two-city, six-game road trip with the first of three games at the Cleveland Guardians ... the trek 
concludes with three games in Houston starting Monday ... with seven wins this month, the Tigers 
have already surpassed their six wins in 28 games in May ... the Tigers have won three series in a 
row for the first time since winning five-straight series from August 8-24, 2025.
•	 Detroit's 7-2 start to June is its best in this calendar month in 43 years when the 1983 club won 

eight of its first nine games en route to an 8-2 start through its first 10 games in June. 
•	 These six road games represent the lone outliers of a 22-game stretch from June 5-28 that 

features 16 games at Comerica Park.
•	 Tonight brings the Tigers four days into a stretch of 23 games in 24 days that started this past 

Tuesday and concludes July 2 ... the lone off day is at the conclusion of this road trip before the 
Tigers begin a season-long 10-day, 10-game homestand one week from tonight.

JUNE SLUG: The Tigers offense leads the majors with a .580 slugging percentage and .933 OPS in 
June, 125 points higher than the next closest American League club (Athletics, .808 OPS) ... the 
Tigers also lead the A.L. with 62 runs scored and a .283 team batting average this calendar month.  
•	 With 23 home runs in nine games in June, the Tigers have already blasted their way past 

their 28-game total of 18 homers in May ... the Tigers have scored 62 runs in nine games this 
month, only 19 runs short of their 28-game total of 81 runs scored in May.

•	 The Tigers have hit 23 home runs in a nine-game stretch for the first time since September 
14-22, 2004 and one shy of their franchise record of 24 homers in any nine-game stretch, done 
five times between 1996-2000 ... this current run marks the first time the Tigers ever hit 23 
home runs within the first nine games of any calendar month in franchise history.

KEVIN LEADS THE WAY: Kevin McGonigle woke up today with a 3.7 bWAR, the best mark in the A.L. 
and tied with Andy Pages for the best bWAR in all of baseball ... Kevin is a tick ahead of Bobby Witt 
Jr. (3.6 bWAR), making them the clear-cut favorites for the A.L. All-Star team this season ... no other 
A.L. shortstop on the ballot has a bWAR greater than 2.0 this season. 
•	 McGonigle also has a substantial lead on the next closest A.L. rookie in bWAR, as Chicago's 

Munetaka Murakami is way behind Kevin at a 2.0 bWAR ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

CATCHER RISING STAR: Dillon Dingler is tied for eighth in baseball with a 3.0 fWAR this year ... he 
is tied for the fourth-best fWAR among all big league position players, trailing Bobby Witt Jr (3.8 
fWAR), Yordan Alvarez (3.4 fWAR) and PCA (3.1 fWAR) ... the next closest catcher on the A.L. All-
Star ballot is Shea Langeliers, who plays on the moon, and is just as far behind Dillon at a 2.4 fWAR.
•	 Dingler leads major league catchers with 49 RBI and ranks second in the A.L. with 16 homers, 

a .526 slugging percentage and an .858 OPS ... metrics show that Dingler has received 119.17 
called strikes looking above expected called strikes, by far the best number in the majors.

WE DO KNOW JACK: Jack Flaherty has now allowed three earned runs or less in 10 of his 14 starts 
this season, including each of his last four and seven of his last eight outings. 
•	 In the past month starting May 6, Flaherty has turned in a 4.85 ERA (18 ER/33.2 IP) but a 

much lower 2.40 FIP in his seven starts, in fact more than half lower ... Flaherty's 2.40 FIP is 
third-lowest in the majors starting May 6 among pitchers who have made at least seven starts, 
trailing only Pittsburgh's Paul Skenes (2.07 FIP) and Seattle's Bryan Woo (2.36).

•	 Flaherty has averaged 12.03 strikeouts/nine innings starting May 6, the best mark in the A.L. 
and the second-best mark in the majors behind only Milwaukee's Jacob Misiorowski (12.82).

GO GREENE: Riley Greene, who seeks his third All-Star honor, is now batting .328 (64-for-195) with 
12 doubles, eight homers, 27 RBI, a .417 on-base, a .513 slugging and a .929 OPS in his last 55 
games over the past nine weeks starting April 11 ... he leads the A.L. in batting average, is second 
in the A.L. in on-base percentage and is seventh in the A.L. in OPS in this span.

CENTRAL CASTING: This week started a packed two-week stretch against A.L. Central competition 
as the Tigers play nine of 12 games against intradivision foes from last Tuesday through June 21 
... the Tigers are 4-2 against Kansas City this season and 2-12 against the other three teams in the 
division (2-5 against Minnesota, 0-4 vs. Cleveland, 0-3 at Chicago).

IT'S BEEN A GRIND: Through their first 26 games, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on April 24 
with a share of first place in the A.L. Central ... in their 43 games since, the Tigers have gone 15-28 
to drop their record to 29-40 and fourth place in the division ... Detroit's 15-28 (.349) record in the 
last seven weeks starting April 24 is tied for the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.
•	 Despite going 7-2 to start the month of June, the Tigers have still lost 15 of their last 24 games, 

18 of their last 28 games and 23 of their last 34 games starting May 4.

