
RHP Zebby Matthews (1-3, 7.11) vs. RHP Gavin Williams (3-9, 5.23)

THE TWINS: After completing their six-game, seven-day homestand with a record of 3-3 (2-1 
vs. Los Angeles-AL and 1-2 vs. Cincinnati), the Twins began their seven-game roadtrip with 
a loss in Cleveland last night...tonight, Minnesota will play the second of four against the 
Guardians through Thursday, then travel to Boston for three at Fenway Park over the weekend.

SOUL CRUSHING IN CLEVELAND: The Twins lost to the Guardians last night at Progressive 
Field by a score of 4-3, losing a 3-0 lead...Pablo López was the starter but did not factor into 
the decision, allowing two runs on eight hits in 6.1 innings pitched, with two walks and four 
strikeouts...Griffin Jax (4-5) was dealt the loss, allowing two runs on two hits in 1.1 innings 
pitched, including a two-run go-ahead home run by Kyle Manzardo...the offense recorded 
eight hits, walked five times, struck out 12 times and left 10 men on base...Byron Buxton 
drove in two runs with a third-inning single and Carlos Correa went 1-for-3 with two walks.

ROSTER MOVE: The Twins have optioned right-handed pitcher Jorge Alcala to Triple-A St. Paul...
Alcala has appeared in 51 games for the Twins this season, going 4-3, 3.46 ERA (54.2 IP, 
21 ER), 15 holds, 19 walks, 52 strikeouts and a 1.08 WHIP...to replace Alcala on the 28-man 
roster, the Twins have activated left-handed pitcher Cole Irvin, who was claimed off waivers 
from the Baltimore Orioles yesterday.

Irvin, 30, appeared in 25 games (16 starts) for the Orioles this season, going 6-5, 4.86 ERA 
(107.1 IP, 58 ER), one save, 25 walks and 76 strikeouts...he has appeared in 130 games 
(93 starts) in parts of six MLB seasons with the Phillies (2019-20), A's (2021-22) and 
Orioles (2023-24), going 28-39, 4.49 ERA (589.1 IP, 294 ER), 138 walks and 432 strikeouts.

TWINS-GUARDIANS: The Twins are playing the Guardians tonight for the 11th of 13 times 
in 2024...the Twins have gone 2-8 against Cleveland this season, going 2-4 at Target Field 
and 0-4 at Progressive Field.

The Twins have now dropped five straight games at Progressive Field and are seeking their 
first win in this ballpark since September 5, 2023.

A
Twins and Guardians have played 42 games head-to-head since the start of 2022, 16 of 
which have been decided by one run, 28 have been decided by two runs-or-fewer and 33 
have been decided by three runs-or-fewer.

A
Carlos Correa is hitting .303 (36-for-119) with seven home runs, 14 RBI, a .390 on-base 
percentage, a .504 slugging percentage and an .894 OPS in 32 games against the Guardians 
since the start of 2022...in six games this season, he's hitting .368 (7-for-19) with six 
walks and a .520 on-base percentage against Cleveland pitching.

C4: Carlos Correa has hit safely in 15 consecutive games with an at-bat, dating back to June 
26, the longest hitting streak by a Twin this season...in that span, he is hitting .357 (20-for-56) 
with a 1.151 OPS...it is one shy of his career high of 16 games, from April 19-May 6, 2019.

BUCK SHOTS: In his last 46 games dating back to June 11, Byron Buxton is hitting .329 (52-
for-158) with 15 doubles, 14 home runs, 37 RBI, a .389 on-base percentage, a .703 slugging 
percentage and a 1.091 OPS...since that date, he leads baseball (min. 150 PA) in slugging, 
ranks second in OPS, fifth in batting average, and 10th in on-base percentage.

A
He has driven in seven runs in his last five games, dating back to August 11...last night's 
two RBI gave him 53 on the season, setting a new single-season career-high, passing his 
previous high of 51, set in 2017 and 2022.

A
Buck's strikeout percentage of 26.4% is down 5.0% from 2023 (31.4%) and is his best 
since 2021 (24.4%).

TO THE WINDOW, TO THE WALLNER: Matt Wallner has posted an .892 OPS on the season, 
11th-best in the AL and 17th-best in baseball, among players with at least 200 plate appear-
ances...additionally, he ranks 11th in the AL in slugging (.536) and 15th in all of baseball.

He ranks fourth in baseball in bat speed at 77.4 (minimum of 750 pitches seen), 13th in 
average exit velocity (93.8 mph) and 10th in hard hit percentage (56.3%).

COMMUNITY LEADERS: The Twins today announced the 2024 Harmon Killebrew Award winners 
for outstanding minor league community service...the Twins have annually recognized a player 
from each of the organization's full-season affiliates for their service within the respective 
affiliate's community; players are nominated by their respective general managers...a plaque 
is awarded, in addition to an on-field presentation during spring training...this year's quartet 
of first-time winners were all recognized for their positivity and willingness to offer their time 
in myriad ways whenever asked.

Catcher Chris Williams has been named the winner of the award representing Triple-A St. 
Paul...the 27-year-old set the tone for the club on and off the field, impacting the greater 
St. Paul community in the process...during the organization-wide Minnesota Twins Week 
of Service in June, Chris took part in the Saints' recess takeover at Crossroads Montessori 
School, encouraging inclusive play while showcasing the life skills to be learned from it...
he also participated in the Saints' Reading Tree program, joining author Nancy Carlson in 
presenting "Sometimes You Barf" to kids and their families prior to a game, and was a celebrity co-host with the Children's Minnesota 
Star Studio during a hospital visit with patients and families battling pediatric cancer.

Infielder Jake Rucker has been named the winner of the award representing Double-A Wichita...Rucker was highlighted by the Wind 
Surge for his understanding of the big picture of baseball – that something as small as a smile, a photograph, the toss of a base-
ball or an autograph – can mean a lot to fans of all ages...he was gracious with his time and quick to volunteer or activate in the 
community whenever the opportunity arose.

Right-handed pitcher John Klein has been named the winner of the award representing High-A Cedar Rapids...Kernels staff recognized 
the positive impact the 22-year-old made in the Cedar Rapids community during the season, with his generosity of time and kindness 
of spirit, as well as his positive attitude towards all team initiatives.

Outfielder Maddux Houghton has been named the winner of the award representing Low-A Fort Myers...in his second season in Fort 
Myers, Houghton continued to make a positive impact on the fans and the local community, enthusiastically participating in every 
available volunteer opportunity while conducting himself with professionalism and positivity.
