the fourth game (2-1) of a 6-game season-opening homestand...the Reds took

2 of 3 games from the visiting Red Sox to open the 2026 campaign.

. Following Wed's game vs Pit, the Reds will embark on their first road trip
of the 2026 season with a 3-game series at Tex and a 4-game set at Mia.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK: 1b Sal Stewart today was named National League

Player of the Week for 3/25-3/29...He's the 10th Reds rookie to win NL Player

of the Week honors since the award's inception in 1973 (last: Rece Hinds,

7/8-7/14, 2024).

. Stewart is the fifth Red to win the award in the season's first week
(others: Kal Daniels 1988, Eddie Milner 1984, Johnny Bench 1983,
Dave Collins 1980).

. Sal is only the fifth Reds player to reach base 3 times in each of the first
3 games of the season and just the sixth Major League rookie since
1961 to accomplish the feat.

. In the 3 games vs Bos, he went 7-for-10 with a home run, 3 doubles, 3
walks, and 5 hard-hit balls (exit velo of +95mph).

GENO'S HOUSE: 3b/DH Eugenio Suarez yesterday vs Bos belted a 3-run go-

ahead homer in the 6th inning, marking his first HR of 2026 and his 190th as

a member of the Reds...it was his first Reds homer since 10/2/21 at Pit, a

span of 4 years, 5 months, and 27 days.

. Is 1 HR away from tying Brandon Phillips for 12th-most in club history.

. Was his 102nd HR at GABP, fifth-most in the venue's 24-year history.

. Was his 30th go-ahead HR in the 6th inning or later, tying him with
Nolan Arenado for second-most among all Major League batter's since
Suarez' 2024 debut, fewer than only Carlos Santana (31).

THE SKIPPER: Manager Terry Francona returns for his second season after

guiding the 2025 Reds to their first Postseason berth since 2020 and their first

during a full season since 2013...his 83-79 Reds were the 12th Postseason
club he has managed in the majors.

. Francona finished as the runner-up to Mil’s Pat Murphy for the 2025
National League Manager of the Year Award.

. He became the fifth skipper in Reds history to lead the team to the
Postseason in his first year at the helm, joining Lou Piniella (1990), John
McNamara (1979), Sparky Anderson (1970), & Patrick Moran (1919).

. Francona became the 12th manager in Major League history to lead 3
or more teams to the Postseason (Cin, Cle, Bos).

. His 2,034 career wins as a Major League manager lead all active skippers
and rank 12th in Major League history.

THE NEW GUYS: New additions to the Reds' roster in 2026 include: OF JJ
Bleday (free agent, currently at AAA-Louisville), LHP Brock Burke (trade w/
LAA & TB), LHP Caleb Ferguson (free agent, currently on IL), RHP Pierce
Johnson (free agent), 1b Nathaniel Lowe (free agent), OF Dane Myers
(trade w/ Mia), RHP Kyle Nicolas (trade w/ Pit, currently at AAA-Louisville),
and 3b/DH Eugenio Sudrez (free agent).

SERIES NOTES: The Reds finished 7-6 vs the Pirates in 2025, Cin's first

winning season series vs the Bucs since 2021 (13-6).

. The Reds swept the Pirates in 3 games at Great American Ball Park
last April (4/11-4/13)...it was Cin's first sweep of Pit since 8/5-8/8, 2021
at GABP (49).

. Cin has played the Pirates 508 times since both teams became charter
members of the National League Central in 1994 (264-244, .520),
more than any other Pit opponent.

. Cin owns a 106-87 (.549) record all-time vs Pit at Great American Ball
Park...the Reds and Pirates played the first regular-season game at
GABP on 3/31/03 (10-1 Pirates triumph).

NO ROOM FOR THE BROOM: With the series win vs Bos (3/26-3/29), the Reds

have avoided being swept in 32 consecutive home series (min. 1g) dating

back to 2024...it's the longest such streak since 9/19/11-9/25/13 when

the Reds avoided being swept in Cincinnati in a franchise-record 52

consecutive home series.

. The Reds avoided being swept in all 26 of their series last year at
GABP...only the Cin teams of 1940, 1943, 1944, 1994, and 2012 ran
the home schedule without being broomed.

SPRING RECAP: The Reds finished 2026 Spring Training action with a 14-17

record, going 9-6 at Goodyear Ballpark (including when Cin was the “away”

team vs Cle) and 5-11 on the road...the overall record reflects the 2 exhibition
games the Reds lost vs the Brewers in Milwaukee on Mon and Tue.

. Reds batters concluded their spring schedule ranked among Major
League leaders in extra-base hits (129, 1st), average exit velocity (91.6
mph), home runs (55, T1st), total bases (535, 2nd), slugging pct (.499,
2nd), hard-hit balls (237, 2nd), and runs scored (182, 6th).

. The Reds’ 55 home runs were their most in a single Spring Training
season since 2006 (as far back as ST data is available), surpassing the
previous best of 44 set by the 2024 club.

. Temperatures in the Phoenix area ran 20-30 degrees above normal this
March and reached over 100 degrees for 5 consecutive days leading up
to the Reds’ departure on 3/22.

. Cin earned its 200th win all-time in Cactus League action with a 3-2
victory on 2/25 at CWS.

. The Reds were successful in 37 of their 62 ABS challenges this spring.

2025 IN REVIEW: In 2025, the Reds reached the Postseason for the first

time since 2020 and for the first time in a full season since 2013...they were

swept in a best-of-3 National League Wild Card Series by the eventual

World Series champion Dodgers.

. Although Cin and NYM finished with identical 83-79 records, the Reds
secured the final Wild Card berth by winning 4 of 6 from the Mets during
the season series.

. Following a 5-4 loss on 9/5 vs NYM, the Reds trailed both the Mets and
Padres by 6.0 games for the final NL Wild Card berth with 21 games
remaining...from there, the Reds went 13-8, while the Mets finished 7-14.
