METSCELLANEOUS: The Mets fell to the Reds, 7-2, yesterday at 
Citi Field...The Mets are a season-low 11 games under .500...It's the 
lowest they have been under .500 since 11 games below the mark 
on June 2, 2024...The Mets are 12-12 over their last 24 games...The 
team is in a stretch of 17 straight games (7-8)...The Mets continue 
a six-game homestand (0-2) against Cincinnati (0-2) followed by 
the Marlins (three games).

LET'S NOT GO STREAKING: The Mets have dropped five straight 
games...The team has posted a 5.10 ERA (24 ER/42.1 IP) in that 
span, while batting .163/.238/.242...The team has been outscored 
24-6 over the five game stretch...The Mets have lost seven of their 
last eight games, during which opponents have outscored New 
York, 42-18...This marks the second time this season the Mets 
have lost five or more straight games (also: 12 G, 4/8-21).

TWO LOW: The Mets have been held to two or fewer runs in 
six straight games...That is the longest streak since a six-game 
stretch from June 21-27, 2016...The last time the Mets owned a 
longer streak was a seven-game stretch from August 18-24, 
2012...The Mets have scored six runs over their last five games, 
batting .169/.251/.221. 

STRIKE THAT: Mets pitchers have tallied 514 strikeouts this season, 
the third-most in franchise history through the team's first 55 
games of a season...Only the 2020 team (531) and the 2021 team 
(519) had more.

THE HUASCAR GOES TO: Has not allowed an earned run in 18 of 
his 22 appearances...Out of the bullpen, Brazobán is 3-0 with a 1.19 
ERA (3 ER/22.2 ER) in 19 games...He is seventh in the NL among 
qualified relievers in ERA and tied for eighth in wins.

HOME COOKING: The Mets are 11-14 at home this year...They have 
posted a 4.39 ERA, while batting .232/.300/.352 at Citi Field. 

MAY FLOWERS: The Mets are 12-12 in May...The team has posted a 
3.68 ERA (88 ER/215.0 IP) with 225 strikeouts...Their 225 strikeouts 
are tied for the third-most in the majors this month...They are 
hitting .225/.296/.357 in the month of May...Their .225 average is 
24th in the majors.

MANAEA ON A MISSION: Last night, Sean Manaea recorded six 
strikeouts over 3.0 innings in relief...Marked his second game with 
six or more strikeouts in relief (also: 7 K, 4/24 vs. Colorado)...He 
joins Chase Dollander (3) and teammate David Peterson as the 
only relief pitchers this season with multiple games of six or more 
strikeouts...He has posted a 3.09 ERA (4 ER/11.2 IP) with five walks 
and 14 strikeouts over his last four appearances. 

A.J. STYLES: In 15 games so far into his Major League career, A.J. 
Ewing is batting .271 (13-48) with six runs, one triple, home run, 
four RBI, eight walks, three steals and a .375 OBP...He has safely 
reached base in 12 of his 15 games this year. 

HOT SOTO: Juan Soto has hit five home runs over his last six 
games as well as seven in his last 11...He has hit seven home runs in 
an 11-game span for the second time as a Met (also: 6/17-27/25)...
His 10 home runs since April 28 are tied with Byron Buxton for the 
second-most in the majors during that span...Soto has hit safely in 
10 of his last 13 games dating back to May 12...Has a .347/.429/.776 
slashline during that span.

METS HALL OF FAME CEREMONY: Outfielder Lee Mazzilli and 
manager Bobby Valentine will be inducted into the Mets Hall 
of Fame in a pre-game ceremony on Saturday, May 30 prior to 
the 4:10 p.m. game against the Miami Marlins...Mazzilli had two 
stints with the Mets (1976-1981 and 1986-1989) and combined to 
slash .264/.357/.396 during his 10 years in Queens...The Brooklyn 
native was named to the 1979 All-Star team and hit the first home 
run by a Met during the Midsummer Classic...Mazzilli ranks sixth 
in franchise history with 152 stolen bases and is tied for fifth in 
team history with 38 pinch-hits...Valentine ranks third in team 
history with 536 wins guiding the Mets from 1996-2002.

The following year, Valentine took the team to the World Series, 
becoming the first manager in Mets history to lead the team to 
consecutive playoff appearances...Valentine was a key contributor 
to the club’s immediate volunteer response to the 9/11 attacks.
