Milwaukee posted the best record in baseball for only the second time in franchise history (also 1982) and set a franchise 
record for regular-season wins.....the Brewers defeated the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series 
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

PRONUNCIATIONS

LHP DL Hall, 27, went 1-0 with a 3.49 ERA in 20 games (3 starts) with Milwaukee last season.....he held opponents 
to a .174 AVG.....Hall began last season on the 60-day injured list with a left lat strain and was reinstated on May 
26.....he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/16-9/27 with a right oblique strain.....Hall was selected by Baltimore in 
the first round (21st overall) of the 2017 First-Year Player Draft from Valdosta (GA) High School.....he was acquired 
on 2/1/24 as part of the trade that sent RHP Corbin Burnes to the Orioles.....the initials “DL” stand for Dayton Lane.

RHP Jacob Misiorowski, who turns 24 on April 3, made his Major League debut last season with Milwaukee and 
went 5-3 with a 4.36 ERA in 15 games (14 starts) after joining the team on June 12 from Triple-A Nashville.....he held 
opponents to a .213 AVG with 87 strikeouts in 66.0 innings and was selected to pitch in the All-Star Game.....his 202 
pitches of 100+ MPH ranked fifth in the Major Leagues.....Misiorowski was selected in the second round of the 2022 
First-Year Player Draft from Crowder (MO) College.

LHP Aaron Ashby, 27, went 5-2 with a 2.16 ERA and 3 saves in 43 games (1 start) with Milwaukee last season.....he 
began the season on the 15-day injured list with a right oblique strain and was reinstated on May 23.....Ashby held 
opponents to a .227 AVG with 76 strikeouts in 66.2 innings.....he appeared in 7 postseason games, including starts 
in Game 2 of the NLDS vs. Chicago and Game 1 and Game 3 of the NLCS vs. Los Angeles.

LHP Jared Koenig, 32, went 6-1 with a 2.86 ERA and 2 saves in a career-high 72 relief appearances with Milwaukee 
last season.....he held opponents to a .237 AVG with 68 strikeouts in 66.0 innings.....he pitched to a 1.38 ERA over his 
last 34 appearances of the season (33.2ip, 5er).

LHP Kyle Harrison, 24, was acquired from Boston with LHP Shane Drohan and INF David Hamilton on February 9 
in exchange for INF Caleb Durbin, INF Andruw Monasterio, INF/C Anthony Seigler and a 2026 Competitive Balance 
Round B selection.....Harrison went 1-1 with a 4.04 ERA in 11 games (6 starts) between San Francisco (8g, 4gs) and 
Boston (3g, 2gs) last season.....he was traded by the Giants to the Red Sox on 6/15/25 as part of the deal that sent 
INF/DH Rafael Devers to San Francisco.
