Milwaukee posted the best record in baseball for only the second time in franchise history (also 1982) and set a franchise 
record for regular-season wins.....the Brewers defeated the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series 
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

PRONUNCIATIONS

LHP Shane Drohan, 27, was acquired from Boston with LHP Kyle Harrison and INF David Hamilton on February 9 
in exchange for INF Caleb Durbin, INF Andruw Monasterio, INF/C Anthony Seigler and a 2026 Competitive Balance 
Round B selection.....Drohan went 5-1 with a 2.27 ERA in 12 games (11 starts) at Triple-A Worcester last season, 
holding opponents to a .185 AVG with 67 strikeouts in 47.2 innings while posting a 1.01 WHIP.....he missed time while 
on Worcester's injured list from 5/13-8/25 with left forearm inflammation.

RHP Logan Henderson, 24, enters the 2026 season as the sixth-best prospect in the organization according to 
Baseball America.....he spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville, where he went 10-4 with a 3.59 ERA in 16 
games (15 starts).....Henderson also had three stints with the Brewers in 2025 and went 3-0 with a 1.78 ERA in 5 
starts while making his Major League debut.....he was placed on the 15-day injured list on August 8 with right elbow 
inflammation and transferred to the 60-day injured list on August 27, ending his season.

RHP Craig Yoho, 26, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville and went 6-1 with a 0.94 ERA and 8 saves in 
43 relief appearances.....the International League All-Star held opponents to a .157 AVG with 60 strikeouts in 47.2 
innings.....he also had four stints with Milwaukee last season (4/21-5/2, 7/2, 7/28 and 9/1-9/7) and made 8 relief 
appearances as he made his Major League debut.

ALSO SCHEDULED TO PITCH...

RHP Brandon Sproat, 25, was acquired from the Mets with INF/OF Jett Williams in exchange for RHP Freddy Peralta 
and RHP Tobias Myers on January 21.....Sproat enters the 2026 season as the fifth-best prospect in the organization 
according to Baseball America.....he spent most of last season at Triple-A Syracuse and went 8-6 with a 4.24 ERA in 
26 games (25 starts).....he held opponents to a .218 AVG with 113 strikeouts in 121.0 innings.....Sproat was promoted 
to New York on September 7 and went 0-2 with a 4.79 ERA in 4 starts as he made his Major League debut.....he 
was selected by the Mets in the second round of the 2023 First-Year Player Draft out of the University of Florida.
