
START SPREADING THE NEWS: The St. Louis Cardinals continue their 
six-game road trip tonight with the second game of a three-game series 
with the New York Mets at Citi Field ... The Cardinals visit Target Field 
this weekend for a three-game Interleague series with the Minnesota 
Twins ... St. Louis ended a five-game losing streak at Citi Field last night 
with a 7-0 shutout, its first shutout win in Queens since a 7-0 win on 
Sept. 13, 2021.

FLIGHT PATTERN: St. Louis enters today in 2nd place in the NL Central, 
4.5 games back of Milwaukee ... For the second consecutive season, the 
Cardinals sport a 36-28 record through the first 64 games ... The Car-
dinals five-game win streak is MLB's longest active ...A victory tonight 
would give the Redbirds their second six-game win streak of the season 
(also April 27-May 2), something the club hasn't accomplished since 
the 2022 season when they last made the postseason.

CITI SLICKERS: A victory tonight would give the Cardinals their first 
winning season series over the Mets since 2019 (5-2 record), also the 
last time they beat New York in four straight ... St. Louis is 17-12 in road 
games, MLB's 6th-best road win pct. (.586) this season (16-9 record 
while sporting road gray uniforms).

FIVE ALIVE: St. Louis has scored five or more runs in every game of 
their five-game win streak ... With another five runs tonight, the Cards 
will become the 9th Major League team to plate  5+ runs in an MLB-best 
six consecutive games this season ... St. Louis is 29-5 when scoring 5+ 
runs this season; Only the Braves (35), Brewers (32), and Dodgers (30) 
have more wins than the Redbirds when scoring 5+ runs.

RBI GUYS: St. Louis and Houston are the only two MLB with teammates ranking in the Top 10 in runs batted in: Yordan Alva-
rez, (48, T-5th), Christian Walker (48, T-5th), Jordan Walker (48, T-5th) and Alec Burleson (46, 10th) ... The last Cardinals 
duo to finish a season in MLB's Top 10 in RBI was 2022 with NL MVP Paul Goldschmidt (115, 4th) and Nolan Arenado (103, 
T-7th) ... Walker has driven in a run in his last four games, one fewer than his career high 5 games from earlier this season 
(April 28-May 2, 2026). 

OUCH!: Iván Herrera was hit by a pitch for the 14th and 15th time last night, tying his career high set last season and matching 
White Sock Sam Antonacci for the MLB lead ... Herrera and Dan McGann (1901) are the only two Cardinals in franchise history 
to be plunked 15+ times in the first 64 games of a season; Cincinnati's Shin-Soo Choo (18 in 2013) was the last Major Leaguer 
with more HBP in any team's first 64 games ... The Cardinals, Angels, and Mariners share the MLB lead with 46 hit by pitches. 

HIGH SOCIETY: The Society for American Baseball Research (SABR) recently announced its All-Time 19th Century Era Teams 
and included in their selections were the following four representatives from the Cardinals: Executive Chris Von Der Ahe (2nd 
Team); OF Tip O'Neill (3rd Team); P Bob Caruthers (3rd Team); & 3B Arlie Latham (3rd Team) ... SABR's All-Time Eras Teams 
project will continue through the year, with four eras (Segregation, Integration, Free Agency, and Modern) still to come.  

UNDER THE BRIGHT LIGHTS:  St. Louis is 24-13 (.649) in night games this season, 3rd-best record in MLB behind Atlanta 
(.708, 34-14) and Tampa Bay (.667, 24-12) ... The Mets rank T-21st in MLB with a 16-20 (.444) record in night tilts ... St. 
Louis is 12-5 road night games.

Louis on April 11, 1962, losing to the Cardinals at 
Busch Stadium I on Opening Day, 11-4...The day 
prior before the season opener was rained out, 
a dozen Mets players were trapped in the Chase 
Park Plaza elevator for about an hour.

TONIGHT'S STARTER:

Making his 13th start of the 2026 season tonight & his 2nd against the Mets this season - it's his 74th career start (182nd career appearance).
Is seeking his 7th win of the season which would surpass his season total from last year when he went 6-15; he won a career-high 8 in 2024.
Owns a 8.00 Run Support Average on the road and 2.95 at home; He's received 3 runs or less in 6 of his 7 Home starts, yet 5 runs or more in 4 of 
his 5 Road starts.
His 182nd career appearance tonight ranks 69th all-time among Cardinals pitchers, one back of Lon Warneke (183, 1937-42). He has joined 
Adam Wainwright (478 starts), Carlos Martinez (274), Lance Lynn (206), Miles Mikolas (204) and Chris Carpenter (198) since 2000 to 
reach both 182 career games pitched for St. Louis while also making 70 or more starts.
Leads all current Cardinals pitchers in career starts (73), wins (29), innings pitched (523.2) and strikeouts (372).
The Cardinals have won each of his last 4 road games (4-1 overall); He recently snapped a 4-game losing streak at Busch Stadium in his 
most recent start (6/3 vs. TEX) snapping a losing streak that dated back to his 1st Home win on 3/31 vs. NYM.
Had his streak of 10 consecutive starts of 5.0+ IP to begin the season end on 5/29 vs. CHC when he exited after 3,0 IP (75 pitches). His 10 starts of 
5.0 innings or more to begin a season were the most since Sonny Gray ran off 10 straight such starts to begin 2024.
Andre alternated Home & Road starts in his first 11 starts to begin the season, but that trend ended recent 9-game homestand when he made 
consecutive Home starts.
Made the Cardinals Opening Day Roster for the 5th time (2022-26), tied with Lars Nootbaar (60-day IL) for most among active Cardinals.

