WE'RE WHERE THE HEART IS: The Detroit Tigers today continue their 126th season of play with

their Comerica Park home opener vs. the St. Louis Cardinals ... the Tigers return to Detroit after a

seven-week sojourn that featured games in Florida, the Dominican Republic, Scottsdale, San Diego

and Phoenix ... the Tigers have lost four games in a row and turned in a 2-4 record out west to open
this season, the same record they posted during a six-game westward trek to start last year.

e Since this ballpark opened in 2000, the Tigers are 17-9 in their first 26 Comerica Park home
openers, including winning 14 of their last 17 games ... dating back to the 1901 season, the
Tigers are 71-53-1 in their previous 125 home openers.

e  TheTigers are playing their home opener vs. the Cardinals for the first time in franchise history
... this marks the second time the Tigers have opened up at home with an interleague series,
as the 2018 campaign started with a three-game set vs. Pittsburgh at Comerica Park.

e According to Elias, who has kept official weather records for the last 30 seasons dating to
1997, the warmest Tigers home opener on record (2020 not included) during this span was a
68-degree day on April 4, 2005 ... that mark might be threatened.

WHAT'S NEXT?: After this three-game weekend series vs. the Cardinals, the Tigers are back on

the road next week for a four-game series at the Minnesota Twins, Detroit's first competition vs.

an American League foe this year ... the Tigers had never opened up with three interleague series

until this year, and the Tigers join the Brewers as the only teams in baseball to do so this season.

e Overall, the Tigers will play 10 of their first 13 games on the road this season, their most road-
heavy stretch to start a season since 2007 (also 10 of their first 13 on the road).

e  The Tigers opened up their season on the road in four-consecutive years for only the second
time in their 126-season history, the first time since an eight-year run from 1993-2000.

WELCOME HOME: Framber Valdez today gets the nod in Detroit's home opener, his second start

for the club after a brilliant debut last Friday in San Diego ... he signed a three-year contract with

the club back in February after spending all or part of the last eight seasons with Houston (2018-

25), where he earned a pair of A.L. All-Star nods (2022-23) and was a 2022 World Champion.

e  Valdez is the seventh-different pitcher to start the home opener in the last seven years ... the
last Tiger to start more than one home opener was Spencer Turnbull in 2019 and 2022.

e Inthe past four seasons from 2022-25, Valdez led all left-handed pitchers with 767.2 innings
(105.0 more than his next closest foe), 83 quality starts (19 more than his next closest foe),
750 strikeouts (51 more), 57 wins (five more) and a 61.0 ground ball percentage.

HE'LL MANAGE: Tigers manager A.J. Hinch is now in his sixth season at the helm, the longest-

tenured Tigers manager since Hall of Famer Jim Leyland’s eight-year run from 2006-13 ... Hinch’s

396 wins with Detroit rank eighth most by a manager in club history ... Del Baker is next with 417

wins as a Tigers skipper while Ty Cobb is sixth with 479 victories.

e Hinch has 966 wins in his managerial career, second-most among active managers behind only
Cincinnati's Terry Francona (12th all-time with 2,036 wins).

e Hinch ranks 71st in wins all-time among managers and is within shouting distance of becoming
only the 67th manager to ever reach 1,000 career wins.

IT'S JUST A NUMBER: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle last week became the second-

youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the starting

lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns
made his major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

e Overall, McGonigle is the fourth-youngest Tiger in the history of the franchise to make his
major league debut on Opening Day, joining Burns at 21 years, 73 days; pinch-hitter Frank
Fuller at 21-103 on April 14, 1915; and relief pitcher Joel Zumaya at 21-145 on April 3, 2006.

e Atthe other end of the spectrum, Justin Verlander (43 years, 39 days old) on Monday became
the second-oldest pitcher to make a start in franchise history, trailing only Kenny Rogers who
made a start at 43 years, 309 days old on September 8, 2008.

ROSTER RUMBLINGS: RHP Drew Anderson, LHP Enmanuel De Jesus and INF Kevin McGonigle all
made their first-career opening day rosters ... six players - all pitchers - on Detroit's opening day
roster are new to the organization from last year (Anderson, De Jesus, RHPs Kenley Jansen, Connor
Seabold, Justin Verlander, LHP Framber Valdez) ... 18 players from Detroit's ALDS roster that took
Seattle to a decisive fifth game last October are on the opening day 26-man roster.

AND FINALLY: This series represents a rematch of the 1934, 1968 and 2006 World Series with
the Tigers coming up victorious in the 1968 Fall Classic ... in regular season play, the Tigers have
posted a 33-17 record vs. the Cardinals all-time ... the club's .660 winning percentage vs. St. Louis
is Detroit's best regular-season mark vs. any single opponent ... thanks to Elias.

« Made his Tigers debut on Friday, March 27 against San Diego...allowed one earned run on seven hits and a walk while striking out five over 6.0
innings...set to make his first home start for Detroit this afternoon.

« Signed with the Detroit Tigers as a free agent on Feb. 10, 2026...went 2-0 with a 0.98 ERA in four Spring Training starts for the Tigers.

« Has qualified for the postseason in 10 different seasons, winning the World Series with the Dodgers in 2020...has gone 12-9 with 20 saves and a
2.20 ERA (16 ER/65.1 IP) in 59 career playoff appearances, averaging 12.9 strikeouts per nine innings and posting a 0.796 WHIP...one of only three
pitchers to make at least 50 post-season outings this century, joining Mariano Rivera and Ryan Madson, while Jansen’s 20 post-season saves this
century trail only Rivera.
