SNAKE BITES:  The D-backs have won 4 of their last 6 
games, since Aug. 27, and 8 of their last 13 games, since 
Aug. 19, all against teams in a postseason position 
(Brewers and Dodgers) or within 4.0 games of a Wild 
Card berth (Guardians and Reds).  
• 6 of the D-backs’  last 8 games and 17 of their last 25, have been decided 

by 2 or fewer runs.

• Since August 8, the D-bac ks’ 5.42 runs per game rank seventh in MLB and 

fourth in the NL, behind the Mets (6.91), Yankees (6.00), Brewers (5.64), 

Braves (5.58), Rangers (5.48) and A’s (5.45). 

• The  D-backs’ 71 RBI with 2 outs since August 1 rank third in MLB, behind 

the Mets (75) and Phillies (74). 

•  The D-backs lead the Majors with 43 home runs this season in the 8th 

inning or later and are tied with the Phillies with 159 runs in that same 

category. 

LAST GAME: The D-backs dropped the series opener 
against the Rangers, 7-5, in 10 innings... Ketel Mar-

te and Geraldo Perdomo combined for the D-backs’ 
fourth game in franchise history where they started 
off  a game with 2+ consecutive homers, and marked 
the fi rst time since Marte and Gabriel Moreno did so to 
leadoff  the game on Aug. 5, 2024 @ Guardians. 
• Corbin Carroll has reached base safely in 1 9 consecutive games since 

Aug. 13,  the third-longest active streak in the Majors, behind Jackson 

Chourio/MIL (25) and Wyatt Langford/TEX (21).

• Ketel Marte recorded his 12th career lead off  homer, 1 shy of the fran-

chise record held by Chris Young (13)...has reached base safely in 7 con-

secutive games, as well as in 26 of his last 27 starts since Aug. 1, batting 

.305 (32-for-105)/.884 OPS.  

• Ryne Nelson did not factor into the decision after allowing 3 runs on 4 

hits with 7 strikeouts against 1 walk in 6.0 IP...over his last 15 starts since 

June 13, has pitched to a 3.03 ERA (29 ER in 86.0 IP) and an opponent 

.218 AVG (70-for-321). 

ROSTER MOVES: The D-backs today recalled RHP Tay-

lor Rashi and INF Connor Kaiser from Triple-A Reno, 
optioned RHP Juan Burgos to Reno and placed OF 
Lourdes Gurriel Jr. (torn right ACL) on the 10-day In-
jured List. 

VS. RANGERS:  The D-backs face the Rangers for the 2nd 
time, having taken 2 of 3 from Aug. 11-13 on the road.
• The D-backs have won 4 of their last 6 games vs. 

Rangers, since Sept. 10, 2024, and 7 of their last 11 
regular-season meetings, since May 3, 2023. 

SCHEDULE ODDITY: The D-backs and Rangers are second 
3-game series of the season marks the eighth time in 
franchise history the D-backs have played multiple 
3-game series vs. AL opponents: 2021 vs. Mariners, 
2020 vs. Astros, 2015 vs. Astros, 2007 vs. Orioles, 2005 
vs. Tigers, 2000 vs. Rangers and 1999 vs. Rangers.  

NO HOMERS CLUB:  The D-backs starting rotation has al-
lowed just 4 home runs in their last 12 games (59.0 IP).  

WINNING IN AUGUST: The  D-backs went 17-12 (.586) in Au-
gust, their highest winning percentage of any month 
this season...their winning percentage last month 
ranked fourth in the Majors behind the Brewers (21-9, 
.700), Phillies (18-11, .621) and Red Sox (17-11, .607). 

EXTRA! EXTRA!:  Corbin Carroll’s 72 extra-base hits (27 
doubles, 16 triples, 29 home runs) are the most in the 
NL and second most in the Majors to Aaron Judge/NYY 
(73).  
•   With a month remaining in the season, Carroll’s 72 extra-base hits this 

season are already seventh most all-time by a D-backs left-handed hitter, 

behind Luis Gonzalez in 2001 (100) and 2000 (80), Stephen Drew in 2008 

(76), Steve Finley in 1999 (76), and Gonzalez in 2003 (76) and 1999 (75). 

•  With 27 doubles, 16 triples, 29 home runs and 23 stolen bases this sea-

son, he is 4 triples shy of becoming the fi fth player in Major League his-

tory to record a 20+ double, 20+ triple, 20+ homer, 20+ stolen base 

season (20-20-20-20), joining  Frank Schulte/CHC in 1911, Willie Mays/

NYG in 1957, Jimmy Rollins in 2007 and Curtis Granderson in 2007...Mays 

and Rollins accomplished the feat with 30+ homers. 

SECOND HALF PERDOMO: Among all qualifi ed NL players 
since the All-Star break, Geraldo Perdomo leads the 
league in on-base percentage (.418), second in batting 
average (.329) and eighth in OPS (.944). 
• Perdomo  has reached base safely 77 times during the second half of the 

season, the second-highest total in the NL and fourth-most in the Majors 

behind Jurickson Profar/ATL (80), Bo Bichette/TOR (79) and Nick Kurtz/

ATH (79). 

BLAZING A TRAIL:  Blaze Alexander has hit all 7 of his 
home runs and 14 of his 18 extra-base hits this season 
in his last 28 games since August 3 (.545 SLG/.902 OPS).
•  The D-backs are 12-4 when he has an extra-base hit and 6-1 when he 

homers. 

•  Posted a 19.0 pct. chase rate (swinging at pitches outside the zone) in Au-

gust, the best single-month rate of his professional career, Major or Minor 

Leagues.

NABIL THE THRILL: Nabil Crismatt is making his third start 
and fourth appearance of the season tonight, having 
allowed 2 or fewer earned runs in each of his fi rst 3 out-
ings. 
• In 3 career starts, Crismatt has gone 1-0 with a 1.98 ERA (3 ER in 13.2 

IP), 11 strikeouts, 5 walks and an opponent .226 AVG (12-for-53)...his 

lone start outside of this season came on April 10, 2022 @ D-backs as a 

member of the Padres (0 ER in 3.0 IP, 4 K, 3 BB). 

NEXT STARTER: RHP ZAC GALLEN (10-13, 4.94) 

•  Is 3-1 with a 2.57 ERA (10 ER in 35.0 IP), 28 strikeouts 
and 9 walks in his last 6 outings since Aug. 2. 

• Earned his 10th win of the season in his last outing on 
Aug. 29 @ Dodgers, marking his fourth consecutive sea-
son of 10+ wins...he joins Randy Johnson (1999-2002), 
Brandon Webb (2005-08) and Zack Greinke (2016-19) as 
the only pitchers in franchise history to record four con-
secutive 10+ win seasons.
