PRONUNCIATIONS

RHP Abner Uribe, 23, made his Major League debut last season, going 1-0 with a 1.76 ERA and 1 save in 32 relief 
appearances with Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .154 batting average with 39 strikeouts in 30.2 innings.....he 
signed with Milwaukee as a non-drafted free agent out of the Dominican Republic on 7/2/18.

LHP Jared Koenig, 30, signed with Milwaukee on Nov. 17 and is a non-roster invitee.....he went 6-4 with a 3.81 ERA 
and 7 saves in 48 games (1 start) last season at Double-A San Antonio (12g) and Triple-A El Paso (36g, 1gs) in the 
Padres organization.....his only Major League experience came with Oakland in 2022 (10g, 5gs).....from 2017-19, he 
pitched in independent leagues.

RHP Thyago Vieira, 31, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville, where he went 2-2 with a 3.35 ERA and 8 
saves in 33 relief appearances.....he appeared in 2 games with Milwaukee in 2023 after joining the team on Sept. 6.....
Vieira also has Major League experience with Seattle (1g in 2017) and Chicago-AL (22g from 2018-19) and in Japan 
with the Yomiuri Giants from 2020-22.....he was born and resides in Brazil.

LHP Hoby Milner, 33, went 2-1 with a 1.82 ERA in 73 relief appearances last season.....his 73 outings led the team and 
marked a career high.....he ranked among NL relief leaders in appearances (4th), ERA (5th) and WHIP (6th, 0.96).....
he held opponents to a .209 batting average, marking a career best.

ALSO SCHEDULED TO PITCH...

RHP Colin Rea, 33, went 6-6 with a 4.55 ERA in 26 games (22 starts) with Milwaukee last season.....he set career 
highs in wins (6), games (26), starts (22), innings pitched (124.2) and strikeouts (110).....he held opponents to a .235 
batting average, marking a career best.....the team went 14-8 in his starts.....he made 4 quality starts.....Rea is signed 
through the 2024 season with a club option for 2025.
