GASSER AT A GLANCE: Robert Gasser, who turns 27 on May 31, will be making his second start of the season....Gasser made his season debut last Sunday at Minnesota
and had no decision in the Brewers’ 5-4 loss (4ip, 3h, 3r, 2er, 2bb, 3k, 3hbp, 79 pitches).....he joined the team from Triple-A Nashville, where he was 0-0 with a 3.74 ERA in B
starts (21.2ip, 24h, 10r, Ser, 8bb, 32k, 1hr)....Gasser was acquired from San Diego with three others on 8/1/22 as part of the trade for LHP Josh Hader....he was selected by
the Padres in Competitive Balance Round B of the 2021 First-Year Player Draft from the University of Houston.....he also attended the University of New Mexico in addition
to San Joaquin Delta College.

LAST SEASON: Gasser spent most of the season on the B0-day injured list as he recovered from “Tommy John” surgery....he was reinstated on August 30 and optioned to
Triple-A Nashville....he went 3-2 with a 2.25 ERA in 10 games/B starts with the Sounds (including his rehab assignment]....he was recalled by the Brewers on September 21
and made 2 starts, coming in losses on 8/21 at St. Louis and 9/27 vs. Cincinnati.....he also made 2 postseason appearances, both coming in relief.
