SKID GROW: The Detroit Tigers and Cleveland Guardians tonight play the third game of their four-

game series at Comerica Park, the backend of Detroit's two-team, seven-game homestand that

began with a series loss to Toronto (1-2) ... the Tigers have now lost four games in a row, 12 of their
last 14 games and 17 of their past 23 games since a 10-3 stretch (just prior to this rough patch)
upped Detroit's record to 14-12 and a share of first place.

e At 20-29, the Tigers have reached nine games below .500 for the first time this season and
for the first time since waking up on July 5, 2024 with a 39-48 record ... the Tigers are tied for
fourth place in the A.L. Central, 7.5 games behind the Guardians, which is Detroit's largest
deficit in the division since waking up on September 26, 2024 7.5 games out of first place.

e  The Tigers have dropped seven of their last eight home games after winning 12 of their first
15 home games to begin the season.

e The Tigers are eight games into their current 13-games-in-13-days stretch with a 1-7 record
... this span matches the club's longest stretch of the season without a day off thus far ... the
Tigers are scheduled for one additional 13-day stretch this year plus a season-long 14-games-
in-14-days stretch from June 19-July 2.

e After this series, the Tigers depart for a quick three-game road trip at the Baltimore Orioles
before returning for a quick three-game homestand next week vs. the Los Angeles Angels.

GET ON WITH IT: Riley Greene has reached base safely in 28 of his last 29 games and in 45 of his
49 games overall this season ... Greene is the only player in all of baseball to reach base safely in
as many as 45 different games this season ... Greene has reached base safely in his last eight plate
appearances since seeing his career-best 26-game on-base streak come to an end on Sunday.

BOARDS MEMBER: Riley Greene is all over the American League leaderboards this season, as he
leads the league with a .335 batting average and .433 on-base percentage ... Greene is also tied for
the league lead with Bobby Witt Jr. and Shea Langeliers with 58 hits and tied for the league lead
with Taylor Ward with 15 doubles ... Greene's .925 OPS ranks sixth in the A.L.

TO OUR DISMAY: The Tigers have turned in a .213 (119-for-559) team batting average and .611

team OPS within the month of May, the fourth-lowest average and tied for the second-lowest OPS

in the majors ... the Tigers have reached double digits in hits in two of their 17 games this month

while scoring three runs or less in six of their past seven contests and in 11 of their last 13 games.

e  The Tigers are in danger of posting their lowest team batting average in any calendar month
since batting .213 in June of 2024 and are in danger of posting their lowest team OPS in any
calendar month since turning in a .602 OPS in May of 2022.

REMEMBER FOLKS, HE'S 21: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.5 bWAR through his first 47 major league
games, the third-best mark in the A.L. this season behind only Bobby Witt Jr (3.3 bWAR) and Cody
Bellinger (2.6 bWAR) ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

IT'S NOT EASY BEING GREENE: Riley Greene is now batting .395 (47-for-119) with 11 doubles, four
homers, 18 RBI, a .493 on-base, a .588 slugging and a 1.081 OPS in his last 35 games over the past
five+ weeks starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in on-base percentage and batting average and
is second in the majors in OPS in this span.

THERE'S BEEN A BIT OF CHAOS: The Tigers this year have seen their starting pitcher toss less than
four innings 12 times so far through their first 49 games, one season after setting a club record
by seeing its starting pitcher complete at least four innings in each of the team's first 35 games
(surpassing the previous mark of their first 32 games in 1905 and 1907) ... in 2024, chaos reigned
when Tigers starting pitchers had 43 starts of less than four innings, many by design.

SERIES-LY SPEAKING: The Tigers have lost their last four series and six of their last seven series
dating to April 24 after going 5-2-1 in their first eight series to begin the season through April 23.

DAY AND NIGHT IS NIGHT AND DAY: The Tigers enter tonight's contest with a 9-23 (.281) record in
night games this season, the lowest winning percentage in the majors ... Detroit's 9-23 night game
record is its roughest through 32 night games to start a season since losing 27 of its first 32 night
games 30 years ago in 1996 ... by the same token, the Tigers have an 11-6 record (.647) during day
games this season, the fourth-best record in all of baseball for games in daylight.

AND FINALLY: Last night the Tigers collected their 14th loss of the season in a game in which they
were leading at one point, tied for the third-most such setbacks in baseball this season ... the Tigers
have incurred five such losses in their last eight games starting last Tuesday May 12 in New York ...
overall this season, only the Twins and Blue Jays, with 15, have more such losses than the Tigers.
