THE WORD ON THE BIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals continue their six-
game homestand (2-1 vs. LAD, MIL-3) this evening with the opening
game of a three-game series against the defending NL Central Cham-
pion Milwaukee Brewers in their 1st meeting of 2026...the Cardinals
dropped a 4-1 decision to the Los Angeles Dodgers yesterday, ending
their season-high six-game win streak that had included a four-game
series sweep at Pittsburgh last week...the Cardinals were a season-best
7 games over .500 at 20-13 follwing Saturday's win, as they became
one of the first seven teams in in MLB with 20+ wins...the Cardinals,
who are 9-9 at home, have an even run differential with 166 runs scored
and 166 runs allowed in their first 34 games played.

FLIGHT PATTERN: St. Louis entered today tied with Cincinnati for 2nd
place in the NL Central, 2.0 games back of first place Chicago... to-
night's game is their 11th in a season-high stretch of 17-straight games
without an off day (6-4 record)...the Cardinals will make their first trip
to the West Coast following Wednesday's game with a 4-game series at
San Diego and a 3-game set against the Athletics in Sacramento - their
first ever visit to the City of Trees and Sutter Health Park.

BURLY & CHURCH TAKE WEEKLY HONORS: First Baseman Alec
Burleson (.407 BA, 1.225 OPS, 2 HR, 11 RBI) was recognized today
by MLB as the NL Player of the Week for April 27-May 3 and Nathan
Church was recognized with MLB's Play of the Week for his walk-off HR
robbery of the Pirates last Wed. at PNC Park...Burleson's POW award
is the 1st for a Cardinal since Albert Pujols was recognized in Sept. of
2022.

ROSTER MOVES: The Cardinals recalled INF César Prieto (#31) from
Memphis (AAA) and optioned INF/OF Thomas Saggese to Memphis
prior to tonight's game...Prieto, 26, who debuted with the Cardinals last

SKY-WALKER AMONG STARS IN WAR: Rightfielder Jordan Walker, who has a team-high 10 HR (T4th-NL), .307 BA & .964
OPS (4th-NL) is one of just two MLB position players with a bWAR of 2.2 or higher, trailing only Atlanta's Matt Olson (2.3)
and ahead of Shohei Ohtani (2.1), Aaron Judge (2.1) and Kevin McGonigle (2.1)...Walker has just one career game played
on "May the Fourth Be With You" day as celebrated by Star Wars fans.

MANAGER MATH: Cardinals manager Oliver "0li" Marmol (345-337 from 2022-26) needs just one more win to tie Miller
Huggins (346, 1913-17) for 11th on the franchise's all-time managerial wins list and he is six wins shy of matching Joe Torre

(1990-95) for 10th all-time with 351.

CENTRAL CASTING: Aside from the COVID-shortened 2020 season, the Cardinals & Brewers have held the NL Central title
since 2018 with the Brewers winning in 2018, 2021, 2023, 2024 & 2025 and the Cardinals winning in 2019 & 2022.

Riley 0’Brien’s grandfather Johnny O’Brien was
drafted by the NBA’s Milwaukee Hawks in 1953,
but instead chose to play baseball.

Nolan Gorman hit his first MLB home run on May
28, 2022 vs. Milwaukee with a 1st-inning solo
shot off Adrian Houser at Busch Stadium.
