THIS DATE IN ASTROS HISTORY
MAY 3

2022 - With a 4-0 win over the Mariners
at home, Dusty Baker becomes the 12th
manager in MLB history to reach 2,000
career wins. In his 4 seasons as Astros
manager (2020-23), Baker's Astros ad-
vanced to the ALCS all 4 seasons, won 2
AL Pennants and a WS championship in
2022. His 2,183 wins as a manger overall
rank 8th in MLB history.

TODAY'S GAME: The Astros and Red Sox play the
rubber match of this 3-game weekend series here
at Fenway Park this afternoon...RHP Cody Bolton
(0-1) will start for the Astros vs. BOS LHP Ranger
Suarez (2-2)...today will be Bolton's 1st career
appearance at Fenway Park.

THAT’'S A WRAP: Today is the finale of a 6-game
road trip (2-3 thus far) for the Astros...HOU was 1-2
in BAL on the first stop of the trip.

HOMEWARD BOUND: Following today’s game, the
Astros will fly back to Houston for a brief, 3-game
homestand vs. the LA Dodgers (Mon.-Wed.)...VS.
LAD: In their last meeting, the Astros swept the
Dodgers in a 3-game series at Dodger Stadium
(July 4-6), outscoring LA, 29-6 in the three games.

TODAY'’S STARTER: RHP Cody Bolton is making
his 3rd start and 5th app. overall this afternoon...
Bolton's last app. was in relief on Thursday in BAL
(11P, 1 R)...prior to his last app., Bolton had been
on the IL due to mid-back inflammation, caused
when he has struck by aline drive...VS. BOS: Bolton
earned his Ist career save on March 31vs. the Red
Sox, hurling the final 3.0 innings of the Astros 9-2
win (3.0 IP, 3 H, TER, 1BB, 5 S0O)...today will be his
1st career app. at Fenway Park and his 4th career
app. vs. the Red Sox overall (all had been in relief).

LOTS OF LEFTIES: The Astros will have faced LH
startersin all 3 games of this series...the last time
they faced a LH starter in all games of a 3-game
series was April 30-May 2, 2021 vs. TB (almost
exactly 5 years ago)...the last time that HOU has
faced 3 consecutive LH starters overall was Sept.
19-21, 2024 vs. LAA (4-game series)...source: Elias.

VS THE SAWX: The Astros swept the Red Sox in a
3-game series at Daikin Park earlier this season,
Mar. 30-April 1, and are 4-1vs. them in 2026...over
the past 10 seasons (since 2017), HOU is 34-23
(.596) vs. BOS overall.

FUN AT FENWAY: Despite being sweptin a 3-game
series in their last visit here (Aug. 1-3), the Astros
have had recent success at Fenway Park...HOU has
won 7 of their last 11games at the Fens...prior to last
year's series in Aug., HOU had swept the Red Sox
in 2 consecutive visits to Fenway, Aug. 28-30 of
2023 and Aug. 9-11of 2024 (both 3-game series)...
additionally, the Astros are 17-10 (.630) in the reg-
ular season at Fenway Park since 2017...Houston
is also 4-3 at Fenway all-time in the postseason.

YESTERDAY'S RECAP: The Astros topped the Red
Sox yesterday afternoon, 6-3...RHP Spencer Arri-
ghetti (4-0) earned his 4th win in as many starts
(51P,5H,1ER, 5 BB, 4 SO)...Christian Walker (3x4,
HR, 2 RBI) and Brice Matthews (2x3, HR, 3 RBI)
combined to drive in 5 of the Astros 6 runs.

SPENCER'’S GIFTS: With yesterday’s win, RHP
Spencer Arrighetti, who is 4-0 with a 196 ERA, is
the first Astros’ starter to earn a winning decision
in each of his 1st 4 starts of a season since RHP
Zack Greinke in 2019 (also 4)...other Astros pitch-
ers with streaks of at least 4 straight starts with a
win to begin a season are: RHP Justin Verlander
(2017-5 wins), RHP Roger Clemens (2004-7 wins,
and RHP Dave Guisti (1965-4 wins).

DAYTIMERS: As a result of Wednesday night's
rainout in BAL, 4 of the 6 games on the Astros
current road trip will have been day games...HOU
ended their last homestand with a day game, so
they will have played 5 of 7 games in the daytime
once they complete this road trip.

