YOU MIGHT WANT TO BUY A COAT: Fresh off a series win this past weekend vs. St. Louis, the 
Detroit Tigers have arrived in Minneapolis to tonight begin a four-game series with the Twins ... the 
Tigers have won two of their first three series to begin this campaign ... tonight might have many 
on the field and the hearty in attendance yearning for the days of the Metrodome, as game-night 
wind chills are forecasted to float anywhere in the range of 18-24 degrees fahrenheit.   
•	 Tonight marks Detroit's first game vs. an A.L. opponent this season, as the Tigers opened up 

the season with three interleague series for the first time in franchise history ... they joined 
the Brewers as the lone clubs in baseball to start off with three interleague sets this year.

•	 After this series, the Tigers will return to interleague play this weekend when they welcome 
the Miami Marlins to Comerica Park on Friday to start a three-game set.

•	 Overall, the Tigers will play 10 of their first 13 games on the road this season, their most road-
heavy stretch to start a season since 2007 (also 10 of their first 13 on the road).

CENTRAL CASTING: Tonight marks Detroit's first of 52 games against A.L. Central competition this 
year ... after opening this season with nine games against the National League, the Tigers will play 
seven of their next 10 games within their division through next Thursday, April 16 ... however, 
Detroit will say buh bye to intradivision play for the next 19 games after that through May 6, 
meaning the Tigers will only play seven of their first 38 games this year against A.L. Central foes.   

THIS IS ALL RIGHT I GUESS: The Tigers tonight will square off against Minnesota right-handed 
starting pitcher Joe Ryan, Detroit's 10th-straight opposing righty starter to begin this season ... 
in fact, the Twins are scheduled to start four right-handed pitchers this week, which would raise 
Detroit's season-opening run of righties to 13 in a row out of the gate.

OF MIZE AND MINN: 2025 A.L All-Star Casey Mize makes his second start of the season after 
recording a tough-luck no-decision his first time out last Tuesday in Arizona when he limited the 
Diamondbacks to just one run in six strong innings ... he struck out nine, one shy of his single-game 
high 10 strikeouts last done in his most-recent start in this ballpark on August 16, 2025.
•	 Mize won three of his four starts vs. Minnesota last season, posting a 0.89 WHIP and averaging 

11.0 strikeouts per nine innings vs. Twins batters in 2025.
•	 Last year Mize led the Tigers with 14 wins, a career-best by a large margin after starting his 

career with nine wins in his first 61 major league outings in his first four seasons from 2021-24. 

SAVE ME!: Kenley Jansen enters the week with 477 career saves, fourth-most in major league 
history and only one save shy of tying Lee Smith (478 saves) for third-most.
•	 The Tigers are the first team in major league history to have three players on their opening day 

roster with 20 or more saves from the year prior: Kyle Finnegan (24 saves), Kenley Jansen (29 
saves) and Will Vest (23 saves) ... thanks to Elias.

HE'LL MANAGE: Tigers manager A.J. Hinch is now in his sixth season at the helm, the longest-
tenured Tigers manager since Hall of Famer Jim Leyland’s eight-year run from 2006-13 ... Hinch’s 
398 wins with Detroit rank eighth most by a manager in club history ... Del Baker is next with 417 
wins as a Tigers skipper while Ty Cobb is sixth with 479 victories.
•	 Hinch has 968 wins in his managerial career, second-most among active managers behind only 

Cincinnati's Terry Francona (12th all-time with 2,039 wins).
•	 Hinch ranks 71st in wins all-time among managers and is within shouting distance of becoming 

only the 67th manager to ever reach 1,000 career wins.

IT'S JUST A NUMBER: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle became the second-youngest 
player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the starting lineup 
on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his 
major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias. 

IT'S NOT EASY BEING GREENE: Riley Greene last Friday recorded his 500th career hit via an RBI 
single ... Greene is just the 20th player in 126 years of franchise history to reach 500 career hits 
before his 26th birthday ... he is two doubles shy of becoming only the 14th player in franchise 
history to reach 100 doubles by age 26 ... thanks to Elias.

AND FINALLY: As mentioned above, the Tigers are now expected to face at least 13-straight right-
handed starting pitchers out of the gate, the first time this would happen for Detroit since the club 
faced 18-straight right-handed starters to begin the 2019 campaign ... last year the Houston Astros 
also faced 13-straight right-handed starters to begin their season ... thanks to Elias.

Allowed just one run over six strong innings, striking out nine in his first start of the year against Arizona...looks to stay hot against a team he had 

success against last season, winning three of his four starts against the Twins in 2025.

Started 28 games for the Tigers in 2025 and marked a career-best 14-6 record...posted a 3.48 ERA (64ER/149.0IP) and a career-high 139 

strikeouts.

Named a 2025 All-Star for the first time in his career on July 11, becoming the sixth Tigers’ player to be named to the team. 

Made his first postseason appearance on Oct. 1 against the Cleveland Guardians...made his first postseason start at home on Oct. 8, posting six 

strikeouts in three innings to start the game in the teams' 9-3 win over the Seattle Mariners to force a game five of the ALDS. That start marked the 

first time Mize threw six strikeouts in less than 4.1 innings.

Mize (14-6) and Tarik Skubal (13-6) are the first Tigers teammates to reach 13 wins since 2014: Max Scherzer (18), Justin Verlander (15) and Rick 

Porcello (15)...New York’s Max Fried and Carlos Rodón were the only other A.L. teammates with at least 13 wins last year.

Set a season and tied a career high with 10 strikeouts against the Minnesota Twins on Aug. 16...marked the second double-digit strikeout game of 

his career, the first being on June 24 vs. Philadelphia, when he struckout 10 batters in 4.1 innings.

Placed on the 15-day IL on May 10 with a left hamstring strain last season.

Became the first Tigers pitcher to win four games in April since Jordan Zimmerman won five games in 2016...went 4-1 with a 2.12 ERA (6 ER/24.1 

IP) in five starts in April.

Recorded first win at home since 2021 on April 7 last year in a 6-2 win against the New York Yankees...recorded six strikeouts and held the Yankees 

to four hits and one run through six innings of work.

with a 1.50 ERA (3ER/18IP) with 23 strikeouts. 

Made his first post-season appearance with the Tigers in 2025, playing six games and striking out three in 7.1 innings of work.
