2025 IN REVIEW: The Brewers went 97-85 to finish in first place in the NL Central,
5.0 games ahead of the Cubs....Milwaukee had the best record in baseball for only the
second time in franchise history (1982) and set a franchise record for regular-season
wins....the team beat the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

BREWING SUCCESS: The Brewers have qualifed for the postseason seven times in the
last eight seasons and three seasons in a row....the team was just two games away
from making the postseason in nine straight seasons (2017-25), missing out in both
2017 and 2022 by a single game.....Milwaukee has waon the NL Central in four of the last
five seasons and three seasons in a row.

BREWING CONSISTENCY: The Brewers, Astros and Dodgers are the only Major League
teams with 86+ wins in each of the last eight full seasons (2017-25).....this does not
include the shortened 2020 season.....the Brewers have 771 wins since 2017, which
ranks fourth in the majors behind the Dodgers [861), Astros [812]) and Yankees (795).

MISIOROWSKI AT A GLANCE: Jacob Misiorowski, who turned 24 this past Friday, is making his third start of the season.....he last pitched last Wednesday vs. Tampa Bay and
had no decision in an 8-2 win (Bip, 4h, 2r, 2er, 2bb, 7k, 1hr, Thbp, 94 pitches).....he earned a 14-2 win vs. Chicago-AL on Opening Day (5ip, 2h, 1r, Ter, 3bb, 11k, 1hr, 94 pitches).....
his 11 strikeouts set a franchise record for any pitcher on Opening Day....he became the third-youngest pitcher in franchise history to start on Opening Day (23.357) behind
only Bill Parsons (23.242 in 1972) and Ben Sheets (23.258 in 2002).....Misiorowski was selected by Milwaukee in the second round of the 2022 First-Year Player Draft from
Crowder [MO] College, where he pitched one season [2022] and became the highest drafted player in school history....name is pronounced “miz-uh-RAD-skee.”

LAST SEASON: Misiorowski made his Major League debut and went 5-3 with a 4.36 ERA in 15 games/14 starts.....the team went 9-5 in his starts....he had 3 guality starts.....
opponents batted .213 (51-for-239, 8hr)....he recorded 87 strikeouts in B6.0 innings.....his 202 pitches of 100+ MPH ranked fifth in the Major Leagues....Misiorowski was
named an All-Star after just five games under his belt, the fewest in Major League history.....he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/3-8/14 with a left tibia contusion,
retroactive to 7/31....he went 2-0 with a 1.29 ERA in 2 games in the NLOS against the Cubs with both outings coming out of the bullpen (7ip, 4h, 1r, 1er, 2bb, 7k, 1hr)....he
appeared in Game 3 of the NLCS against the Dodgers and took the loss (5ip, 3h, 2r, Ter, 1bb, 9k).

CAREER AT AMERICAN FAMILY FIELD: Is 4-0 with a 3.21 ERA in 10 games/3 starts (47.2ip, 17er)....is 2-0 with a 2.45 ERA in 2 starts this season (11ip, 3er).
