FREDDY, WILLING AND ABLE: RHP Freddy Peralta will make the first Opening Day start of his career next Thursday 
against the Mets at Citi Field.....Peralta will be just the third pitcher in franchise history born in the Domincan Republic to 
start on Opening Day, joining LHP Rafael Roque (1999) and RHP Wily Peralta (2016).....he has never pitched at Citi Field.

PRONUNCIATIONS

RHP JB Bukauskas, 27, went 5-2 with a 2.92 ERA and 6 saves in 32 relief appearances at Triple-A Nashville last 
season after he was claimed off waivers by Milwaukee from Seattle on April 18.....during four stints with the Brewers, 
he did not surrender a run over 5 relief appearances (6ip, 4h, 0r, 1bb, 6k).....Bukauskas was on the 15-day injured list 
twice last season: 5/20-6/11 (cervical strain) and 9/27-end of season (right ring finger tendon injury).

RHP Trevor Megill, 30, went 1-0 with a 3.63 ERA in 31 games (2 starts) during five stints with Milwaukee last season 
after he was acquired from Minnesota on April 30 in exchange for a player to be named and cash.....he struck out 
52 batters in just 34.2 innings.

RHP Joel Payamps, 29, went 7-5 with a 2.55 ERA and 3 saves in a career-high 69 relief appearances during his first 
season with Milwaukee.....his 28 holds tied for second in the National League.....opponents batted just .219.

RHP Elvis Peguero, who turns 27 on March 20, went 4-5 with a 3.38 ERA and 1 save in 59 relief appearances last 
season.....he held opponents to a .222 batting average.....he has also pitched in the Major Leagues with Los Angeles-
AL (2021-22).....Peguero was acquired from the Angels on 11/22/22 as part of the trade for OF Hunter Renfroe.

RHP Bryse Wilson, 26, went 6-0 with a 2.58 ERA and 3 saves in 53 relief appearances during his first season with 
Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .211 batting average.....he pitched as a full-time reliever for the first time in his 
professional career.....he was named Brewers Unsung Hero as voted on by members of the Milwaukee Chapter of 
the BBWAA.....Wilson was acquired from Pittsburgh in exchange for cash on 1/4/23.
