
TODAY'S GAME: The Giants continue their opening homestand 
tonight with the second of a three-game set against the 
Washington Nationals.

	 After yesterday's loss, SF has dropped seven of its last eight 
contests against the Nationals dating back to May 1, 2022.

	 The Giants have gone 1-2 at home against the Nationals 
in each of the last two seasons, marking the first time San 
Francisco has gone under .500 in consecutive seasons at 
home against Washington since doing so in 2005-06 (1-2 
in each season).  

	 Over their last 10 matchups also dating to 2022, the Giants 
have gone 2-8 with a -39 run differential vs. the Nationals...
SF pitchers posted a 6.72 ERA in that stretch with the offense 
averaging just 3.5 runs per game.

WHERE DID THEY GO?: After homering in each of their first 
seven games to start the season, Giants hitters have failed to 
record a home run in four straight games since kicking off the 
homestand...the four games match their longest such streak 
since SF's four-game homerless drought on May 16-20, 2023.

	 The last time the Giants went five consecutive games without 
a homer was in 2018, when SF didn't homer for six straight  
games from September 10-16.

THE ROOKS: With rookies LHP Erik Miller (1.1ip), RHP Landen 
Roupp (0.2ip) and RHP Kai-Wei Teng (3.1ip) combining to 
pitch most of yesterday's game, Giants rookies have now 
thrown 44.0 innings in the year...the 44.0 innings are most 
in MLB by a wide margin, with the second-closest team, the 
Cubs, logging 29.1 such innings.

	 SF rookies also lead the Majors with 36 strikeouts.

HARRY, MEET HOGWARTS: LHP Kyle Harrison will get the 
ball for SF to make his third start of the season and first home 
appearance of the year.

	 In four career starts here at Oracle Park, the southpaw is 1-0 
with a 2.66 ERA (6er, 20.1ip), a .195 opposing average and 
23 strikeouts.

	 According to Sports Info Solutions, Harrison has been excel-
lent at closing out innings both last season and this one, with 
opponents going 8-for-50 (.160) off him with two outs in his 
career...four of the eight hits, however, were homers.

WAKE UP THE BATS: The Giants scored just seven runs so far 
in the homestand (four games) after averaging 5.1 runs in 
their first seven games of the year...they’ve scored less than 
five runs in eight straight contests

	 SF has scored less than five runs in eight straight games and 
is averaging 2.75 runs per game in that stretch...their 2.75 
runs/game rate since March 31 is the lowest in the National 
League and third-lowest in MLB behind the White Sox (1.25) 
and Twins (2.33).

GETTING CONFORTABLE: OF Michael Conforto has reached 
base safely in each of his 10 games this season and is slashing 
.351/.415/.703 with four doubles, three homers and 10 RBI.

	 Conforto and IF Matt Chapman have combined for 19 RBI 
while all other Giants have combined to drive in 22 runs.

JUNG OF ALL TRADES: OF Jung Hoo Lee reached base in three 
of his four plate appearances last night while also recording 
his first career outfield assist...Lee, who has started all 11 of 
SF's games in center field, has failed to reach base in just two 
of his 11 outings this year.

	 Lee hasn't struck out in his last 21 plate appearances...his 21 
consecutive PA's without a strikeout is currently the third-
longest such streak in MLB behind NYY's Alex Verdugo (29) 
and ARI's Joc Pederson (23).

	  �According to Statcast, Lee has seen 181 pitches so far this sea-
son...he's swung and missed at just five of those 181. 

RISPY BUSINESS: .After starting the season off 11-for-26 
(.423) with runners in scoring position, the Giants have just 
five hits in their last 55 at-bats (.091) with RISP and are just 
1-for-27 (.037) in the four games at home...the one hit was IF 
Matt Chapman's go-ahead single in the 8th inning on Sunday.

	 SF's .255 OPS with runners in scoring position since March 
31 is lowest in MLB, with their .091 average ranking 28th of 
the 30 teams.

TODAY'S START: Harrison is scheduled to make his third start of 
the season tonight...is getting one extra day of rest with LHP Blake 
Snell joining the rotation last night...Harrison is 1-1 with a 4.91 
ERA (6er, 11.0ip) in his two starts so far this season, winning at 
San Diego and losing at Los Angeles-NL.

ABOUT KYLE: Entered the season as the No. 1 ranked player in the 
SF system and the top left-handed pitching prospect entering the 
2024 season, according to MLB.com and Baseball America...Har-
rison was selected in the third round of the 2020 draft out of local 
De La Salle High School in Concord, CA. 

LAST TIME OUT: Suffered his first loss of the season last Wednes-
day at Dodger Stadium in SF's 5-4 defeat...gave up four runs on six 
hits and three walks in 5.0 innings. 

FROM SIS: According to Sports Info Solutions, Harrison is in a sim-
ilar place to where he was last year with his pitches in that he gets 
outs with his four-seam, but the other stuff causes some issues...
opposing hitters are 7-for-11 with two homers in at-bats that end 
with something other than his four-seam fastball...they're 5-for-
31 (.161) in at-bats ending with the four-seam...last year, oppo-
nents hit .182 against the four-seam, .278 against everything else 
he threw. 

2023 SEASON: Started the year at Triple-A Sacramento and made 
20 starts for the River Cats before having his contract selected...
went 1-3 with a 4.66 ERA (34er, 65.2ip) and struck out 105 of the 
295 (35.6%) batters he faced in all Triple-A...Harrison's 14.50 
K/9ip in the minors this year ranked as the second-highest figure 
in all MiLB (min. 65.0ip).
