THIS DATE IN ASTROS HISTORY
JUNE 20

1970 - CF César Cedefio, 19, makes
his Major League debut, batting third,
and tallies two hits in a 9-6 win over the
Braves in Atlanta...Cedefio would go on
to play 12 seasons (1970-81) and 1,512
games in an Astros uniform, which ranks
seventh in franchise history...Cedefio was
added to the Astros Hall of Fame in 2020.

TONIGHT'S GAME: The Astros will put their mini
three-game winning streak on the line tonight in
the middle game of their three-game series with
the Guardians...RHP Spencer Arrighetti (7-2), who
picked up a win against Cleveland back in April, will
get the start tonight opposite LHP Joey Cantillo
(5-3) and the Guardians.

HOT SPAGHETTI: Tonight's Astros starter RHP
Spencer Arrighetti, the reigning AL Pitcher of the
Month, is 7-2 with a 2.57 ERA (18ER/63IP) and a
.200 opponent average while allowing one-or-few-
er earned runs in seven of his 11 starts this season...
among AL pitchers with 60+ innings pitched, he
ranks second in ERA, sixth in opponent average,
and tied for sixth in wins.

A MONTH OF WINNING: Over the last month, dat-
ing back to May 19, the Astros have gone 17-11(.607),
which ties as the fourth-best record in the Majors
and the second-best record in the AL.

WITH A WIN: A win tonight would move the Astros
to four games below .500, a mark they have not
reached since they were 8-12 after a loss on April
16...a win would also improve the Astros record to
20-20 in their 40 home games.

THIS WEEKEND'S GIVEAWAYS: For the first time
in 2026, the Astros will give away a bobblehead
tonight, as 10,000 fans will receive a Carlos Cor-
rea “Home" Bobblehead presented by Houston
Methodist...on Father's Day tomorrow, 10,000 fans
will receive a City Connect Soccer Scarf, also
presented by Houston Methodist.

VS. THE GUARDIANS: The Astros and Guardians
have played each other in the regular season 101
times in their franchise histories, with the Astros
edging out the Guardians with a 51-50 record...
in the all-time series, the Astros are 26-25 vs.
the Guardians in Houston, 25-25 against them in
Cleveland, and are 23-22 vs. CLE at Daikin Park.

PEN PALS: Since May 15, the Astros bullpen has a
2.69 ERA (34ER/113.2IP) with 109 strikeouts, a 1.01
WHIP and a 186 opponent average..among AL
teams since May 15, the Astros bullpen ranks first
in ERA, first in WHIP, and first in opponent batting
average...the Astros are also 19-13 since May 15.

MAKING THE PLAYS: The Astros have committed
the fewest errors (29) and own the best fielding
percentage (.989) in the AL...1B Christian Walker
has led the way, as he has not committed an error
in 76 games and 531 total chances.

FRIDAY NIGHT FIREWORKS: The Astros offense
went to work last night, compiling nine runs on
12 hits en route to a 9-3 comeback win over the
visiting Guardians...SS Jeremy Pefia (3x5, 3RBI)
had a two-homer night, while 2B Jose Altuve (2x4,
4RBI) broke out with a go-ahead three-run homer
in the 6th...the offense backed RHP Tatsuya Imai
(3ER/6IP), who earned the win after racking up a
career-high 11 strikeouts without issuing a walk.

TONIGHT'S TELECAST: Tonight's game will be na-
tionally televised by FOX with Kenny Albert and AJ
Pierzynski on the call...Space City Home Network
will be back on air for tomorrow’s matinee.

ALL-STAR VOTING UPDATE: On Monday, MLB
announced the first balloting update for the 2026
MLB All-Star Game, which revealed DH Yordan
Alvarez as the Al's top vote-getter among all po-
sition players...other Astros among the Al's top 10
at their respective positions: 2B Jose Altuve (4th),
SS Jeremy Peiia (5th), 1B Christian Walker (9th),
3B Isaac Paredes (9th), and C Yainer Diaz (9th).

