TONIGHT'S GAME: The Braves and Pirates tonight 
continue a three-game weekend series with the fifth 
of six matchups between the teams this season...This 
weekend marks the final games of the 2025 season for 
the two clubs. 

	• Pittsburgh hit three homers and scored nine total 
runs in a win, 9-3, in the opening game of the 
series last night...Atlanta has dropped three of the 
four games between the clubs this season. 

	• The Braves and Pirates split six games between the 
clubs last season, with Atlanta going 1-2 at PNC 
Park and 2-1 at home. 

	• With the split last year, Atlanta has still not lost the 
season set with Pittsburgh since the 2017 season, 
going a combined 29-15 (.659) since 2018...That 
includes a perfect 7-0 record against the Pirates in 
2022, one of just three instances in the franchise’s 
modern era that they swept a season series of seven 
or more games with an opponent.  

	• Atlanta has never lost a series to Pittsburgh here 
at Truist Park, going 19-7 (.730) against the 
Pirates here at home since the facility opened in 
2017...Pittsburgh’s seven wins and .269 winning 
percentage are both the lowest of any NL team 
in this stadium.  

	• RH Bubba Chandler is set tonight to make the 
seventh appearance and fourth start of his major 
league career, and his first versus Atlanta...Rated 
by MLB.com as Pittsburgh's No. 2 prospect and 
No. 7 in all of minor league baseball, the right-
hander is 3-1 with a 4.56 ERA over his first six 
games in the majors...A native of Lawrenceville, 
GA, he attended North Oconee High School 
located around an hour and a half from Truist Park. 

SPENCER STRIDER: Makes his final start of the 
2025 season tonight, and his third career turn against 
Pittsburgh...The 6-foot-0, 195-pound right-hander is 
1-1 with a 6.48 ERA (6 ER/8.1 IP) through his first 
two turns. 

•	 In his only career start against Pittsburgh here at 
Truist Park, June 10, 2022, he tossed 5.2 scoreless 
innings and fanned eight. 

•	 Strider will make his 23rd start of the season 
tonight...It marks his most starts and innings since 
leading the NL with 20 wins and 281 strikeouts 
in 2023. 

•	 The Ohio native is 2-2 with a 2.10 ERA (7 
ER/30.0 IP) over his last five starts dating to 
August 25, including 5.0 scoreless frames in his 
most recent turn last Sunday at Detroit...His 2.10 
ERA since that date ranks sixth in the National 
League among pitchers to make at least five starts. 

•	 Twenty of the 59 earned runs (33.8%) he has 
allowed this season occured over a three-start 
stretch from August 6 to August 18...In his other 
18 turns, he compiled a 3.26 ERA (39 ER/107.2 
IP).

OLSON EXTRA-BASES: 1B Matt Olson drove a 2-2 
pitch in last night's first inning out to right field for his 
29th home run of the season last night, and his 300th 
extra-base hit since joining Atlanta prior to the 2022 
season. 

	• Since that 2022 season, Olson's 300 extra-base hits 
are 17 more than any other player in the National 
League...His 148 doubles rank second in the NL in 
that span, while his 146 homers rank third...He is 
the only player in the NL with 125 of both.  

	• Per Elias, Olson became just the third player in 
franchise history to accrue at least 300 extra-base 
hits over a four-year period...He joins Hall of 
Famers Hank Aaron (several rolling spans from 1956 
through 1963) and Chipper Jones (one overlapping 
span from 1998 through 2002). 

	• Olson has slugged at least 29 homers in each of his 
four seasons with Atlanta...His four such seasons 
are tied for sixth in franchise history, trailing just 
Aaron (16), Eddie Mathews (11), Andruw Jones (8), 
Chipper Jones (7) and Dale Murphy (7).

SOLO HOMERS: Two of Atlanta's three runs last night 
came via solo home runs from Matt Olson & Michael 
Harris II, and five of the club's last six runs over its most 
recent two games have come via solo shots.

•	 Each of Atlanta’s last 11 home runs have come with 
no one on base, dating to Drake Baldwin’s two-run 
shot in the third inning last Saturday at Detroit. 

•	 One hundred twelve of Atlanta’s 189 total home 
runs this season have been solo shots...Both the 189 
total homers and 112 solo shots are tied for 11th 
most in the majors. 

DRAKE BALDWIN: Provided the other of Atlanta's 
three last night, lining a double to center field with two 
outs in the seventh…Baldwin also drew a walk to reach 
base two times, and the RBI was his 80th of the season. . 

•	 Baldwin became just the seventh rookie in franchise 
history to plate 80 runs in his debut season, and the 
first since Chipper Jones in 1995...He also became 
just the seventh rookie catcher in history to reach 
the milestone, and the first since Geovany Soto in 
2008. 

