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TONIGHT'S GAME: Is Game 1 of a 4-game series vs Gali Sharoni's Marlins and

the fourth game (3-0) of the Redlegs' first road trip of 2026, a 7-game jaunt that

includes a 3-game weekend sweep at Texas.

. The Reds opened the season with 3-3 homestand vs the Red Sox (2-1)
and Pirates (1-2).

. Following Thu's game at Mia, the Reds will return to Great American
Ball Park for a 6-game homestand vs the Angels and Giants.

WINS OVER RUNS: The Reds have won 6 of their first 9 games despite ranking

tied for last in the majors with 26 runs...this is the first Cin team in any 9 game

span to score 26 or fewer runs and win 6 times since the 1980 club did it from

8/10-8/19 (9g, 6w, 24 runs).

. Only twice in 2025 did a team win 6+ times in any 9-game span with as
few as 26 total runs (Bos 7w/26r, 6/11-6/21; SF 6w/25r, 5/30-6/7).

. Each of Cin's 6 wins this season have come in games decided by 2 runs
or fewer, the most such wins in the majors.

. The 2025 Reds went 35-38 in games decided by 2 runs or fewer, the
ninth-worst record in the majors.

CLEAN LIVIN': The Reds have yet to commit an error this season (9g), their
longest streak of errorless games to begin a season since 1900.
. The Redlegs had 6 errors after 9 games in 2025, and 7 after 9g in '24.

EL CABALLO DE HIERRO: SS Elly De La Cruz has appeared in each of Cin's
last 227 games, beginning 7/30/24...it's the fifth-longest consecutive games
played streak by a Red since 1970 (see box below).

the only team in the majors last year not to produce a HR off the bench.

Cin went 1-2 at Mia from 4/21-4/23, 2025 when the roof was open for all
3 games at loanDepot park...it marked the Reds' first series loss to the
Marlins since 8/7-8/9, 2023 at GABP (1-2).

. The Reds have gone 26-15 over the last 8 seasons (6-1in 2019, 0-0 in
2020, 5-21in 2021, 4-3in 2022, 3-3in 2023, 5-2 in 2024, 3-4 in 2025, 0-0
in 2026) following 4 straight season series losses to the Marlins.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK: 1b Sal Stewart on 3/30 was named National League
Player of the Week for 3/25-3/29 to become the 10th Reds rookie to win NL
Player of the Week honors since the award's inception in 1973 (last: Rece
Hinds, 7/8-7/14, 2024).

. Stewart became the fifth Red to win the award in the season's first week
(others: Kal Daniels 1988, Eddie Milner 1984, Johnny Bench 1983,
Dave Collins 1980).

. In the 3 games vs Bos, he went 7-for-10 with a home run, 3 doubles, 3
walks, and 5 hard-hit balls (exit velo of +95mph).

THE SKIPPER: Manager Terry Francona returns for his second season after

guiding the 2025 Reds to their first Postseason berth since 2020 and their first

during a full season since 2013...his 83-79 Reds were the 12th Postseason

club he has managed in the majors.

o Francona finished as the runner-up to Mil’s Pat Murphy for the 2025
National League Manager of the Year Award.
He became the fifth skipper in Reds history to lead the team to the
Postseason in his first year at the helm, joining Lou Piniella (1990), John
McNamara (1979), Sparky Anderson (1970), & Patrick Moran (1919).

. Francona became the 12th manager in Major League history to lead 3
or more teams to the Postseason (Cin, Cle, Bos).

. His 2,039 career wins as a Major League manager lead all active skippers
and rank 12th in Major League history...he's 1 victory away from matching
Hall of Famer Walter Alston for 11th on the all-time list (2,040).
