BACK AT IT TONIGHT: The Detroit Tigers and Los Angeles Angels tonight play the middle game of
their three-game set at Comerica Park ... the Tigers dropped the series opener last night, 10-6,
after a five-run Angels eighth inning erased a 6-4 Tigers lead and thwarted Detroit's opportunity at
consecutive wins for the first time since May 2-3 ... the Tigers have now dropped nine of their last
10 games, 12 of their last 14 games and 17 of their last 20 games starting May 4.

e The Tigers have endured a stretch of 17 losses in 20 games for the first time since going 3-17
from April 16-May 7, 2021 ... the Tigers have also dropped their last seven home games, their
longest losing skid in Detroit since a pair of separate seven-gamers in 2025 ... the Tigers have
not lost eight home games in a row since June 9-28, 2019.

e The Tigers have lost their last six series and eight of their last nine series dating to April 24
after going 5-2-1 in their first eight series to begin the season ... the Tigers last lost six series in
a row within the same season from April 15-May 6, 2021 (0-6) ... the Tigers have not lost seven
or more series in a row since August 13-September 12, 2019 (0-9).

e Through their first 26 games, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on April 24 with a share of
first place in the A.L. Central ... in their last 29 games since then, the Tigers have gone 7-22 to
drop their record to 21-34 and alone in last place in the A.L. Central ... Detroit's 7-22 (.241)
record starting April 24 is the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.

e After this series vs. the Angels, the Tigers head right back out on the road for a two-city, six-
game trip to the Chicago White Sox (Friday-Sunday) and Tampa Bay Rays (June 1-3).

AMIZING GRACE: Casey Mize has a 2-3 record despite a 2.47 ERA (12 ER/43.2 IP) in his eight starts

this season ... he has allowed two runs or less in all but one of his starts this season, including five

starts with one run or less ... in his last six starts, he has a 1.62 ERA (6 ER/33.1 IP) while striking out

30 batters and walking only six hitters.

e Mize has not issued a walk in his last 15 innings, tied with four others for the fourth-longest
active streak in baseball (TruMedia) ... teammate Tyler Holton is tied with Cleveland's Gavin
Williams for the longest active streak with 18-straight innings without issuing a walk.

e Mize ranks sixth in the A.L. with a 2.47 ERA among pitchers with at least eight starts this year ...
he is one of 25 pitchers in baseball to have made at least eight starts this year with a sub-3.00
ERA but joins St. Louis' Michael McGreevy (3-4, 2.98) as the lone pitchers to have a sub-.500
record ... Mize's 2.88 run support average is the lowest of those 25 aforementioned hurlers.

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle, who reached base safely four times last night, has a
3.2 bWAR through his first 53 major league games, tied for the third-best mark in all of baseball this
season with Cody Bellinger and Jordan Walker and trailing only Bobby Witt Jr (3.5) and Andy Pages
(3.5) ... no one else in the majors is above a 2.8 bWAR ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

THIS IS ON THE RECORD: At 21-34, the Tigers have matched their low-water mark of 13 games
below .500 (also 20-33 between games of Sunday's doubleheader) ... the Tigers are in last place in
the A.L. Central, 10.0 games behind the Guardians.

e Last night the Tigers collected their 18th loss of the year in a game in which they were leading
at one point, the most such setbacks in baseball this season and more than halfway to their
full-season 2025 total ... the Tigers have incurred 10 such losses in their last 14 games starting
May 12 in New York ... the Tigers were middle-of-the-pack with 35 losses after leading in 2025.

IT'S NOT EASY BEING GREENE: Riley Greene is now batting .345 (49-for-142) with 11 doubles,
four homers, 18 RBI, a .443 on-base, a .507 slugging and a .950 OPS in his last 41 games over the
past six+ weeks starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in batting average, is second in on-base
percentage and is 12th in OPS in this span.

TO OUR DISMAY: The Tigers have turned in a .209 (159-for-760) team batting average and .603
team OPS within the month of May, the third-lowest team average and the lowest OPS this month
in the majors ... the Tigers have reached double digits in hits in just one of their last 21 games while
scoring four runs or less in 18 of their last 20 games.

e  The Tigers are in danger of posting their lowest team batting average in any calendar month
since batting .199 in April of 2021 and are in danger of posting their lowest team OPS in any
calendar month since turning in a .602 OPS in May of 2022.

e The Tigers are 5-18 in May, the lowest winning percentage (.217) in the majors this month ...
the club is in danger of its weakest month of May in 30 years (4-23, .148, 1996).

AND FINALLY: Zach McKinstry last night became the first Tiger to record two sacrifice flies in a
game since Gio Urshela on July 22, 2024 at Cleveland; the first Tiger to record two sacrifice flies in a
home game in more than 12 years since Austin Jackson did so on April 17, 2014 vs. Cleveland; and
the first Tigers left-handed hitter to do so at home in more than 14 years since Prince Fielder on
May 16, 2012 vs. Minnesota ... got all that?

Hit the longest home run by any Tiger in the statcast era and tied for the longest grand slam in MLB with his 471 foot grand slam on Aug. 26, 2025,
against the Athletics.

Drove in four runs on June 13 last year against Cincinnati, giving him 201 career RBI...at 24-years-old, Greene is the first Tiger to reach 200 career RBI
before the age of 25 since Travis Fryman did so in 1992 at 23 years old.

Became the first player in MLB history to hit two home runs in the ninth inning of a game, doing so as part of Detroit’s eight-run, four-home run ninth
inning against the Los Angeles Angels on May 2, 2025.

« Became the first player in Tigers franchise history to notch a multi-RBI game in each of his first two major league games when he laced his tiebreaking,
game-winning two-run eighth-inning single into right field in game two for Detroit.

« First Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited
with an eighth-inning game-winning RBI on Sept. 7, 2002, in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

» Ripped the first pitch he ever saw in the big leagues into right field for a two-run double, instantly becoming only the sixth Tiger since the RBI became a
stat in 1920 to record two RBI in his major league debut, the first since Isaac Paredes on Aug. 17, 2020...is the second of the six to accomplish this feat
on Opening Day, joining Paredes, JaCoby Jones (Aug. 30, 2016), Rob Richie (Aug. 19, 1989), Jake Wood (Opening Day April 11, 1961), Hank Riebe
(Aug. 26, 1942) and Sammy Hale (April 20, 1920) in turning this trick.

« Became the first Tiger ever with two doubles in his major league debut on Opening Day and the second in the history of the franchise with two doubles
in his major league debut on any day, joining Hank Riebe on Aug. 26, 1942.

« McGonigle is the second player in franchise history to collect four hits in his major league debut, joining Billy Bean (April 25, 1987).

« At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut
in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut on
Opening Day April 14, 1914...thanks to Elias.
