night. Five Detroit pitchers combined on the
team's second shutout of the season, led by
Reese Olson, who started and threw 5.2 innings,
giving up three hits with two walks and three
strikeouts. Alex Faedo pitched 2.0 scoreless
frames, while Jason Foley and Shelby Miller each
threw a shutout inning. Will Vest recorded the
final out of the sixth inning to keep the game
scoreless. Offensively, Carson Kelly had the big
blow with a three-run homer in the 10th inning.
Javier Baez and Colt Keith also added a RBI in the
10th.

REESE'S PIECES: Reese Olson was impressive
in his season debut last night, throwing 5.2
scoreless innings with three hits allowed, two
walks and three strikeouts. Dating back to last
season, Olson has allowed two runs-or-less in
each of his last seven regular season starts.
During that span, he has a 1.31 ERA (41.11P/6ER)
with 21 hits allowed and 38 strikeouts.
