TAKING A STAND?: After dropping the first three games of this homestand last week, the Detroit

Tigers have stormed back to win their next three games, reclaimed a share of the top spot in the

A.L. and positioned themselves for a possible winning homestand with a victory in the series finale

of this three-game series vs. Arizona ... by winning the first two games of this set, the Tigers have

snapped a four-series losing streak that dated to their final set before the All-Star Break.

e  The Tigers have a 63-46 record through 109 games this season, their best mark since going
64-45 in 2013 ... overall, the Tigers have now won 63 of their first 109 games only six times in
the last 42 seasons (2025, 2013, 2006, 1988, 1987 and 1984).

e  Today ends a stretch of 13-games-in-13-days out of the All-Star Break, while this homestand
kicked off a stretch of 13-of-16 games at Comerica Park ... after today's series finale, the Tigers
are off tomorrow and then take a brief road trip to Philadelphia for three games this weekend
before returning to Detroit for a six-game homestand next week.

CASH IS GREENE: Riley Greene is the first Tigers left-handed hitter with 26 homers by the end of

July in 63 years since Norm Cash had 30 homers through the end of July in 1962 ... Greene and

Cash, who also had 27 homers thru the end of July in 1961, are the lone left-handed batters in

Tigers franchise history with 26 homers by the end of July in any single season.

e Greene ranks third in the A.L. with 84 RBI this season behind only Cal Raleigh (87 RBI) and
Aaron Judge (85 RBI) ... Greene will be the first Tiger to enter the month of August with at least
84 RBI since Miguel Cabrera had 99 RBI at the end of July in 2013 and the first Tiger to enter
August with at least 26 homers since J.D. Martinez had 28 at the end of July 2015.

e Greeneis the first Tigers left-handed hitter with 84 RBI by the end of July since Rusty Staub had
86 RBI through July 31,1978 ... only seven left-handed hitters in Tigers history have reached 84
RBI by the end of July: Riley Greene (2025), Rusty Staub (1978), Norm Cash (1961), Vic Wertz
(1949 and 1950), Goose Goslin (1936), Bobby Veach (1921) and Ty Cobb (1911).

e Greene's 26 homers are already the most by a Tigers left-handed hitter in a single season since
Prince Fielder had 30 in 2012.

WHO WOULDA THUNK IT?: For only the second time in club history, the Tigers last night turned in
a collective offensive effort in which they tallied at least 19 hits while accepting zero walks, joining
their May 11, 1929 output against the New York Yankees in which they notched 21 hits with zero
walks in a 13-7 win at Navin Field.

GO AHEAD MAKE MY DAY GAME: Today's game represents the lone day game for the Tigers and

Diamondbacks during their three-game series ... the Tigers are 28-17 (.622) in day games this

season, the most wins during the day by any A.L. club and one behind Milwaukee (29) for the most

wins by any team in the majors during the day ... Detroit has the second-best winning percentage

of any big league club during the day behind only Houston (23-12, .657).

e Tigers pitchers have a 2.95 ERA (131 ER/400.0 IP) in day games this season, second-best in all
of baseball behind only Texas and its 2.44 ERA.

e Spencer Torkelson ranks third in the A.L. with a .984 OPS during the day behind only Aaron
Judge (1.247) and Cal Raleigh (1.034).

e Zach McKinstry ranks fifth in baseball with a .326 batting average during the day behind Jacob
Wilson (.382), Aaron Judge (.358) Stephen Kwan (.331) and Paul Goldschmidt (.329).

START ME UP: Acquired on Monday from the Twins, Chris Paddack makes his Tigers debut today ...
while he brings a 3-9 record and 4.95 ERA in 21 starts this season into today, Paddack has allowed
three earned runs or less in 15 of his 21 starts and has allowed five earned runs or more in four of
his starts ... remove those four tough ones from the equation and Paddack has gone 3-5 witha 3.17
ERA (33 ER/93.2 IP) in his remaining 17 starts this year, allowing two earned runs or less in 12 starts.

LONG DIVISION: Despite hullabaloo, the Tigers maintain a 9.0-game lead in the A.L. Central, the
largest lead within any of the six divisions in baseball, more than double the next-largest division
lead in baseball and tied with Toronto for the best record in the American League.

TELL IT TO THE JUDGE: Riley Greene joins New York's Aaron Judge as the only two players in all of
baseball to reach 23 doubles, 26 homers and 84 RBI this season ... Greene has those exact totals
through 109 team games, which puts him on pace for 34 doubles, 39 homers and 125 RBIl in a 162-
game season, shattering previous career bests.

THIS DIFFERENCE ISN'T NEGLIGIBLE: The Tigers are tied for the best record in the A.L. on the
strength of a +76 overall run differential, trailing only the Yankees (+95) for the best mark in the A.L.
... in the A.L. Central, the Tigers have a +110 edge on the second-place Guardians (-34), are +95 on
the third-place Royals (-19) and are +97 on the fourth-place Twins (-21).

AND FINALLY: Wenceel Perez singled, doubled, tripled and stole two bases last night, the first Tiger
to turn in such a single-game stat line in more than 100 years since Ty Cobb on September 5, 1924
in the second game of a doubleheader vs. Cleveland.
