TONIGHT'S TILT…the Mariners tonight go for the series win and play the fourth and final game of the 
4-game series at the Baltimore Orioles (2-1)...tomorrow, the Mariners will face the Washington Nationals 
for a 3-game set to wrap up the road trip...Seattle also saw the Detroit Tigers (1-2) to start the trip...
tonight's game against the O's will be televised and streamed live on ESPN with Kevin Brown, David 
Ross, Adam Ottavino and Buster Olney on the call...the game will be broadcast live on Seattle Sports 
(710 AM) with Gary Hill Jr. and Shannon Drayer on the call.
ODDS & ENDS...the Mariners dropped last night's game against the Orioles by a 7-2 score...despite the 
loss, Seattle is 11-5 (.733) since May 25, tied for the best record in MLB during that span (also: Phillies).

•	 Best In The West - The Mariners (36-33) are in first place in the American League West Division, 2.0 
games ahead of the second place Rangers (33-34).

•	 Swung On And Belted - The Mariners are 32-16 (.667) when they homer in a game, as opposed to 
4-17 (.190) when they do not homer.

•	 Emerson Impressing - Colt Emerson has produced a 145 OPS+ through his first 19 games in the 
Majors, recording 10 extra-base hits (5 doubles, 1 triple, 4 home runs) in 69 plate appearances.

RECENT MOVES...the Mariners yesterday announced a series of roster moves...INF/OF Miles Mastrobuoni 
was reinstated from the 60-day Injured List (right calf strain) and RHP Domingo Gonzalez was recalled 
from Triple-A Tacoma...as corresponding moves, INF Ryan Bliss was optioned to Triple-A Tacoma and 
RHP Matt Brash was placed on the 15-day Injured List (right lat strain, retroactive to June 9)...to clear 
space on the 40-man roster for Mastrobuoni, RHP Yosver Zulueta was designated for assignment...on 
Tuesday, the Mariners recalled RHP Nick Davila from Triple-A Tacoma and placed RHP Cooper Criswell 
on the 15-day Injured List (right shoulder strain)...Davila recorded his first Major League save on Tuesday, 
his 8th career appearance. 
SMOOTH SAILING...during the Mariners current 11-4 stretch (5/25-c), the pitching staff holds an MLB-
leading 3.10 ERA (47 ER, 136.2 IP)...Seattle pitchers also lead the AL and rank 2nd in MLB with a 1.07 
WHIP during that span, trailing only the Dodgers (1.04)...also during the span, the Seattle offense ranks 
T-4th in MLB in batting average (.275), 4th in slugging (.467), 8th in OPS (.793) and 2nd in home runs (27)...
their .467 slugging percentage leads the American League.
RANDY AROZARENA: UNA ESTRELLA...Randy Arozarena has produced offensively this season, 
batting .294 (75x255) with 45 runs, 18 doubles, 1 triple, 7 home runs, 33 RBI, 27 walks and 18 stolen 
bases, getting on base at a .380 clip and slugging .455 for an .835 OPS in 69 games...among AL outfielders 
with at least 200 plate appearances (min. 50% games played), Arozarena leads the league in hits, stolen 
bases, and doubles and ranks 3rd in batting average, 3rd in fWAR (2.4), 4th in OBP and 6th in OPS.
J-ROD'S STAR POWER...Julio Rodríguez is batting .251 (70x279) with 38 runs, 14 doubles, 13 home 
runs, 33 RBI, 22 walks, 9 stolen bases, a .309 OBP and slugging .441 for a .750 OPS in 69 games this 
season...among qualified AL center fielders (min. 50% G as CF), he ranks 2nd in extra-base hits (27) and 
3rd in slugging (.441)...Julio has made the All-Star Game in 3 of his first 4 seasons and has the chance to 
make it 4 out of 5...he would join Hall of Famers Ken Griffey Jr. and Ichiro Suzuki as the 3rd Mariners player 
to earn a nod to the Midsummer Classic in at least 4 of their first 5 seasons.
BRYAN WOO BUMP DAY...Bryan Woo is set to make his first career start at Camden Yards tonight…
among qualified pitchers this season, he ranks 5th in walks-per-nine innings (1.64), 4th in walk rate (4.6%), 
7th in strikeout-to-walk ratio (5.36), and T-9th in WHIP (1.00)...he has thrown 8 quality starts this season 
and 29 total since 2025, tied for 2nd-most in MLB alongside Logan Webb-SF, and trailing Cristopher 
Sánchez-PHI (33 G)...Woo was selected to his first career All-Star Game last season.
CAL WORKING HIS WAY BACK...Cal Raleigh (right oblique strain) is set to make his 3rd rehab 
appearance and 2nd appearance with Triple-A Tacoma tonight...on Tuesday, Cal went 2-for-3 with 2 home 
runs, including a grand slam, and 6 RBI as catcher with Tacoma...fans with a Mariners.TV subscription 
have access to MiLB.TV and can watch Raleigh, along with Mariners top prospects like Kade Anderson, 
Ryan Sloan, Lazaro Montes, and others in the farm system.
JOSH NAYLOR: GOOD BASEBALL PLAYER...in 45 games since April 17, Josh Naylor is batting .322 
(57x177) with 22 runs, 7 doubles, 5 homers, 24 RBI, 16 walks and 13 stolen bases, posting a .379 on-base 
percentage, .446 slugging and .826 OPS in 196 plate appearances...he hit his first grand slam in a Mariners 
uniform during Monday night's series-opening win.
MARINERS POST-GAME ALUMNI HOME RUN DERBY SET FOR AUGUST 7...the Mariners announced 
the club will hold its first ever Alumni Home Run Derby, with participants including Hall of Famer Ichiro 
Suzuki, Mariners legend Mike Cameron, broadcasters Ryan Rowland-Smith and Ryon Healy, Bullpen 
Coach Austin Nola, local radio host Bucky Jacobsen and former Mariner Stefen Romero...all fans with 
a ticket to the game on Friday, Aug. 7 will have access to the Alumni Home Run Derby.

