MANAGER: Pat Murphy was named the 20th manager in franchise history on 11/15/23,
replacing Craig Counsell....he is signed to a 3-year contract through 2026....Murphy
spent the previous eight seasons (2016-23) as bench coach.....his only Major League
managerial experience previously came in 2015 as interim manager of the San Diego
Padres (42-54), replacing Bud Black in June of that season....Murphy enjoyed a
25-year college head coaching career spent primarily at the University of Notre Dame
(1988-94) and Arizona State University (1995-2009).

COACHES: First base coach Quintin Berry (4th season), field coordinator Néstor
Corredor [2nd season/1st in current role), hitting coach Connor Dawson (3rd season),
assistant pitching coach Jim Henderson (3rd season/1st in current role), pitching
coach Chris Hook (Bth season), third base coach Jason Lane (Sth season/4th in
current role), run prevention coordinator Walker McKinven (5th season/1st in current
role) and hitting coach DOzzie Timmons (3rd season) all returned from the 2023 staff.....
Rickie Weeks (associate manager), Daniel de Mondesert (assistant coach) and Charlie
Greene (bullpen coach) are in their first seasons on the coaching staff, all Major League
coaches for the first time.

2023 IN REVIEW: The Brewers went 92-70 and gqualified for the postseason for the
fifth time in the last six seasans....the team won the NL Central for the third time in the
last six seasons, taking the division by 9.0 games over the Cubs....the Brewers were
defeated by Arizona, two games to none, in the NL Wild Card Series in Milwaukee.....
in each of the nine seasons in franchise history that the Brewers gualified for the
postseason, the team that has eliminated Mllwaukee has reached the World Series, a
trend continued by the Diamondbacks in 2023 (lost to Texas).

BREWING CONSISTENCY: The Brewers, Astros and Dodgers are the only Major League
teams with 86+ wins in each of the last six full seasons (does not include 2020).....the
Brewers have 575 wins since 2017, which ranks sixth in the majors and third in the
National League....the teams was 2 games away from qualifying for the postseason in
SEeven consecutive seasons, missing out by just a single game in both 2017 and 2022.

SPRING TRAINING: The Brewers went 16-15-2 during Spring Training, including 9-2-1
over their last 12 games.
