PRONUNCIATIONS

RHP Brandon Woodruff, 33, went 7-2 with a 3.20 ERA in 12 starts with Milwaukee last season as he returned from 
October 2023 right shoulder surgery in July.....the team went 10-2 in his starts.....he produced 6 quality starts.....he 
held opponents to a .188 AVG with 83 strikeouts in 64.2 innings.....Woodruff was placed on the 15-day injured list on 
September 21 with a right lat strain, ending his season.....he declined his mutual option for 2026 on November 3 but 
accepted a qualifying offer on November 18 to remain with the team.

LHP DL Hall, 27, went 1-0 with a 3.49 ERA in 20 games (3 starts) with Milwaukee last season.....he held opponents 
to a .174 AVG.....he began last season on the 60-day injured list with a left lat strain and was reinstated on May 26.....
he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/16-9/27 with a right oblique strain.....the initials “DL” stand for Dayton Lane.

RHP Trevor Megill, 32, went 6-3 with a 2.49 ERA and 30 saves in a career-high 50 relief appearances with 
Milwaukee last season.....the first time All-Star held opponents to a .209 AVG with a career-high 60 strikeouts in a 
career-high 47.0 innings.....he was 30-for-36 in save opportunities (83.3%).....his career-high 30 saves ranked third 
in the National League.....he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/27-9/27 with a right flexor strain.

RHP Grant Anderson, 28, went 2-6 with a 3.23 ERA in a career-high 66 relief appearances during his first season 
with Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .223 AVG with 74 strikeouts in 69.2 innings.

RHP Easton McGee, 28, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville and went 5-0 with a 3.59 ERA and 1 save in 
32 games (1 start).....he held opponents to a .190 AVG with 53 strikeouts in 47.2 innings.....McGee also had five stints 
with the Brewers last season, posting a 5.52 ERA in 9 relief appearances.

LHP Drew Rom, 26, is a non-roster invitee.....Rom was limited to just 7 games (all starts) last season in the Cardinals 
organization as he recovered from May 2024 surgery and then sustained a left forearm strain.....he missed the 2024 
season with left shoulder biceps tendinitis.....his only MLB games came in 2023 with St. Louis (8gs, 1-4, 8.02era).
