Y'ALL COME BACK NOW: Matt Vierling's pinch-hit, three-run homer in the bottom of the eighth
inning erased a two-run deficit and propelled the Detroit Tigers to a 6-5, come-from-behind-win
in their series opener vs. the Los Angeles Angels last night at Comerica Park ... after the clubs
conclude their three-game set tomorrow, the Tigers head out on a seven-game road trip through

A.L. Central foes Chicago (3 games, Monday-Wednesday) and Minnesota (4 games, August 14-17).

e  The Tigers last night improved to 16-8 (.667) in one-run games, the best one-run record in
all of baseball ... the Tigers also improved to 27-11 in series openers this season, tops in the
majors ... a win tonight or tomorrow would give Detroit 14 series wins in 20 tries at home.

e The Tigers have a 6.0-game lead in the A.L. Central over Cleveland, the largest lead in any of
the six divisions this year, but Detroit's edge is down from the 11.5-game lead the club held
over the Twins and the 12.0-game lead on the Guardians and Royals at the All-Star Break.

e The Tigers have 21 games remaining in August, 18 of them against teams that have a record of
below .500 ... the Tigers this homestand started a stretch during which they play 13-straight
games against sub-.500 teams before hosting the Astros for three games from August 18-20.

THIS IS SOME HIGH-END TORK: Spencer Torkelson last night crushed his 25th homer of the season,

reaching the mark for the second time in the last three years (career-best 31 homers in 2023) ...

Torkelson is the first Tiger to record a pair of 25-homer seasons in a three-year span since Miguel

Cabrera and Victor Martinez both reached the mark in 2014 and 2016.

e Torkelson has now hit 66 homers since the start of the 2023 season, the best three-year total
by any Tiger player since Nick Castellanos totaled 67 homers from 2016-18.

e  Torkelson joins Miguel Cabrera, Prince Fielder, Tony Clark, Cecil Fielder and Jason Thompson
as Tigers primary first basemen with multiple 25 homer seasons in the last 50 years.

e Torkelson's 25 homers are tied with Pete Alonso for the most by any player in baseball that
primarily plays first base this year, while Torkelson's 48 extra-base hits are the most among
first basemen in the American League, trailing only Alonso (53) for most in the majors.

IT'S ALL THAT'S LEFT: Detroit boasts a 20-12 (.645) record vs. lefty starters this year, second to
only Milwaukee (23) for most wins vs. lefty starters this year and good for the fifth-best winning
percentage in all of baseball vs. opposing southpaws.

e Collectively, the Tigers have a .763 OPS vs. left-handed pitching this season, the fourth-highest
mark in all of baseball behind the Yankees (.786), Red Sox (.773) and Dodgers (.764).

e Individually, the Tigers have six players with an OPS greater than .800 vs. left-handed pitchers:
Spencer Torkelson (.961), Zach McKinstry (.934), Gleyber Torres (.923), Wenceel Pérez (.895),
Dillon Dingler (.862) and Jahmai Jones (.845) with Javier Baez (.791) and last night's hero Matt
Vierling (.734), who hit the game-winning homer off a lefty, on the outside looking in.

HE'S WORTH HIS SALT: Charlie Morton has gone 7-2 with a 3.66 ERA (27 ER/66.1 IP) with 67

strikeouts in his last 12 starts since Memorial Day, just better than one strikeout per inning ... he

has allowed three earned runs or less in 10 of those 12 outings (2.45 ERA in those 10 starts), with

11 of his 26 earned runs taking place in the other two starts.

e In his Tigers debut last Sunday in Philadelphia, Morton became only the fourth active pitcher
to reach 400 career starts, joining Justin Verlander (545 starts), Max Scherzer (466) and
Clayton Kershaw (443).

THE DEPARTMENT OF GLEYBER: Gleyber Torres has posted a .788 OPS this year, the second-best
OPS by a second baseman in the A.L. this season (Tampa Bay's Brandon Lowe leads at .810) ...
Torres leads A.L. second basemen with a .368 on-base percentage, ranks third among A.L. second
basemen with a .271 batting average and is third in the majors with 55 RBI (leaders have 56 RBI).

HOMER HAPPY: The Tigers are one of only three teams in the majors with at least nine players with

nine or more homers, joining the Yankees (10 players) and the Dodgers (nine players), and are one

of seven teams with seven or more players to reach double digits in homers this season.

e In 2024, the Tigers had only eight players finish the entire season with nine of more home runs
while the 2023 Tigers finished the entire season with nine such players.

e The Tigers rank fifth in the A.L. with 152 homers this season, only 10 shy of their full-season
total of 162 homers from 2024 ... the Tigers this year are aiming to finish in the Top 5 in the
A.L. in home runs for the first time since 2014 (T4th with 155 homers) after eight-straight
Bottom 5 A.L. finishes in home runs from 2017 through last season.

WHAT'S THE DIFFERENCE?: The Tigers have the second-best record in the A.L. on the strength of
a +76 overall run differential, trailing the Red Sox (+89) and Yankees (+86) for the best mark in the
A.L. ... in the A.L. Central, the Tigers have a +95 edge on the second-place Guardians (-19), are +95
on the third-place Royals (-19) and are +100 on the fourth-place Twins (-24).

AND FINALLY: The Tigers last night improved to 7-2 in one-run games at home (with six such wins
in a row) ... it was the club's first one-run home game since May 28 vs. San Francisco ... the Tigers
have not lost a one-run game at home since April 20 vs. Kansas City.
