starts for Syracuse this year.

MAY FLOWERS: The Mets are 12-7 in May...The team has posted a
3.34 ERA (64 ER/172.2 IP) with 178 strikeouts..Their 178 strikeouts
are the seventh-most in the majors this month..Their 3.34 May
ERA is eighth in the majors...They are hitting .240/.309/.384 in the
month of May...Their .240 average is 13th in the majors.

BENGE WATCH: Carson Benge has hit safely in a career-high six
straight games (12-29, .414) and 10 of 11 (20-51,.392) and 15 of his last
