New York has lost four of its last five..The Mets are 12-9 over their
last 21 games...The team is in a stretch of 17 straight games (7-5)...
New York is in the midst of a seven-game road trip against the
Nationals (2-2) and Marlins (0-2)..The Mets head home for a series
starting tomorrow vs. Cincinnati followed by the Marlins.

ROAD TRIPPING: New York is 11-17 on the road this year, including
2-4 on this current trip..The Mets have a 3.53 road ERA, the
seventh-best in the majors...New York is hitting .222 away from Citi
Field, ranking 26th.

METS IN MIAMI: The Mets are looking to avoid being swept in
Miami for the first time since July 29-31, 2022...New York has lost
four of its last five road games in Miami dating to 2025.

THREE AMIGOS: Carson Benge (right), A.J. Ewing (center) and
Nick Morabito (left) started in the outfield on Friday...It was the
earliest the Mets ever started an all-rookie outfiield..The previous
earliest was July 24, 1977..Lee Mazzilli, Steve Henderson and Joel
Youngblood...Saturday was the first time the three have played
together in the same outfield in the same game (at any level).

ONE IS A LONELY NUMBER: New York has scored one run or less
in 14 games this year tied for the most such games in the majors
with San Francisco.

MAY FLOWERS: The Mets are 12-9 in May..The team has posted a
3.34 ERA (70 ER/188.2 IP) with 192 strikeouts..Their 192 strikeouts
are the sixth-most in the majors this month...Their 3.34 May ERA is
11th in the majors...They are hitting .229/.299/.367 in the month of
May..Their .229 average is 22nd in the majors.

BENGE WATCH: Carson Benge has hit in six of his last eight games
(12-36, .333) and 10 of 13 (20-58, .345) and 15 of his last 19 with
a .342/.398/.447 slashline with one home run, five doubles, 11 RBI
and 16 runs during that span...He has recorded multiple hits in six
of his last 11 games, including three hits in three of his last eight
contests...He had a career-high three RBl and scored a career-high
three runs Monday night.

CARSON CONNECTS: Benge has a .324 batting average since
April 23, ranking eighth in the majors (min. 86 PA)...He also is tied
for eighth in the majors with 19 runs during that stretch...Over 26
games during that span, Benge is batting .324 (34-105) with 19
runs, six doubles, two homers, 14 RBI, six walks, two stolen bases
and an .804 OPS.

250: Juan Solo hit his 250th career homer on May 14..He is the
fiftth-youngest player to reach 250 home runs, only Alex Rodriguez,
Jimmie Foxx, Eddie Matthews and Albert Pujols reached the
milestone at a younger age...He reached the milestone in his 1125th
career game making him the seventh-quickest active player to
accomplish the feat, only trialing Aaron Judge, Shohei Ohtani, Pete
Alonso, Kyle Schwarber, Matt Olson and Mike Trout...Overall, he is
the 16th player to reach 250 homers before turning 28...Per Elias.

with the Mets (1976-1981 and 1986-1989) and combined to slash
.264/.357/.396 during his 10 years in Queens...The Brooklyn native
was named to the 1979 All-Star team and hit the first home run
by a Met during the Midsummer Classic...Mazzilli ranks sixth in
franchise history with 152 stolen bases and is tied for fifth in team
history with 38 pinch-hits...Valentine ranks third in team history
with 536 wins guiding the Mets from 1996-2002. In 1999, he led the
Mets to the Postseason for the first time since 1988...The following
year, Valentine took the team to the World Series, becoming the
first manager in Mets history to lead the team to consecutive
playoff appearances...Valentine was a key contributor to the club’s
immediate volunteer response to the 9/11 attacks.

LAST TIME OUT: Allowed three runs over 4.0 innings in his fifth start of the season on May 18 at Washington in the Mets' 16-7 12-inning
victory...The right-hander issued three walks, struck out five and surrendered four hits...Scott has pitched less than 5.0 innings in four of his five
starts this season including each of his last three...He has allowed three or fewer runs in all five of his starts this season.

MIAMI VICE: Today, Scott will face the Marlins for the third time in his career, his most against any single opponent for his career...Scott has
faced only two other opponents multiple times in his career, Washington and Colorado...Through his first two starts against Miami, the South
Florida native is 0-2 with a 7.88 ERA (7 ER/8.0 IP) and seven strikeouts...Both of Scott's prior two starts against the Marlins have come at
loanDepot Park.

FOUR IS THE MAGIC NUMBER: Through 14 career Major League starts, Christian Scott has allowed four or fewer runs in each of
them...Scott joins Tom Seaver as the only pitchers in franchise history to allow four or fewer starts through their first 14 Major League starts.

2024 SEASON RECAP: Scaoitt finished his rookie season going 0-3 with a 4.56 ERA (24 ER/47.1 IP), adding 39 strikeouts and 12 walks
before being placed on the IL with a sprained UCL in his right elbow...Made his MLB debut on May 4 in Tampa Bay, throwing 6.2 innings and
allowing just one run, adding six strikeouts and one walk...Recorded a career-high eight strikeouts on May 11 against Atlanta, throwing 6.0
innings and allowing just three runs.

WHAT A DEBUT: Scott made his Major League debut on May 4 in Tampa Bay...He recorded a no decision in the Mets 3-1 loss, throwing 6.2
innings and allowing just one run on five hits with one walk and six strikeouts...He became the third Mets player to make his major league debut
this year...Scott is the first Mets pitcher to toss at least 6.0 innings in their debut since Steven Matz did so on June 28, 2015 vs. Cincinnati.

SLIDE TO THE RIGHT: While seeking a third pitch, looked at Pitching Ninja video and discovered the slider grip used by Max Scherzer...It's
still the grip he uses today... Was predominately a reliever throughout his career at the University of Florida and transitioned to a starting role
after he was selected by the Mets.

MINOR LEAGUE BACKGROUND: Was Named the New York Mets 2023 Pitcher of the Year after making 19 starts this across three levels
season and posting a 5-4 record with a 2.57 ERA (25 ER/87.2 IP) with 12 walks and 107 strikeouts...In 2023, held opposing hitters to a .199
batting average and posted 10.98 strikeouts per nine innings...Started for the Rumble Ponies in Game One of the Northeast Division Series...In
2022, he split his time between A St. Lucie and A+ Brooklyn with a combined 4.45 ERA in 18 appearances...In 2021, he had three relief
outings for FCL Mets and threw 12 strikes out of 16 total pitches.
