TODAY'S NOTES <

EL JUEGO DE AYER: The Giants played their first game at Oracle Park in 2026, defeating
the visiting Sultanes de Monterrey of the Mexican League by the score of 10-2 last night...
SF hit three home runs and used nine pitchers to cover the full 9.0 innings.

» LHP Ryan Borucki, who signed with the Giants on March 21, continued his strong
spring with a shutout inning of relief...he's allowed three hits and one walk with eight
strikeouts over 7.0 shutout innings this spring for the Giants and White Sox.

» Also adding perfect innings of relief were RHP Tristan Beck, LHP Erik Miller, RHP
Caleb Kilian, LHP Matt Gage and RHP Marques Johnson.

» IF Willy Adames, IF Tyler Fitzgerald and IF Bryce Eldridge all homered in the game...
OF Jung Hoo Lee had a double and an RBI...OF Jared Oliva went 2-for-3 witharun and
an RBI while playing center field.

UNO MAS: Tonight marks the Giants' final exhibition before opening up the MLB season
against the Yankees tomorrow on Netflix at 5:05 p.m. PT.
» RHP Logan Webb will make his fifth straight Opening Day start for the Giants, and
second at Oracle Park (alsoin 2022 vs. Miami).

EN FUEGO: With just one more game before the 2026 season officially begins, SF has a
few players ranking inside the MLB's top-10 this spring.

» IF Matt Chapman has seven doubles, tied for second most in MLB this spring behind
Colorado’s Jordan Beck (eight)...Chapman hit .405 (15x37) with seven runs, seven
doubles, three home runs, nine RBland a 1.259 OPSin 15 Cactus League games.

» OF Jared Oliva is second in MLB in both runs scored (16) and stolen bases (14)...the
last Giant with 14+ stolen bases in a single spring was Eugenio Vélez (16) in 2008.

» Also with solid Cactus League performances are OF Jung Hoo Lee and OF Heliot Ra-
mos...Lee hit .455 (10x22) with four runs, a double, a triple, a homer and four RBI in
AZ...Ramos hit .409 (9x22) with four runs, five doubles, a homer and three RBlin AZ.

» LHP Robbie Ray had a strong spring that has him inside MLB's top-10 in ERA (1.37,
2nd), strikeouts (21, T-10th), starts (6, T-1st), innings pitched (19.2, T-6th), opposing
batting average (.115, 1st) and WHIP (0.86, 3rd).

BIENVENIDO AMI CASA: The Giants finally returned to Oracle Park last night as they wel-
comed in the Sultanes de Monterrey to Oracle Park for a brief exhibition series that ends
tonight.

» SF officially debuted its new Gigantes jerseys in last night's game against the Sul-
tanes...following this series, the Gigantes jerseys will be worn each Saturday home
game...the jersey and cap were designed by Bay Area artist Jesse Hernandez.

» Last night'swinwas SF's 20th of the spring/exhibition slate...it markits second straight
year hitting the 20-win mark during Spring Training (21 wins in 2025).

LOS NUMEROS: As Spring Training draws to a close, the Giants are hitting .300 as a team,
best in the Majors ahead of the second-place Athletics (.283)...the club's .848 OPS this
spring is third-best in the Majors behind only the A's (.855) and the Reds (.852).

» Additionally, the Giants struck out 216 timesin 29 Cactus League games, which is sec-
ond-fewest in MLB this Spring Training...only the Tigers (209) have fewer strikeouts...
for comparison's sake, SF struck out 296 times in 31 contests during Cactus League
play last year.

» On the other side of the diamond, SF's 4.10 team ERA was lowest of any team in the
Cactus League.