AND FINALLY: Tigers starting pitchers have allowed four runs or less in 17-straight starts beginning 
May 24, the longest active streak in the A.L. and the fourth-longest active streak in the majors 
behind only the Nationals (20 games), Reds (20) and Dodgers (18).

Earned his first win of the year on June 2 against Tampa Bay, moving to 1-7 on the season...tossed 5.0 scoreless frames, working around five hits and 

two walks with six strikeouts.

Made his 200th career major league appearance and 194th major league start on May 17 against Toronto.

Reached 1,000 career innings pitched in his last start against Minnesota...allowed just one earned run on five hits and three walks while striking out six 

over 5.2 innings in the outing.

Started 31 games for the Tigers last season with an 8-15 record...posted a 4.64 ERA (83ER/161.0IP) and 188 strikeouts.

Made his 11th-career playoff start on Oct. 7, which was one more than the rest of the Tigers post-season roster combined at the time last season.

Struck out José Ramírez to end the first inning on May 22, 2025, for his 1,000th career strikeout, becoming the 567th player in MLB history to record 

1,000 strikeouts.

Blew back-to-back save opportunities on May 29 and May 31 against Chicago-AL...allowed 

three earned runs on five hits over 1.1 innings between the two outings.

Tossed 3.0 perfect innings and earned the win on May 27 against Los Angeles-AL...continued a 

stretch of 14.0 consecutive innings over five games dating back to May 13 in which he has not 

allowed an earned run...has allowed just five hits and four walks compared to 16 strikeouts over this span.

Earned a six-out save on May 24 against Baltimore, striking out four over his two scoreless frames.

Made the third big league start of his career on May 20 against Cleveland, his first since Aug. 7, 2021, with the Texas Rangers against the 

Athletics...tossed 4.2 scoreless frames, allowing just two hits and two walks while striking out a career-high seven batters.

Threw 4.0 scoreless innings on May 15 against Toronto, allowing just one hit while striking out one...was called upon for long relief after the original 

Tigers bulk pitcher left the game early with an injury.

Earned his first win of the season and second of his major league career on April 30 against Atlanta, tossing 2.0 scoreless frames...allowed one hit and 

one walk while striking out two, keeping Detroit within a run before they took the lead late.

Earned his first career major league save with 3.1 scoreless innings, allowing two walks while striking out two in a victory over the Marlins on April 11.

Signed with Detroit on a one-year major league contract with a club option for the 2027 season on Dec. 16, 2025.

Spent each of the previous two seasons with the SSG Langers of the KBO League...went 12-7 with a 2.25 ERA (43 ER/171.2 IP) in 30 starts for SSG 

last season, recording 245 strikeouts in his 171.2 innings pitched, an average of 12.8 strikeouts per nine innings.

In his two seasons with SSG, went 23-10 with a 2.91 ERA (93 ER/287.1 IP) in 54 appearances (53 starts)...released by Detroit after nine appearances 

with Triple-A Toledo in 2024 prior to signing with the Langers.

Reached base safely in each of Detroit's first 16 games this year, the first Tiger to reach base safely in the first 16 club games since Brandon Inge 

reached safely in the first 24 games in 2009.

Went 2-for-4 with a double and an RBI on April 3 against St. Louis...his fifth-inning RBI single was his 500th career hit, becoming just the 20th player in 

franchise history to notch 500 career hits before turning 26.

Appeared in a career-high 157 games with the Tigers last year, slashing .258/.313/.493...earned his first career AL Silver Slugger Award.

Named a starting outfielder to the All-Star game in 2025, his second consecutive All-Star Game appearance and first start.  

Recorded 36 home runs, 31 doubles, 36 homers and 111 RBI’s last year, becoming the second Tiger in the 125-season history of the franchise to reach 

those numbers in his age-24-or-younger season, joining Hank Greenberg, who did so in 1935 (46 doubles/36 homers/168 RBI)...Greene (2025), 

Greenberg (1935, 1937, 1940) and Miguel Cabrera (2008, 2010, 2012) own the only seven individual seasons in the history of the franchise that reach 

those totals, regardless of age.  

Hit the longest home run by any Tiger in the statcast era and tied for the longest grand slam in MLB with his 471 foot grand slam on Aug. 26, 2025, 

against the Athletics. 

Drove in four runs on June 13 last year against Cincinnati, giving him 201 career RBI...at 24-years-old, Greene is the first Tiger to reach 200 career RBI 

before the age of 25 since Travis Fryman did so in 1992 at 23 years old.  

Became the first player in MLB history to hit two home runs in the ninth inning of a game, doing so as part of Detroit’s eight-run, four-home run ninth 

inning against the Los Angeles Angels on May 2, 2025.

Named the American League Rookie of the Month for March/April on May 4, becoming the seventh-ever Tiger to win the award and first since Colt Keith 

in July of 2024...is the second Tiger to ever win it in the first month of the season, joining Austin Jackson who did so in April of 2010.

Reached base safely in 27 consecutive starts spanning exactly one month, from March 30-April 30...he is the first Tigers rookie to do so since outfielder 

Dick Wakefield reached in 29 straight starts back in 1943 (thanks to Elias)...the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to reach base safely in 27-or-

more starts in a row was Al Kaline, who reached in 34-straight starts nearly 70 years ago from July 26-Aug. 28, 1956.