LAST TIME OUT (Wednesday, June 3 vs. Texas): ND, W, 5-3; 5.2 IP, 3 H, 1 R, 1 ER, 2 BB, 5 SO, 1 HR, 85 pitches.

Gained his 1st Home win since 3/31 vs. NYM as he bounced back from his 2nd shortest career start (3.0 IP) on 5/29 vs. CHC).
The win was the Cardinals 3rd-straight in games he's started, the longest such stretch since they did so by winning three-straight in May of 2025.

2026 NOTES:

SIX & THIRTY: Snapped a 4-game losing skid in games pitched at Busch Stadium as he matched his season total from 2025 with his 6th win of the 
season last Wed. (6/3) vs. TEX; It also marked his 30th career win which leads all current Cardinals.

ROAD HOUSE: Posted the lone Cardinals win on CIN/MIL road trip, winning the opening game of DH on 5/23 at CIN to improve to 4-0 on the road.

3 TURNS: Pitched into the 7th inning vs. KC (5/17) with a season-high 6.2 innings and 27 batters faced in a 2-0 loss.

THE STATE OF WINNING: With a win in Sacramento (5/12), earned his first MLB in his home state (CA).

SLIDE ON IN: Is holding opposing batters to a .183 BA (15-82) with his slider, and 26 of his 51 strikeouts this season have come via the slider.

COUNT ON ME: Has worked at least 5.0 IP in 11 of his 12 starts this season, allowing 2 runs or fewer in six of those games.

IF AT FIRST: Has had issues with 1st inning, allowing a .960 OPS, 13 runs and 4 HRs in 1st inning; batters are hitting .385 (10-26) when contacting the 
1st pitch of an 0-0 at-bat.

BITTER BREW: Allowed four 1st inning runs, including 3-run HR, in 6-2 loss to MIL (5/6), losing his 3rd straight decision at Busch Stadium.

AHOY MATEY: Pitched a then season-best 6.0 innings while allowing one run in the Cardinals 5-4 win at PNC Park (4/29) in game three of a four-game 
series sweep of Pittsburgh.

TRI-DENT: Fanned 8 Mariners on 4/24 in 5.1 IP, but took the 3-2 loss after Josh Naylor's solo HR in the 6th snapped a 2-2 tie.

SPACE TRAVELER: Earned his 1st road win since 5/16/25 (at KC) in a 7-5 Space City win over the Astros on 4/18 in Houston.

MARCH MADNESS: Made his 2026 season debut vs. NYM (3/31) and gained a 3-0 win as he worked 5.0 scoreless IP, allowing just 3 hits.

CAREER:

Has made the Cardinals Opening Day Roster for five consecutive seasons (2022-26) after arriving at 2022 Spring Training as a non-roster invitee, 
his first official invite to Major League Spring Training.
Is 13-16 in his 37 career games started at Busch Stadium while the Cardinals have gone 18-19 in those games.
Since his 2022 MLB debut, boasts the highest ground ball pct. (62.3%) in Major League Baseball among pitchers with 400.0+ IP. As a 
starting pitcher (392.0IP), Pallante's 58.9 career groundball pct. currently is the 10th-best in MLB since the stat has been tracked since 1987 (min. 
390.0 IP as starter).
Started vs. San Francisco (June 20, 2024) at Rickwood Field in Birmingham, Ala., tossing 5.1 innings in the 6-5 Cardinals win. Was the first 
Cardinals starting pitcher to earn a win at a neutral site since Alan Benes vs. San Diego on April 19, 1997 at Aloha Stadium in Honolulu, Hawaii.

PALLANTE vs. NEW YORK (N.L.):

Is making his 5th career start and 12th career appearance against the Mets tonight.
Is 1-2 with a 4.40 ERA career in his previous 11 appearances against the Mets.
Tonight will mark his 2nd career start (6th appearance) at Citi Field where he is 0-1 with a 3.48 ERA covering 10.0 IP; Suffered a 4-1 loss in his lone 
prior start on 4/17/25 in Queens, allowing 4 runs over 6.0 IP.
Banked his 1st career win vs. the Mets on 3/31/26 with 5.0 scoreless IP in the Cardinals 3-0 win.
Has allowed just 1 HR vs. the Mets in his 28.2 career IP - Mark Vientos on 4/17/25 at Citi Field.
His 1st career start against NYM came in a make-up game meeting at Busch Stadium on 8/5/24, a 6-0 Cardinals loss (4.2 IP/5 ER).