HIT PARADE: The Astros, who lead the AL in bat-
ting (.269), have reached double-figures in hits
in each of the last 5 games, going 61x191(.319) in
that span...it is their longest streak since another
5-game streak, July 19-23 of 2025...the last time
that the Astros reached double-figures in hits in
6 straight games was Aug. 6-12, 2024...the club
record is 8 straight games, done several times
(last: June 10-18, 2018)...last night marked the 16th
game in which HOU reached double figures in hits
in 2026...source: Elias.

PLAYER OF THE MONTH?: Yordan Alvarez is a
strong candidate for the AL Player of the Month
Award for March/April as he has had a torrid start
to his season, hitting .331with 12 HR and 27 RBI...
Alvarez currently leads the ALin TB (87), is T-Istin
RBI (27), ranks 2nd in OBP (.438), SLG (.685) and
OPS (1123), T-2nd in HR (12) and 3rd in BA (.33]1)...
he is also T-1st in the AL in WAR (1.9).

HISTORIC HOMERS: Yordan Alvarez is off to one
of the most prolific starts in franchise history...
his 12 HR through the club’s first 34 games of the
season are the T-2nd-most in franchise history...

WALKER, TEXAS HAMMER: Christian Walker
is hitting .409 (18x44) in his last 11 games (since
4/20) with 4 HR and 10 RBI...Among The Leaders:

(71), 6th in OPS (963) and 9th in BA (.309).

LAST APPEARANCE, APRIL 30 at BAL (G2): pitched in relief his last outing, allowing 1 run on 1 hit and 1 walk in 1.0 inning on Thursday at BAL (18 pitches-8
strikes)...was reinstated from the 15-day IL that day after missing 17 days with right mid-back inflammation.

ABOUT BOLTON: right-handed hurler is making his 3rd Major League start today...does have ample Major League experience as a reliever, having made 36 relief
appearances with the Pirates (2023), Mariners (2024), Guardians (2025) and Astros (2026) ...has combined to go 1-1-1 with a 5.79 ERA (33ER/51.1IP) in the Majors.

2026 AT A GLANCE: broke camp with Triple A Sugar Land, but did not pitch in the Space Cowboys opening series before being selected to the Astros Major League
roster on March 30...recorded his 1st career Major League save on March 31 vs. BOS after allowing 1 run on 3 hits and 1 walk in 3.0 innings...in his next outing, made his
1st career start on April 6 at COL and pitched a career-high 4.1 innings, giving up 2 runs despite being hit by a comebacker to his back in the 1st inning...made his next turn
in the rotation on April 12 at SEA, but lasted just 1.0 inning before his back flared up on him...was placed on the IL from April 13-29 due to right mid-back inlammation...was
reinstated from the Injured List on April 30.

REHAB STINT: made 1 start in his rehab assignment, coming on April 25 with Triple A Sugar Land, and worked 2.0 innings while allowing 1 run on 2 hits with 1 walk vs.
Round Rock (20 pitches-13 strikes).

VS. BOS: has appeared in 3 career games vs. the Red Sox, recording a 4.50 ERA (3ER/61P) with 6 strikeouts.

SPRING TRAINING: was a non-roster invite at Astros Spring Training...made 1 appearance for the Astros on Feb. 22 vs. STL (1ER/0.2IP)...was reassigned to minor
league camp on March 2.

BOLTON'S JOURNEY: the California native was selected by the Pittsburgh Pirates in the 6th round of the 2017 Draft...traded to the Mariners on Nov. 2, 2023, and then to
the Guardians on April 8, 2025...was released by the Guardians on June 6, 2025...was injured at the time of his release...signed by the Astros to a 2-year minor league
contract on July 24, 2025...finished his season in the Astros organization.

COMMANDER CODY: is just the third player with the first name of Cody to appear in a game with the Astros...he joined IF Cody Ransom (19g in 2007) and C Cody
Clark (16gin 2013).

VS. BOS: Has made 1 career appearance against the Red Sox, struck out 1 in 1.0 scoreless inning on April 1, 2026 at Daikin Park.

CHANGING THINGS UP: Has tossed his changeup at a 26.9-percent rate, which would be a career-high usage for the pitch...used his changeup at a 19.3-percent rate as
a rookie in 2025...has held opponents to a .167 average (4x24) with his changeup this season.