THE LINEUP: The Astros have used 76 different
lineups in their 77 games, repeating a lineup just
once on the season...DH Yordan Alvarez has the
most starts at any spotin the lineup among Astros,
hitting second 65 times.

ONTHELEADERBOARD: DH Yordan Alvarezleads
MLB in OPS (1.065), SLG (.637), and total bases
(177), and ranks tied for first in extra-base hits (39)...
in the AL, he ranks first in batting average (.324),
firstin hits (90), firstin homers (24), second in RBI
(55), second in OBP (.428), fourth in walks (47) and
tied for fourth in runs (52).

ON-BASE MACHINE: OF Yordan Alvarez is on
a 25-game on-base streak (dating back to May
22), in which he's batting .366 (34x93) with nine
homers, 24 RBI, 16 walks, a .459 OBP and a 1158
OPS...this is the fifth-longest streak of his career
and his longest since he posted a 26-game streak
from Aug. 2-Sept. 2, 2024.

WALKER, TEXAS HAMMER: 1B Christian Walker
ranks tied third in the AL in RBI (52), behind only
1B Nick Kurtz (58) and teammate DH Yordan Al-
varez (55)...he also ranks tied for sixth in the AL in
extra-base hits (33) and in total bases (139), and
tied for seventh in homers (18).

BACK WITH A VENGEANCE: Since SS Jeremy
Peiia returned to the lineup on May 18, the Astros
have gone 17-12, while Pefia has hit .303 (33x109)
with four doubles, six homers, 18 RBl and an .873
OPSin 29 games...prior to that date, Pefia played in
only 10 of the Astros first 48 games of the season,
with the Astros going 19-29 in those contests.

TAPPING FOR SUCCESS: Astros batters have won
48 ABS challenges on the season, which ties as
the most in the Majors (also, MIN)...the Astros are
48-for-85 in ABS challenges for a 56% success
rate, the second-highest in the Majors...3B Isaac
Paredes (7-for-7) is perfect in successful challeng-
es, while 2B Jose Altuve has been successful on
11-0f-16 challenges (69%).

WHAT A RELIEF: LHP Josh Hader is 1-0 with four
saves and a 1.29 ERA (1ER/7IP) in seven appear-
ances this season...he's allowed just three bas-
erunners (one walk, two hits) and has fanned 11...
Hader had a delayed start to the season, missing
the first two months with left biceps tendinitis.

DOWN ON THE FARM: Class A Asheville picked up
a win last night on a walkoff homer by SS Reylin
Perezin a10-9 win over Bowling Green...at Class A
Fayetteville, RF Anthony Huezo hit his 13th homer
of the season in a 10-8 win over Kannapolis.

LAST START, JUNE 14 at KC: Grinded through 6.0 innings of work, allowing 4 runs on 8 hits with 1 walk and 7 strikeouts...were his most hits allowed in a start this
season but still managed to strike out exactly 7 batters for his 2nd consecutive start...has logged 7+ strikeouts in back-to-back starts for the 1st time this season...received
the losing decision in the Astros' 7-2 loss to the Royals last Sunday at Kauffman Stadium, his first losing decision since May 9 at CIN...tossed 101 pitches in the outing (61
strikes), his 2nd-most in a start this season, behind only 102 pitches on May 15 vs. TEX.

SPAGHETTI DAY: The 3rd-year starter has dominated in his Major League action this season, going 7-2 in 11 starts with a 2.57 ERA (18ER/63IP), while fanning 60 in
63.0 innings and allowing a .200 (45x225) opponent batting average...has allowed 1 or fewer earned runs in 7 of his 11 starts this season...leads Astros pitchers in wins (7)
and bWAR (1.9), and is T-1st in quality starts (5), on the season...all this came after he began the season at Triple A Sugar Land (recalled on April 15).