•	 Among all 19 National League rookies with at least 
200 plate appearances, Baldwin ranks first in RBI 
(80), second in homers (19) and total bases (185), 
and third in average (.275), slugging (.466), OPS 
(.808), extra-base hits (tied, 37) and runs scored 
(tied, 55). 

•	 His 3.3 bWAR this season are also the most by any 
rookie in the National League, and trails just the 
Athletic’s Nick Kurtz (5.2) among rookie batters 
in the majors.

•	 Baldwin has at least one hit in each of his last 
nine games dating to September 16, and is batting 
.382/.447/.824 with a 1.271 OPS and three homers 
in that span.

•	 Is 1-1 with a 6.48 ERA in two career starts against the Pirates.

•	 Has gone 2-0 with a one run allowed over a combined 12.0 innings pitched 
over his last two outings.

	• Scattered six hits over 5.0 scoreless frames while fanning six Detroit hitters, earning 
his seventh win of the year in his last start.

	• Strider has posted a 2.10 ERA while going 2-2 over his last five starts since his 
shortest outing of the year against Chicago (AL) on August 18.

	• Over a three-game span beginning on August 6, Strider went 0-3 with a combined 
20 earned runs allowed over 11.2 innings pitched for a 15.43 ERA.

•	 Went 7-10 with a 3.26 ERA between the other 19 outings this season. 

	• Has utilitzed his slider on 35.6% of pitches thrown this year...Averaged the slider 
at a rate of 31.4% between the 2021-’24 seasons.

•	 Between 2021-’24, Strider threw his four-seam fastball on 62.1% of pitches...
This year he is utilizing the heater at a rate of 52.5%. 

	• Started the year 0-5 with a 5.40 ERA...Snapped his losing streak on June 14, 
winning three games in a row.

	• Thus far this season, Strider is averaging 95.6 MPH on his fastball.

•	 The average velocity on his heater was 97.6 MPH between 2021-’24.

	• The Braves are 47-26 in Strider’s starts throughout his career.

2025

	• Snapped a streak of four consecutive games with a picked-off runner on September 
15 and is tied for the sixth most pickoffs in the National League.

•	 Recorded his first pickoff on August 25 and his four since then are the most 
in baseball.

	• Recorded the 600th strikeout of his career on August 25 against Miami...Became 
the fastest primary starter in history (by innings pitched) to reach the milestone.

•	 Marked the first time in Strider’s career he went at least 7.0 frames without 
recording more than three strikeouts in the game.

	• In his last start before the All-Star break, Strider struck out 11 Athletics hitters while 
allowing five hits and three runs with a homer in his first no-decision of the year.

•	 His streak of 10 consecutive games to start the season with a decision was tied 
with Arizona’s Brandon Pfaadt for the longest in baseball this season.

•	 The streak was also tied for the 10th longest in Atlanta-franchise history to 
begin a season.

	• Struck out a season most 13 hitters on June 19, holding Colorado to three hits over 
6.0 scoreless innings with just one walk issued.

•	 The 13 punchouts were the most since he fanned 13 against Arizona on July 
20, 2023.

	• Was placed on the 15-day IL on April 21 (backdated to April 18) with a strained 
right hamstring...Activated on May 19.

	• Struck out Addison Barger to reach 500 k’s on his career.

•	 Became just the ninth pitcher in the modern era to reach 500 strikeouts in 68 
appearances or less; and first to do so since Shane Bieber in 2021.

•	 The other pitchers were José Fernández, Yu Darvish, Mark Prior, Kerry 
Wood, Hideo Nomo, Dwight Gooden, and Herb Score.

•	 Of those pitchers, Strider is the only one to have more than three relief 
appearances in that span of games with 13.

	• Made his season debut agaist Toronto on April 16, allowing two runs and five 
hits over 5.0 innings pitched...It was his first start since undergoing season-ending 
surgery on his right elbow last year... Strider went 376 days between starts.

•	 Prior to his season debut, Strider made his last start on April 5, 2024 against 
Arizona, allowing seven hits, five runs, three walks and a home run with four 
strikeouts.

•	 He was placed on the 15-day injured list on April 7, 2024 with a right elbow 
sprain...Dr. Keith Meister performed the surgery on April 12.

	• Drafted by the Atlanta Braves in the fourth round of the 2020 MLB June Amateur 
Draft.

	• In three seasons with Clemson, went 5-2 with a 4.71 ERA (33 ER/63.0 IP) in 26 
appearances, 10 starts....Struck out 89, an average of 12.7 per 9.0 innings.

	• He missed the entire 2019 season after undergoing Tommy John surgery that February.

	• Made two starts in 2024 before missing the rest of the season with right elbow surgery.