ON THIS DATE IN MARINERS HISTORY - JUNE 11
•	 1981 - Julio Cruz stole his 32nd consecutive base in the Mariners’ 8-2 win over Baltimore, at the time tying him with Kansas 

City’s Willie Wilson for the Major League record. This game in the Kingdome will be the last game played before the major 
league players go on strike for 50 days. 

•	 1996 - The Mariners recorded 24 hits, matching the franchise record, in an 18-8 win at Minnesota. 
•	 2010 - The Mariners suffered their 9th walk-off loss, a club record for most walk-off losses before the All-Star break. 
•	 2013 - Aaron Harang threw a 2-hit shutout, striking out 10 and not walking a batter in a 4-0 Mariners win. Harang became 

the 3rd pitcher in club history to throw a shutout allowing 2 or fewer hits with 10 or more strikeouts, joining Randy Johnson (4 times) and 
Félix Hernández (2 times).

•	 The 26-year-old right-handed pitcher is set to make his 

14th start of the season and his 84th career start...is also 
making his 1st start against the Orioles this season and 
the 2nd of his career...is making his first career start at 
Camden Yards.

•	 Selected by Seattle in the 6th round (174th overall) of the 
2021 MLB First-Year Player Draft out of California Polytechnic State Univer-
sity...signed by Mariners scout Chris Hom.

•	 Spent 3 seasons at Cal Poly before being drafted, making 31 appearances 
(6 starts) for the Mustangs. Did not pitch in 2021 while recovering from right 
elbow surgery.

•	 Was selected to the 2025 American League All-Star team for the first time 
in his career.

LAST TIME OUT...L#4 on June 5 at Detroit, tossed 6.1 innings and allowed 5 
runs (5 ER) on 9 hits (1 HR) with 7 strikeouts and no walks allowed...he threw 
90 pitches (61 strikes) in his 13th start of the season...has reached the 7th 
inning in each of his last 2 starts and in 5 total starts this season.

GOING THE DISTANCE...has thrown 6.0+ innings in 10 of his 13 starts this 
season and in 54 career starts...his 37 starts of 6.0+ IP since 2025 are most 
in MLB while his 263.2 IP since 2025 are 6th-most in MLB...has also thrown 
8 quality starts this season and 29 total QS since 2025, tied for 2nd-most in 
MLB across that span.

WHERE HE RANKS...among qualified pitchers this season, he ranks T-3rd in 
walks-per-nine innings (1.64), 4th in walk rate (4.6%), 6th in strikeout-to-walk 
ratio (5.36), and T-9th in WHIP (1.00).

EXCLUSIVE COMPANY...is 1 of just 4 pitchers with 450+ strikeouts and fewer 
than 100 walks allowed since 2023 (467 SO, 94 BB), joining teammate George 
Kirby (562 SO, 92 BB), Tarik Skubal-DET (616 SO, 88 BB), and Paul Skenes-
PIT (475 SO, 89 BB).