ON THE LEADERBOARDS: Despite making his season debut on April 15, Arrighetti ranks T-6th in the AL in wins (7)...among AL pitchers with 60+ innings pitched,
Arrighetti ranks 2nd in ERA (2.57) and 6th in opponent batting average (.200).

VS. CLE: Set to make his 4th career appearance and 2nd start this season vs. the Guardians...tossed 5.0 innings while allowing 2 runs on 5 hits with 4 walks and 3
strikeouts to pick up a winning decision in a 9-2 Astros victory on April 20 at Progressive Field...owns a 2.77 ERA (4ER/13IP) and a .196 opponent average (9x46), while
averaging 9.00 SO/9IP, in his 3 career outings vs. CLE...also made his lone career relief appearance on Sept. 27, 2024 at CLE (2.1 IP, 0 H, 0 R, 3 BB, 4 SO).

SAVANT SAYS: Ranks in the 98th percentile among MLB pitchers this season with 7.4 feet of extension...also ranks in the 94th percentile in hard-hit percentage (29.3).

SPAGHETTI CON ARCO: Has thrown his curveball at a 33.6-percent rate this season, which would mark a career-high usage of the pitch...has held opponents to a .136
opponent average with his curveball...is the 6th-lowest opponent average with a curveball among MLB pitchers this season who've logged 50+ batters faced with the pitch.

PITCHER OF THE MONTH: Named American League Pitcher of the Month for May...marked the first Pitcher of the Month Award and second monthly award overall for
Arrighetti...was also named AL Rookie of the Month for August of 2024...was outstanding in the month of May, posting a 4-1 record in his 5 starts with an 0.93 ERA
(BER/29IP) and a .165 opponent batting average...led the AL in ERA and opponent batting average and was tied for first in wins...allowed just three earned runs in his five
May starts, allowing one or no earned runs in all five starts...is the first Astros hurler to earn Pitcher of the Month honors since RHP Hunter Brown won the award for June
of 2025...is also the Astros second monthly award winner in 2026 as Yordan Alvarez was named AL Player of the Month for March/April of this season.

START FOR THE BOOKS: Made the best start of his career on May 15 vs. TEX at Daikin Park, where he allowed 1 hit and 4 walks with 5 strikeouts in 7.1 scoreless
innings...also carried a no-hit bid through 7.1 innings prior to allowing a single...was Arrighetti’s longest career no-hit bid and his longest since tossing 7.0 no-hit innings on
Aug. 28, 2024 at PHI.

ABOUT ARRIGHETTI: Grew up in Albugquerque, N.M., but moved to the Houston suburb of Katy for high school and attended Cinco Ranch High School...was selected by
the Astros in the 6th round of the 2021 MLB First-Year Player Draft from UL-Lafayette...was named the Astros 2023 Minor League Pitcher of the Year.

TURNING THE PAGE: Has gone 2-1 with 4 saves and a 3.00 ERA (5ER/15IP) in his last 17 appearances,
dating back to May 3...within these appearances, he logged 9 consecutive scoreless outings (8.2 IP) from May
3-28...his 9-game scoreless streak is the 2nd-longest by an Astro this season, behind LHP Steven Okert (active 11-game streak).

ALL-TIME ASTRO RANKINGS: Has made 345 career appearances, recently passing RHP Ryan Pressly (3429) for 6th in franchise history in relief appearances...now
directly trails LHP Joe Sambito (348g) for 5th on that all-time list...also ranks 4th all-time among Astros relievers in strikeouts (481) and 10th in innings pitched (354.0).

CAREER: In 345 career games with the Astros, he's recorded a 2.92 ERA (115ER/3541P) with 481 strikeouts, a 1.22 WHIP, a 12.23 K/9 and a 0.79 HR/9...since 2019, he
ranks 1st in strikeouts and 2nd in appearances among active AL relievers.

AGAINST THE GUARDIANS: In 11 career appearances vs. CLE, he's recorded a 0.77 ERA (1ER/11.2IP) with 18 strikeouts and a .175 opponent batting average.