WITHIN THE SPLITS...has yet to allow a run or extra-base hit in the 4th inning 
across 12 occurrences this season, limiting batters to a .054 batting average 
(2x37) and .125 on-base percentage with a 12.00 SO/9 in the inning...is 1 of 5 
pitchers with a 0.00 ERA in the 4th inning this season (min. 10+ IP). 

WATCH ME WHIP...his 0.98 career WHIP is tied for 3rd-best in MLB among 
qualified pitchers since 2023, trailing only Tarik Skubal-DET (0.91) and Paul 
Skenes-PIT (0.95), alongside Zack Wheeler-PHI...his 0.98 career WHIP is also 
the lowest in franchise history (min. 400 IP).

GOOD MORNING BALTIMORE...is facing the Orioles for just the 2nd time in 
his career and is making his first ever start at Camden Yards...in his last start 
against Baltimore (6/5/25), he threw 6 strikeouts across 6.0 innings with 4 
runs (4 ER) allowed on 4 hits (2 HR) and 2 walks at T-Mobile Park...Camden Yards is just 1 of 8 ballparks 
that Woo has yet to play at (also: ATL, CHC, COL, MIA, MIL, PHI, PIT).

DOMINATING THE ZONE...his 71.6% first pitch strike percentage currently leads the league this season, 
ranking ahead of teammate Logan Gilbert (2nd, 69.0%)...Woo's 68.4% first pitch strike percentage 
across his career ranks 3rd-best in MLB among qualified pitchers since 2023, trailing Miles Mikolas-STL 
(69.1%) and Tarik Skubal-DET (68.6%). 

FEAR THE FASTBALL...owns a 49.0% usage on his four-seam fastball this season, up 1.2% from his 47.8% 
average across his career...has thrown 552 four-seam fastballs this season, 4th-most among American 
League pitchers...his 75 swings and misses on his four-seamer are 3rd-most in the AL this season, ranking 
just ahead of rotation-mate Emerson Hancock (5th, 71 swings and misses).

WOOOO...has tossed 7.0+ innings in 4 starts this season (last: 5/30 vs. ARI)...has made 6 starts of 7.0+ IP 
and 2-or-fewer hits allowed since 2025, most in MLB across that span....threw 7.0 shutout innings, allow-
ing just 1 hit on April 3 at LAA, his 3rd career start tossing 7.0+ IP with 1-or-fewer hits...his 3 such starts 
are tied for the most such games in MLB since 2025 (also: Yoshinobu Yamamoto-LAD).

ONE-HIT WONDERS...has tossed 6.0+ innings with 1-or-fewer hits in 2 starts this season (4/3 at LAA and 
5/6 vs. ATL) and in 5 starts since 2025, which leads MLB, ranking ahead of Yoshinobu Yamamoto-LAD (4 
G)...Woo and Emerson Hancock are 2 of 8 pitchers with multiple games of 6.0+ IP and 1-or-fewer hits 
allowed this season...the Mariners pitching staff has combined for 6 such games this year (also: Bryce 
Miller and Luis Castillo), which leads MLB and are tied for the most in a single season in franchise history 
(also: 2015 and 2023).

MAY WRAPPED...went 4-2 with a 3.03 ERA (12 ER, 35.2 IP), 41 strikeouts to 8 walks while throwing 4 quality starts across 6 starts in May...his 41 
strikeouts in May ranked T-7th most in MLB while his 0.87 WHIP during the month was 9th-best in MLB and 4th-best in the American League...
in addition, his 41 strikeouts in May were the most he has tossed in a single month across his career (prev: 39 SO in August 2025).

SHUTTING IT DOWN...has thrown 6.0+ innings without an earned run allowed in 4 starts this season, including each of his last 3 starts at home...
is 1-of-7 pitchers with 4+ such starts this season...he has thrown 6.0+ IP without an ER in 9 starts since 2025, 8th-most such starts in MLB 
across that span.

PLENTY OF PUNCHIES...has thrown 6.0+ innings with 9 strikeouts in 4 starts this season (last: 5/30 vs. AZ)...is 1-of-6 pitchers with 4+ such starts 
this season...his 10 starts of 6.0+ IP and 9+ strikeouts since 2025 are tied for 3rd-most in MLB.

EFFECTIVE AND EFFICIENT...currently averages 14.6 pitches per inning this season, which ranks 8th-best in MLB...is currently averaging 14.8 
pitches per inning across his career, T-2nd-fewest P/IP among qualified pitchers since 2023 (min. 400 IP), alongside Tarik Skubal-DET (14.8) and 
trails Cristopher Sánchez-PHI (14.7).
